Several supplementary safeguards 
for life and property have been pre­
scribed by a federal coal mine in­
spector for the 1,200-t8n-a-day 
Week:bury mine, near Weeksbury, 
the Bureau of Mines announced 
this week. Operated by the Koppers 
Coal Division of Eastern Gas and 
Fuel Associates, the mine employs 
326 men. The property was inspected 
in October by Matthew J. Duncan 
in accordance with the Krug-Lewis 
agreement cf May 29, 1946.
