AF.L. HANDS
LEWIS DEFEAT

Floor Batile Leads
To*Another of Labor
Leader’s Famed Walks

The conveniion of the. American
Federation c¢f Labeor in San Fran-
ciseo administered a crushing defeat
to John L. Lewis Tuesday night by
veting to wipe out its 13 vice-presi-
dents in a move to make the entire
federation eligible to use the Na-
tional Liber Relations Board.

The action came after a stormy
and prolonged fizht on the conven- |
tion floor which saw the AFL's top
leadership direct a Dbitter attack
against Lewis, head of the United
M ne workers, on his stand against
signing non-communist affidavits as
required by the Taff-Hartley law,
The foer battle, which at times de-
veloped into heated personal ex-
changes, precipitated another of the
famous Lewis “walks.”

The mine workers’ chief told the
.delegates he would not be a candi-
date again for the executive council
if the resolution was passed. This
would mean Lewis voluntary with-
drawzal from the federation’s ruling
body.

Meanwhile, the CIO national con-
vention in Bosteon voted unanimceus-
Iy to battle for outright appeal of
the Taft-Hartley law and to work
for the political defeat of its sup-
porters. The delegates heard Labor
Secretary L. B. Schwellenbach de-
clare himself in favor of a To-cents
hourly minimum wage and assert
that spiraling prices have consistent-
Iy outrun wage increases.

Lewis, leaving the convention hall
after the decisive vote, told reporters
he would have no further statement.
“T made my statement for to-
night,” he said, smiling and shaking
hands with numerous delegates and
well-wishers,

Lewis earlier declared his United
Mine Workers “will not run with
you” if the conyention should chocse
to capitulate to the Communism af-
fidavit requirement of the Taft-
Hartley act.

FORD LAUDS
WILLIAMSON

For Saving Gas Firms
‘Hopelessly Insolvent’;

0.K.’s Pay of Claims

Ben Williamson, Jr., the Ashland
man whose reorganization and
handling of the affairs of the Inland
Gas ‘Corporation in this and other
E:stern Kentucky counties brought
it and its sister firm, the Kentucky
Fuel Gas Corporation, from a state
of “hopeless insolvency” to the status
of profitable undertakings, was
praised by Federal Judge H. Church
Ford in Lexington recently.

Judze Ford's remarks were includ-
ed in the opinion authorizing the
trustee of the corporations to pay al-
lowances totaling $315,000 for legal
services in ccnnection with reor-
ganization proeceedings.

Recipients and amounts to be paid
were listed as Arthur G, Logan, Wil-
mington, Del, $85,000; LeWright
Browning, Ashland, $75,000; Richard
B. Hand & Associates, New York,
$50.000; - Oscar 8. Rosner & Asso-
ciates, New York, $50,000; Millbank,
Tweed, Hope, Hadley & McCloy, New
York, $55000, sud a' number of
smaller sums.

This case has had a “remarkable
history” since it has been pending
under the reorganization provisiens
of the Bankruptcy Act, Judge Ford
said.

When the proceeding was bezun
in 1935 both corporations were hope-
lessly insolvent, he stated, adding:
“Since then the Inland Gas Cor-
poration, which purchased the as-
sets of Kentucky Fuel Gas Cotrpora-
tion, has been operated by the frus-
tee, Mr. Williamson, so successfully
that he has been able not only to
make large expenditures in acqguir-
ing and developing new gas reserves
and in improving the company's op-
erating facilities, but he hag' paid
out of operating income more than
$4,000,000 on the principal and inter-
est of Inland's first-mortgage bonds.”
In its various aspects the case has
been four times before the Supreme
Court of the United States, once be-
fore the United States Circuit Court
of Appeals for the Third Circuit,
and six times before the United
States Circuit Court of Appeals for
the Sixth Circuit. In the district
court there have been 100 hearings.
The op’nion entered last week was
on allowance questions.
