Thus has tuberculosis infiltrated 
our communities a.s successfully as 
any foreign ism or any wartime 
enemy, without diturbing the de­
fenders to action. 

The Floyd County Tuberculosis 
Association has done a fair meJsure 
of good work. But i t cannot ever 
achieve its major aims unless the 
rank and file of the people become 
aware of the threat tuberculosis 
presents to persons of all ages, in 
every walk of life. 

As of this year-while rersons 
were dying, being drawn to the 
grave by inches-the County Tuber­
culosis sociatiQn could not get as 
many s a dozen of all the thou­
sands of persons in this county to 
meet to plan further work and to 
carry on drives for funds. This, de­
spite the fact that every person who 
buys as much as $2 worth of Tuber­

. culosis Seals has a right to vote in 
th e Association's affairs as much as 
even an offic:al of the Associa ticn. 

Floyd is one of the two Kentucky 
counties designated by the State 
Tuberculosis Association as demon­
stration counties for an experiment 
in intensive work toward the curb 
and eventual eradication of the 
White Plague. Under this plan the 
state association will pay one-third 
t!J.e salary of a fulltime nurse, or up 
to $800 a year, with the county as­
wciation paying the remainder, or 
ab.;ut $1,800. This is a three-year 
plan and if the results at the end 
of that time justify s 'lch support, it

has been authoritatively saicl, the 
U.S. Pub.ic Health Service will pour 
money into Kentucky in an all-out 
drive on tuberculcsis.

th e county as.>ociation itself retains 
a larger share of funds raised lo­
cally through Seal s~les than arc 
retained by any other group in sim-
ilar pub1ic health endeavor.
