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WAY CLEARED 
TO APPROVAL 
OF MOREHEAD 
Re-Accrediting Depends 
Upon Repeal of State's 
Ouster Act by Assembly 
The way was eleared Wednesday 

for Morehead State Teachers College 
to get back on the approved list of 
Southern Colleges. 

Its return to accredited status 
however, depends on the Generai 
Assembly which must change the 
Ouster Act, the law which permits 
the Governor to remove coilege­
board members without cause. 

The action was taken iby the 
Southern Association of Colleges and 
Secondary Schools meeting in Lou­
isville. It voted to restore Morehead 
to membership "upon evidence of 
the removal of the conditions" which 
caused the association to take away 
its accreditation last year because 
of "political interference." 

The association also restored to 
unconditional membership Sue Ben­
nett College, London, Ky., "all defi­
ciencies having been removed," 
which caused its loss of member­
ship. 

The association gave its executive 
committee the power to reinstate 
Morehead before th~ end of the 
1947-48 school year, but only if a 
special investigating committee is 
satisfied that "politieal interference" 
has ceased. 

Dr. William Jesse Baird, Morehead 
president, said after the association's 
action that "I am confident the Leg­
islature will pass such a law" (re­
pealing the OUster Act, and forbid­
ding removal of a college ... board 
member w:thcut cause). Such a bill 
is being prepared for introduction 
early in the 1948 session, he said. 

Dr. Baird, obviously relieved and 
pleased at the course of events, said 
that if the Legislature passes such a 
law, "no student credits at More­
head will be invalidated." 

Reinstatement of Morehead will 
mean that "no credits are affected," 
he added. It also should bring back 
the school's enrollment to its for­
mer levels. This year's enrollment of 
735 was about 600 less than it would 
have been, if the school hadn't lost 
its accredited standing, Dr. Baird 
dec:ared. That loss "actually cost us 
500 students this September," he 
said.

field. 

John W. Hodges, Pikeville, secre­
tary of the Sandy Valley Truck Mine 
Operators Association, who made the 
estimate of the number of mines 
shut down, ascribed the curtailment 
of operaticn to these developments: 

1. A decrease in the price of coal, 
ranging from $1 to $1.50 a ton. 

2. Less demand for inferior grades 
of coal, mainly that which has a 
high sulphur or ash content. 

3. Curtailment of Great Lakes 
shipping by winter weather. 

4. A decrease in truck-mine coal 
being shipped to Europe. 

The association official did not 
elaborate on the price decrease nor 
on the reasons for the curtailment 
of overse;s shipments. He said, how­
ever, that some truck mine opera­
tors might be able to market the 
low-grade fuel by installing separat­
ing mach'nes. As a rule, such equip­
ment is not in use at truck mine 
operations. 

There was no estimate available of 
the number of men idle. But on the 
basis of 10 employes at each pit­
many employ 50 or more-the total 
off the job would approximate 
10,000. 

Hodges reported at least one load­
ing dock idle in each of these coun­
ties: Floyd, Letcher, Perry and Ma­
goffin. Two ramps at railroad sid­
ings in Pikeville are shut down. 
One of the Pikeville docks, operated 
by Dr. J. C. Wheeler, normally loads 
about 30 cars (roughly 1,500 tons) 
daily. 

M,erchants reported no decided 
drop in trade, but they said a re­
cent pay dny might be responsible 
for contint:ed good business. 

Hodges termed the shutdown "only 
temporary." He predicted there will 
be a market for truck-mined coal 
"for several years."

Veterans, their dependents a.nd 
beneficiaries in Ohio, Michigan and 
Kentucky received $41,583,500 dur­
ing October in various benefits 
available to them under the laws en ­
acted by Congress, it was reported 
at the Veterans Administration Tri­
state Branch Office in Columbus, 
Ohio. 

The state totals were: Ohio, $19,-
102,100; Michigan, $13,899,900; Ken­
tucky, $8,581,000. 

The totals include expenditures for 
educational benefits, disability and 
death pensions and compensation, 
autos for amputees, G.I . loan inter­
est, burial allowances, and unem­
ployment and self-employment al­
lowances. The latter two ben efits, 
while paid by VA, are administered 
by the respective states. 

VA said expenditures for medical 
and dental care and payments for 
insurance benefits are not computed 
in the totals. 

There are 2,057,175 veterans of all 
wars now residing in Ohio, Mich­
igan and Kentucky, according to 
records at the Veterans Admnistra­
tion Tri-state Branch Office in Col­
umbus, 0.

At the present time the future is rocky, and 
we must put forth concerted action to avert 
disaster. We must all work together now to­
ward that end. We can not only avert the de­
cline, but we can greatly increase the produc­
tion, sales, wages, and total revenue. 

At the present time there is a great fight 
between producing areas for foreign sales. 
Other sections are providing effective lobbies 
among government officials and foreign pur­
chasing agents. Government officials say that 
they only recommend to the purchasing 
agents the best and cleanest coal available. 
We know we have the finest quality coal in 
the world. Every effort must be made to see 
that it is as clean as possible when it is ship­
ped. Every shipper in the area must take it 
upon himself to cooperate, because the gen­
eral reputation of the area is of utmost impor­
tance in gaining our fair share of the available 
business. 

OPL 
The highest quality coal will be in great de­

mand for some years to come. Nature has 
given us the best in the world. Yet we are 
guilty of shipping some cars consisting of in­
excusible amounts of rock, dirt, and slate. 
Every car of this extremely dirty coal that is 
loaded is with utter disregard, not only to the 
welfare of the shipper, but to every man en­
gaged in truck mining for his livelihood. 

The foreign market is by far our best guar­
antee of continued business. Exports for 194 7 
have been at an all-time high. European de­
mands will be greater in 1948. However, ex­
ports much in excess of the 194 7 level will 
encounter limitations of coal-loading facilities 
at United States ports, although much of these 
limitations can be overcome by more orderly 
marketing and shipping practice . 

Coal is critical to European reconstruction. 
Because of reconstruction requirements, Eu­
rope's need for coal is greater than before the 
war. There are adequate reserves of coal 
abroad, but foreign production is still be­
low pre-war rates, owing to lack of transpor­
tation, mining equipment and other supplies. 

Effective demand in Europe (not including 

Russia) is at least five hundred and fifty mil­
lion tons, or almost one hundred and ten mil­
lion tons in excess of production. The deficit 
is primarily owing to the fact that production 
is down in Britain, Germany, and Poland (in­
cluding German Silesia), the three largest 
European coal producers. Britain-an ex­
porter of coal before the war-does not now 
produce enough coal for herself. 

The Aid-to-Europe program Is not general­
ly approved by the people in Floyd county. 
Many have written me protesting this action. 
I appreciate those views, and I know, too, that 
sending billiops to the European nations will 
not reduce our cost of living. However, I am 
going to support the Plan, for it will return to 
our section more than ten-fold our proportion­
ate part of the tax burden. This is the first 
time in history that our section has been af­
forded a chance to get more out of govern~ 

ment spending than we have actually had to 

contribute. 

If Europe is to do without American dol­

lars, we must do without a great portion of 

our present coal business in both railroad

and truck mines. A loss of this business means, 
of course, a loss of johs for miners, truck 
drivers, and ramp men. It means a loss of 
business for every merchant in the area. It 
means an economic set-back for every person 
in Floyd county. 

At present, here in Washington, we are 
considering the stop-gap-aid bill that will pro-
vide foreign relief until spring. This will pass 
without question. However, the so-called 
Marshall Plan for some twenty or so billions 
is in for rough going in the interim. 

If the Marshall Plan passes-and I will put 
forth every effort to get it passed-we can 
look forward to a greater coal business. To 
insure that business for our section whereby 
we can not only keep full emploYillent, but 
open new mines and create more job opportu­
nities, I want to propose now that we set up 
an organization for the purpose of promoting 
our truck mine industry: an organization con­
sisting of truck mine owners, miners, union of­
ficials, truck drivers and ramp owners; an or­
ganization that can guarantee greater sales, 
more jobs, and the deserved prosperity of our 
people.

Stagecoaches 
and freighter lines stopped running. 
Turnpike compan:es began to lose 
money. Maintenance was curtailed, 
and road surfaces deteriorated. Many 
tollgate wars were precipitated, re-
sulting in abandonment of many 
roads.
