Mrs, Hall was reported as ill at

“The detectives working on  th
case have not only failed to solv
the ease, but have continually faile
to cooperate with me.”

Chief of Detectives Glenn L, Huff
man retorted:

“He never asked me for anything
and there is nothing on which I have
failed to cooperate with him, His
failure to remove the bullet sliver
from the body was his own mistake.”

Rice disappeared on the eveni
of Dec. 10 with a strangér wh
called at his home to inguire abouw
an automobile which the real estat
dealer had advertised for sale. They
left in the car, which lafer was
found abandoned on & doéwniown |
street, 12 miles from the spot where
Riece's body lay.
