Six night, games, five of which will

Authorities Unable 
To Link Discovery 
01 Skull to Crime 

Authorities here are unable to 
connect with any crime, old or mod­
ern, the human skull found last 
week atop a Middle Creek ridge by 
Goble (Jack) Branham, Jr., of West 
Prestonsburg, while hunting. 

A portion of the skull and part of 
the lower jaw had been removed 
from where a body apparently had 
been buried, a few feet from the 
''Cistern Rock" in the gap at the 
head of the Taylor Stumbo branch. 
Branham said he found the skull 
lying on a rock. A fire was stU! 
burning near where the new exca­
vation had been made by unidenti­
fied persons. 

Belief that the find may be a relic 
of an old crime arose from the fact 
that the burial place is one where a 
body would not under ordinary cir­
cumstances be placed.

Arrives; Reported Cost 
01 Equipment Is $8,000 

Wheelwright"s new $8,500 fire 
truck arrived Wednesday, and it 
was announced that immediate 
training of a volunteer fire depart­
ment will be begun. 

R. L. Jones, Inland Steel Com­
pany purchasing agent, is chief of 
the fire department, and organiza­
tion of fil·efighting personnel will be 
such that a crew will be available, 
day and night.

'Horse' of A other Color 
}reates Pr~blem Here 

"Bay Horse," a rather potent sub­
stitute for White Horse and other 
standard brands, is causing police 
here and a few business men con­
siderable annoyance. 

"Bay Horse" is local jargon for 
bay rum, and its current popularity 
is even cutting in on the business of 
those who deal in the bonded va­
riety. 

At least one Prestonsburg business 
firm which, like thousands of others 
oyer the country, has for years sold 
bay rum and other lotions with al­
coholic content as legitimate busi­
ness transactions has suspended fur­
ther sale of the product. First, when 
it became apparent that the demand 
was getting out of l'ne, the bay rum 
went under the counter where the 
nylons might once have been cached, 
if there were any. Then, when the 
supply was exhausted, the store de­
cided to stock no more, fearing it was 

unwittingly thwarting the purpose of 
the dry law. 

Chief of Police Bill Blackburn said 
Wednesday that Paintsville devotees 
to "Bay Horse" have ·been coming 
here for supplies and that numerous 
empty bottles are found in men's 
rest-roolllS over town.

rum and similar lotions after these 
ceased to be for external use only. 

A~;- the situation exists here, po­
lice are stumped. The purchase of a 
i:'ottle of bay rum, in itself, is ob­
viously a legal transaction. How to 
stop Its use as an inLoxicating bev­
t'1"ag-e is a problem that is causing 
s·ome brow-wrinkrng. 

It may be that police will ask 
dealers voluntarily to stop its sale. 
Or a city orC.:mance. If such a step 
L~ legal, may be the solution.

1. To bring the teacher ret irement 
fund to actual soundness, $2,439,606. 

2. Division of Forestry, $50,000 cap­
ital outlay. 

3. Cumberland Gap National Park, 
$240,00{} capital outlay. 

4. For preservation of exhibits in 
Division of Library and Archives, 
$7,500 for capital outlay. 

5. For a Kentucky Bu:Iding Com­
mission, $10,000,000. 

The new building commtsston 
would be composed of the Governor, 
Lieutenant-Governor, Attorney Gen­
eral and the Commissioner of Fi­
nance 'and Revenue. They wculd be 
empowered to dete1mine the capital 
outlay needs of various state agen­
cies, approve them, award contracts, 
and supervise construction. 

The $52,374,200 asked for educa­
tion includes a per capita fund, to 
bolster teachers' salaries, of $38,-
700.000 or $19.350,000 a year. The per 
capita fund this year totaled $17,-
550,000 and last year was $16,500,000. 

For equalization of poorer school 
districts, Clements asked for $4,-
300,000, or $2,150,000 a year. This 
compares ;yith $1,950,000 this year 
and $1,850,000 last year. 

Also included is a request of $2,-
953,850 for the teacher-retirement 
pension matching funds and the 
$2,439,608 to bring the insolvent 
fund to soundness.

Frankfort, Ky., Jan. 12-Repeal of 
the Kentucky law providing prison 
sentences for "banding and confed­

ROOFS 

SOME future historian of our folkways 'Will be sure to have a chapter 
or so on the significance of roofs. To the casual observer this may 
sound far-fetched as a phase of folk customs, but suppose we take 

a preliminary view of the subject. 

In the earliest days of America it was a task to build a house, for the 
cross-cut saw had not been invented, and sawmills were still in the future. 
Houses were covered with rived-out planks, thinner than the hewed 
puncheons that !armed tloors, that is, when there were tloors. Without 
nails to fasten them down, it was necessary to peg down a. pole that would 
hold a whole "course" of these timbers in place. Of course, in some places, 
particularly French Canada, thatch roofs appeared and still do, but the 
board roof apparently was our first one. 

With the coming o! square or other nails and the cross-cut saw, home­
made boards became the rule. I can remember when many of the houses 
were coverd with these boards. I have helped .tnake boards, that is, I piled 
them in straight piles or stacks while Fa.the:J:" made them. It had already 
become slightly old-fashioned :for residences to be covered with these 
home-made boards when I could tlrst remember, but all barns and out­
buildings were covered in this way on throu&h my days at Fidelity. For 
some reason the length of the board set the standard of style; if it were 
quite long, then the house seemed tacky; but a. short board, particularly 
one that had been dressed down with a' drs. wing knife, was almost stylish . 

Shingle roofs became common, even a.t Fidelity, before I was born. A 
house so covered was good for many, many years of ease about the rain. 
oniy a few well-to-do people indUlged in the expense of shingle roofs on 
a barn; that was looked on a.s unnecessary extravagance. I can remember 
hQW we felt slightly ashamed of the houses that still ha.d hOme-made 
boards for a roof, especially if the boards were curled up at the ends. 

When the little one-room schoolhouse at Fidelity was built, it had two 
extravagances: fetched-on d and 4 corrugated metal roof. For years 
that must have been the only metal-roofed building in the whole area. 
Those corrugations were deep and could eat.ch a. ball easily U a small limb 
had fallen crosswise of the roof; that neceSSitated a trip up the bellpost 
to dislodge the ball when it had got caught dUring an exciting game of 
antny over. Metal roofs did not come into use as much in Fidelity as in 
our mountains and those Of Tennessee. 

Not long before I left Fidelity, tne tat paper roof became the thing, 
though for a long time we had only the dulloot colors imaginable. So use­
ful and easily attached a roo! was bound. to be popular. The making o! 
home-ma.de boards soon became a. lost art. Prom drab colors the tar paper 
has become our most used form of roofing today, with its added use as a 
siding. And there are about as many grades and styles of it as could be 
wished, so that tar paper as such Is no standard of style, good or bad. 

Metal roofing has taken a new turn laterly, and some of our buUdings 
shine with bright new aluminUIJ'Mi:S.'well a.s the more ordinary sheet metal. 
It is not at all unusual to see even cabins roofed now with metal roofing, 
which once would have been the mark only flf the very classiest houses. 

Except in towns or on very expensive country houses slate does not 
appear much in this part of the world, though common elsewhere. Tiles, 
too, are scarce except on large buildings. Various types of tar-pebble roofs 
are pretty well limited to large, fiat roofs of business buildings. Our dis­
tinctive roofs have been the pioneer timber the home-made board, and the 
shingle. And the superior feeling that used to come because of a special 
type of roofing seems now to have oozed a.wa.y. A roof, whatever its social 
value today, has its greatest value in keeping out the rain. ·

CAPITOL 
COMMENTS

Writing an open letter to our new 
Governor Earle c. Clements and the 
members of the 1948 General Assem­
bly during these important days 
when all Kentuckians are progress­
minded, is indeed a grave responsi­
bility. Many very vital questions 
must be considered in Frankfort this 
January. Not the least of these ques­
tions is the one that Kentuckians all 
over the state are asking each other 
today: "What can we do to develop 
Kentucky economically and socially 
to the position of leadership to 
which she is entitled among our sis­
ter states, 

As a Kentuckian, as a bUBine£S· 
man and as president of the Ken­
tucky Chamber of Commerce, I have 
a triple interest in finding the right 
answer or answers to that question. 
In two instances, at least, I think I 
know what those answers should be. 
Personally, it is my hope and . belief 
that Governor Clements and our 
General Assembly will turn their 
attention to: (1) Doing everything 
possible to improve Kentucky's busi­
ness climate so that we may be as­
sured our existing position will not 
be endangered ; ( 2) Giving serious 
consideration to the potent need for 
factual research regarding Ken­
tucky's great store of natural re­
sources and raw materials. First, in 
regard to improvement of our busi­
ness climate, I believe the legisla­
tors' initial attention should be di­
rected toward a review of our exper­
ience with the state inheritance tax 
and the high tax rate on intangibles. 
Both are, in my opinion, definite 
stumbling blocks to the industrial 
development necessary to restore 
balance in our economy. Out-of­
state industrialists looking for new 
plant locations too often shy away 
from KentYcky when they learn 
that those two taxes are on our 
statute books. That's not surprising, 
since our present tax rate of SOc per 
$100 on Intangi-bles, such as stocks, 
bonds and accounts receivable, is 
equal to a ~·early income tax of 16% 
per cent on the average return 
available on high-grade investments. 
That rate is five times the tax lev­
ied on cash on deposits in banks. 
Backed by about 20 other state or­
ganizations, the Kentucky Chamber 
of Conunerce is spearheading a 
movement to induce the incoming 
Legislature to reduce that SOc tax to 
lOc. That will bring us more nearly 
it} line with states that have a low 
intangible tax or none at all. 

The inheritance tax is also a defi­
nite detriment to our progress. Other 
states, such as Florida and Virginia, 
le3.rned their lesson long ago and 
wbolished this tax, with highly 
profitable results. Only one state in 
the nation has a higher inheritance 
tax than has Kentucky. Not only do 
outside industry owners and man­
agement personnel hesitate to come 
to Kentucky because of the increas­
ed tax burden they would have to 
bear, but numerous Kentucky citi­
zens have moved to otller states to 
avoid this high tax on their estates. · 
The Kentucky Chamber or Com­
merce is working hard to have thls 
tax stricken from the statute books. 

In both instances where the state 
chamber is seeking these tax modifi­
cations, its efforts have been given 
full and favorable consideration by 
Governor-elect Clements. Because of 
his thorough knowledge of present­
day conditions and his deep concern 
for the state's welfare, Mr. C1ements' 
sanction and the co-operation of the 
General Assembly may be united in 
removing this deterrent to progress. 

Secondly, we of the Kentucky 
Chamber are anxious ~ work very 
closely with the incoming adminis­
tration and legislative officials in 
Frankfort to develop a co-ordinated 
program that will reveal the qual­
ity, quantity, location and accessi­
bility of onr natural resources and 
raw material8. This is a very vital 
field of research. Here, too, Mr. 
Clements has already indica.ted his 
full support. our program of indus­
trial development with a solid array 
of basic facts to support it, can go 
a long way toward providing our 
state with needed revenues. Thus 
armed with a complete inventory 
of our state's resources and facili· 
ties, we can confidently approach 
outside industry with a great hope 
of success in our efforts to induce 
them to locate here. 

As one example of how this is. to 
be done, the Kentucky Chamber of 
Commerce is already formulating 
plans for our citizens to co-operate 
with the U.S. Forest Service timber 
survey to be conducted in the state 
next year. This will provide much 
information on a county ba.sis re­
garding our wood product opportu­
nities. The gathering of sim1lar in· 
formation in other fields in conjunc­
tion with the federal government 
state government and private org'an· 
iZations, 1s one of the main tasks to 
which the Kentucky Chamber of 
Commerce is dedicating its time, re­
sources and energies. Its primary 
goal is to build a greater Kentucky 
tor the benefit of all Kentuckians.
