The Council's actwn, as well as 
proposed leg:slation at Frankfort, is 
primarily designed to halt the "cele­
bration" of Christmas through use of 
firewcrks, and follows widespread 
resentment of explosives· use during 
the 1947 Christmas seascn when a 
dozen or more persons were injured 
in the county and the nights made 
unholy by blasts. 

In renewing licenses of the town's 
20-odd taxicabs, the Council re­
stricted the'r speed and operation 
in a safety move. The 15-mile speed 
limit set by a preceding Council was 
unchanged, and police here have 
been asked to watch for violators. 
Before cab licenses were issued, each 
owner was required to produce lia­
bility insurance. 

After the meetmg, Police Chief 
Bill Blackburn was told by mem­
bers of the Council that upon his 
recommendation the Council will re­
voke any taxicab license. Cabs in 
whicn intoxicants are found or 
whose operators are reckless or un­
qualified, may be disqualified from 
operation, it was said.

Use 
of water to allay dust during cutting 
and loading operations and cleaning

In a civic sense Bardstown is wide 
awake, determined to make itself 
a better community to iive in. 

ListeQ to what A. S. Wathen, Jr., 
writes about it. Mr. Wathen. is co­
editor with Elizabeth Spalding of 
the Kentucky Standard. 

"One of our more important ac­
complishments has been the setting 
up of the Nelson County Free Public 
Library. This project was started by 
the Bardstown Kiwanis Club and 
the club members did most of the 
ground work of getting the library 
on its feet. The library is financed 
jointly by the County Board of Ed­
ucation, the Bardstown Board of 
Education, the fiscal court and the 
city council. There is a plan to use 
the county school bus system to take 
books out to the rural areas. 

"During the past year the Nelson 
County Free Fair was revived after 
a lapse of 10 years. County products 
were exhibited in abundance, and it 
is practically certain the fair will 
be held this year, and the next, 
and the next-and be bigger and 
better than ever. 

"Our city-sponsored summer re­
creation program was the most suc­
cessful ever conducted here. The Ki­
wanis Club, Chamber of Commerce, 
City Board of Education and the 
city government cooperated in mak­
ing it so. 

"More than $10,000 was spent in 
building a playground for colored 
people, and they enjoyed a super­
vised summer recreation program 
for the first time. 

"During the year just passed our 
city took part in the national Clean­
