There always have been a few, too 
few, Interested in the boys and girls 
of the town, in seeing them enjoy 
good, clean games in the outdoors, 
under proper supen·ision. But all 
we have done is talk. 

Now, a group of young men, mem­
bers of the Junior Chamber of Com­
merce, have not only been in a 
huddle doing some talking but have 
actually taken the ball and put it 
into play. Their fire and enthusiasm 
ha\·e attracted to their cause, and 
to the cause of the youngsters, some 
of us who are too old for the Junior 
Chamber. 

And now we are wondering if 
Prestonsburg as a. whole, its busi­
ness men, its citizens of means and 
high moti~es, its parents who above 
all should ha\·e the good of the 
youngsters in their minds and hearts. 
if these v.ill help lug the ball goal­
ward. 

At this late date there may be 
some who will suggest that the play 
should be called back, signals check­
ed, time out called. If these could 
get that done. they then would prob; 
ably suggest that the game be play­
ed next Tuesday or some February 
29. But these are few. 

Most of the people of Prestons­
burg and their friends in adjacent 
sections don't think that way. They 
suffer at the thought of young boys 
and girls acquiring the traits of 
street gamins, simply because they 
were not taken off the streets and 
put to play and learning the '1\'ays 
of clean living. They c1inge from 
the awful fear that, some day, some 
child may be run down while playing 
In the streets for '\\'ant of a safe 
playground.

Grand Jury May Escape 
Work of Murder Probes 

Five murder cases, an all-time low 
in the modem history of Floyd 
county, are docketed for trial at the 
April term of circuit court which 
convenes here Monday morning. 

And establishing another record, 
if violence does not develop before 
Monday, is the fact that the grand 
jury will not have a murder case to 
investigate when it convenes with 
the beginning of the court term. 

The crime list, as it appears on 
the docket for the term, Is full 
enough, with several cases of shoot­
ing and vmunding with intent to kill. 
but the matter of life-and-death is 
strangely missing. In all, 261 cases 
are docketed for trial. 

or this total, 60 cases hinge upon 
use of deadly weapons and deeds of 
violence in which weapons figured-
23 for canying concealed deadly 
weapons, three for reckless use of 
weapons and 34 for attacks on others 
with intent to kill by striking, cut­
ting and shooting or by shooting into 
d'\\'ellings. 

Twenty are named for trial on 
charges of child desertion, and 32 
are booked for breaking and enter­
ing and grand larceny.

Rabies Spread Results 
In 90-Day Confinement 
Order; 14 Are Treated 
With upwards of 50 persons given 

anti-rabies treatment in the last 30 
days and several head of livestock 
lost to hydrophobia, a 90-day conn­
ty-'1\ide quarantine on all dogs was 
ordered by the state veterinarian 
Wednesday. 

The quarantine was ordered on 
request of Dr. Marvin Ransdell, di­
rector of the Floyd County Health 
Department, and County Attorney 
W. W. Burchett. The Sheriff is re­
sponsible for enforcement of the 
quarantine, the order stated. 

This means, Dr. Ransdell said, 
that all dogs must be kept tied or 
confined. 

A new group of persons who have 
either been bitten by rabid dogs or 
who fear contact with hydrophobia, 
numbering 14 in all, are receiving 
anti-rabies treatment, Dr. Ransdell 
said. These include two children of 
Sammy Bayes, of Middle Creek, five 
children of Gail Music, of the Auxier 
road, Betty Jean Spradlm, 8, of the 
same community, Graham Porter, of 
the Porter Addition here, Mildred 
and Martha Jane Calhoun, West 
Prestonsburg, Nell Music, of Bo­
nanza, and Gary, young son of Mrs. 
Goldia Laferty, of Allen. 

Immunization of dogs against ra­
bies is being urged. The rabies epi­
demic is the worst in the county's 
l1istory, it was said.

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LEWIS DENIES 
HE PROMPTED 
COAL STRIKE 
UMWA Leader Is Forced 
By Court Order To Make 
Appearance Before Board 
Forced by a federal judge to ap­

pear Tuesday before a board inves­
tigating the coal strike, J oh n L. 
Lewis en tered a blanket denial that 
he caused the nation-wide walkout. 

He declared that the soft coal 
mtners left t heir jobs because "they 
found out they had been gold-brick­
ed by the operators." 

The strike started March 15, three 
days after Lewis told his United 
i\'Iine Workers in a letter that the 
operat<>rs had "dishonored" their 
contract by failing to arrange pen­
sion payments. 

But Lewis insisted the miners 
'1\'alked out on their own. 

The UMW president was com­
pelled by the federal district court 
to answer questions before a presi­
dential board investigating the 
strike. 

The board will repor t Its findings 
to Presiden t Truman. When it does, 
Mr. Truman can direct the Attorney 
General to seek a feder al court in­
junction to st<>p the strike. The 
board is acting under the T aft-Hart­
ley labor law. 

Lev.is was forced before the board 
after he had ignored its own sub­
poena Monday. Promptly the three 
members turned to the federal cour t, 
and in 10 minu~ Tuesday morning 
an order was issued directing Lewis 
to appear at 2 a.m. 

So "under compulsion," as he put 
it, the miners' chief gave his side 
of the pension dispute. 

(Congress was asked meanwhile to 
give the government power to take 
over and operate the coal mines.) 

Rep. Harrison (D-Va.) introduced 
a bill to revive war time powers of 
the President over coal mine opera­
tions. Under the War Labor Dis­
putes Act now expired, the federal 
government had power to take con­
trol of essential industries when 
work stoppages occurred. 

(Harrison's bill wouud revive only 
the portions of the law applicable 
to the mining, production and mar­
keting of coal. It would keep the act 
in effect until March 31, 1949.) 

Stony-faced, Lewis strode at the 
head of 20 aides into the hearing 
room. He sat in silence as camera­
men recorded the scene. Then Fed­
eral Judge Sherman Minton, chair­
man of the board, asked if he would 
state his side of the pension dispute. 
Lewis sonorously replied: 

"I might say I am here today 
under the compulsion of a decision 
of the United States court. I have 
no particular statement to make 
other than responding to Interroga­
tion." 

He confirmed that he wants every 
man who reaches 60 with 20 years' 
mining experience to have $100 a 
month pension out of a fund ra ised 
through a 10-cents a ton royalty on 
coal. If the fund would not support 
$100 payments "they certainly would 
have to be reduced," he said. 

Did he mean the pensions should 
go to those retired in the past and 
those whose companies don't pay 
into the welfare fund? 

"Certainly, sir, because it was in 
behalf of those men that a pension 
was negotiated."

Say $30,000 Needed 
For Playground Plot 
And Athletic Field 'Modeling' for 'Childhood Architects'

Modeling for those who are cred­
ited with being the architects in 
fashioning the future or children is 
the role of the teachers and pupils 
of two Floyd county schoolS. 

The "model school" plan , institu­
ted by Palmer L. Hall, Superinten­
dent of Floyd county schoolS, and 
n ow con cluding its second year. was 
born of necessity. Only two other 
connties in Kentucky have such a 
system, and Floyd's is the only plan 
of its kind in Eastern Kentucky. 

Because of the loss of so many 
trained and qualified teachers since 
the beginning of the war period and 
the consequent use of a large num­
ber of "emergency" teachers, school 
administrators have had to do a lot 
of searching, substituting and ex­
perimenting in order to keep the 
schools going with the highest possi­
ble efficiency under existing handi­
caps. The shortage of trained prin­
cipals and supervisors was no less 
than that for classroom teachers, 
and so ways of bringing the greatest 
possible help to the teachers who 
had not had the advantage of the 
usual college training without the 
help of sufficient supervisory help 
h ad to be found. 

One of the methods used to over­
come this lack of training on the 
part of teache1·s and the lack of 
supervisory personnel was the set­
ting up o! two "model" schools, one 
at the Cliff school <District No. 3) 
an d the other at the Dark Hollow 
sehool <District 43). 

Roughly, these schools are sit­
uated in opposite sides of the county, 
choice of these schools being deter­
mined partly on account of their lo­
cation in regard to the distribution 
of rural schools throughout the 
county, partly because of the avail­
ability of the proper teacher and 
the suitabilitY of the school itself 
for the purpose. 

The term "model school" is some­
what misleading to one who thinks 
ns a model being an ideal example. 
From the physical standpoint nei­
ther of these school>; could be classed 
as ideal. Both buildings, in fact, are 
of the old type, with windows on 
both sides of the building providing 
cross ventilation and cross lighting. 
At the time the Dark Hollow school 
was selected it was hardly typical of 
the old type buildtngs in that it did 
not have cloak rooms. These were 
added by the Board of Education 
under the supervision of the teacher 
before the opening of the school in 
July, 1946. 

In using the term "model" Super­
intendent Hall and his helpers were 
thinking of what was being done in 
the school with the equipment avail­
able rathet· than what could be done 
to make the physical aspects of the 
school ideal. It was to be a typical 
or average one-room school building 
and grounds, with a better than ave­
rage teaching program which any 
wide-awake teacher with initiative 
and enthusiasm could duplicate in 
whole or in part in her own school. 

The Superintendent and Board of 
Education were committed to the 
policy that nothing extraordinary in 
the way of financial expenditures 
would be done for these schools­
nothing that they could not and 
would not try to do for any teacher 
who would convince them of her de­
sire and readiness to use such help. 

Through pie socials, both schools 
have been able to raise some money 
in their communities. During the 
two years of their operation both 
have painted the building inside with 
color choices which the pupils help­
ed to decide. Both have had electri­
city installed and each has purchas­
ed an electric record player with a 
number of good records which help 
to develop appreciation of music in 
their schools. Lunch rooms serving 
hot soups, chocolate and the like 
were installed. In both schools the 
pupils and teachers, working to­
gether, have built extra book shelves, 
reading tables and "personal ap­
pearance corners" wl1ich contain 
washpan, soap an d mirror which 
prov1de practical training in health 
and hygiene. 

The Cliff School has purchased a 
film strip projector with a number 
of good educational film strips !or 
its own use. (The Board of Educa­
tion has one of these film strip 
projectors and a fair ly good film 
strip library which is loaned to rural 
teachers on request.) Considerable

MELVIN MAN 
LOSES $4,000 
Lie Detector Exam 
For Three Delayed; 
$500 Reward Posted 
An attempt to question three 

Floyd connty men nnder the "scru­
tiny" of a lie detector in the loss by 
Hays Johnson, Melvin merchant, of 
approximately $4,000 in cash failed 
Wednesday morning, and Johnson 
posted $500 reward for the return of 
the money or for information lead­
ing to the arrest and conviction of 
the person or persons who took it. 

Mr. Johnson told authorities here 
loss of the money followed his trade, 
Monday of last week, of an automo­
bile and a cash consideration to 
Tolbert ''Ted" Gilliam for land. He 
said he paid Gilliam $2,100 in cash 
from a can he kept in his home and 
replaced the can containing remain­
ing cash of $4,000 or more. 

While Johnson was removing tools 
from the car he had traded, the 
merchant's young son investigated 
contents of the can, put the fat roll 
of bills in his pocket. Not until the 
following Wednesday did the mer­
chant learn what had happened. 
Then the boy told him he became 
frightened, lest Johnson see the 
bulging roll in his pocket, and so he 
put the money in the car, at the end 
of a seat. 

That night, Johnson said, the car 
was driven to North Carolina, re­
turning to her home Mrs. Merlin 
Hall. Before it left the Johnson 
premises, however, according to the 
merchant, Cecil Newsome, a by­
stander, entered the car "to look it 
over." 

Newsome, Gilliam and Lester 
Tackett were questioned and all de­
nied seeing the money. Mrs. Johnson 
said Gilliam told her he saw a 
woman pick up "something'' near the 
car. 

Johnson said he was not making 
a definite accusation against any 
certain individual but indicated he 
would ask a grand jur y investigation 
next Monday. The three men, he 
said, at first expressed willingness to 
submit to lie detector examination 
but failed to appear here Wednesday 
morning, the date set for the trip to 
Lexington for the test.

An idea born with the 
Pre tonsburg Junior Cham­
ber of Commerce and attract­
ing the interest of a large 
percentage of residents of 
Prestonsburg this week sent 
interested persons on a can­
va s of the community for 
funds with which to establish 
here the Floyd County Play­
ground Center. 

A day after funds were 
first ~ought, $2,000 had been 
subscribed. 

Solicitation of funds began 
after a public meeting at the 
courthouse Monday night 
when all angles of the enter­
pri e ''.rere discussed . First 
public meeting in connection 
with the undertaking was 
held Friday night. 

The plan, as explained by Dr. 
George P. Archer at Friday's meet­
ing, is to take children of the com­
mnnity off the streets, provide them 
an adequate playground with adult 
supervision and at the same time to 
provide for the schools here an ath­
letic field which -will be lighted. 

The playgronnd, it was emphasiz­
ed, would serve not only the children 
and schools of Prestonsburg. Connty 
field mee•s and other public gather­
ings would be accommodated by the 
field, either by day cr night, and 
softball and other sports could be 
enjoyed at nig'ht by church and civic 
groups. 

The move follo'\\'ed ~·ears of talk 
pointing to the need of a safe. super­
vised playground for children, in 
addition to the necessity of an es­
tablished athletic field. 

Two sites have already been given 
consideration, and any others that 
may be available will be studied be­
fore a definite location is made, it 
was said. 

Workers in the campaign have set 
$30,000 for their goal. 

The organization will be known as 
The Floyd County Playground Cen­
ter, Inc., and will be such that con­
tributions to it '\\'ill be deductible 
from income tax reLurns. All con­
tributions will be held in escrow 
until a suitable location is made for 
the field. 

The lighting system already plan­
ned by the City Board of Education 
for old Gasca Park as a football 
field will be transferred to the new 
field, it was said. The lighting set­
up ha.s been contracted by the board 
at a cost of around $7,000. 

Explaining that the move looks to 
the future of youngsters now play­
ing at risk of life and limb in Pres­
tonsbur g streets, Dr. Archer pointed 
out that building development here 
of recent years has been such that 
few playground sites remain, adding 
that further development may oc­
cupy all such sites unless action is 
taken immediately. The schools here 
could conceivably be without a. foot­
ball or baseball field, it was stated.

2,000 4-H Club Members 
By Year's End, Agents' Goal 

Two thousand Floyd county girls 
and boys in 4-H Club work by the 
end of 1948-that is the goal set by 
Miss Requa. Kincer and S L. Isbell, 
county home demonstration agent 
and county agent, respectively. 

As of last week, that goal was not 
too far distant, with 18 clubs organ­
ized and 2,700 youngsters enrolled 
under the guidance of 25 adult lead­
ers. 

In addition to these are five Home­
makers clubs, with 134 women of 
Betsy Layne, David, Drift, Maytown 
and Prestonsburg taking active part 
in regular meetings and carrying out 
In their households the practical 
lessons learned in homemaking. Oc­
casionally, meetings of homemakers 
are held at Burton, McDowell ana 
Lancer. 

During this year, Mrs. Pearl J . 
Haak, foods specialist from the Uni­
versity of Kentucky, w!ll come to 
this county for a series of training 
schools.

All World War II veterans en­
rolled for education or training un­
der the G.I. Bill or Public Law 16 in 
Ohio, Michigan and Kentucky will 
receive with their March subsistence 
checks, due in April, an explanation 
of the law which increases subsis­
tence allowances to certain groups 
of trainees. 

Veterans Administration Branch 
Office officials in Columbus, o., said 
the enclosure will explain that only 
veterans taking full- Lime courses of 
education in schools, colleges and 
universities will be entitled to the 
increased allowances. The new pay­
ments, effective with the periods of 
training on and after April 1, will 
be at the monthly rate of $75 for a 
veteran witqout dependents, $105 for 
a veteran with one dependent and 
$120 for a veteran with more than 
one dependent. 

The message will explain that vet­
erans entitled to $75 or $105 will not 
have to apply for the increased al­
lowances. However, veterans entitled 
to $120 because they have more than 
one dependent must submit informa­
tion about their additional depen­
dents before payments at the new 
rate can be made. 

The deadline for applications for 
vehicles at government expense un­
der the "autos for amputees" pro­
gram is June 30, 1948, Veterans Ad­
ministration Branch Office in Col­
umbus, 0., emphasized this week. 

VA said eligible veterans should 
submit their applications to VA at 
least 15 days prior to the deadline 
to allow an ample processing period. 

Latest VA figures show that 2,388 
seriously disabled World War II 
veterans in Ohio, Michigan and 
Kentucky have received vehicles at 
government expense since this law 
was passed by Congress in August, 
1946. Cost of the vehicles has been 
$3,796,100. 

The totals include Ohio, 1,074 ve­
hicles, $1,708,923; Michigan, 894 vehi­
cles, $1,419,462; Kentucky, 420 vehi­
cles, $667,715. 

The law provides an automobile or 
other conveyance at a cost not to 
exceed $1,600, for any World War II 
veteran who lost, or lost the use of, 
one or both legs at or above the 
ankle as the result of service-incur-

Prior authorization for "home­
town" treatment of service-connect­
ed medical or dental disabilities must 
be obtained from the Veterans Ad­
ministration, VA officials in Colum­
bus, 0., emphasized this week. 

Contracts between VA and the 
medical and dental associations in 
Ohio, Michigan and Kentucky pro­
vide that designated physicians and 
dentists may render treatment in 
service-connected cases when treat­
ment is not "feasibly available." 

However, some veterans are neg­
lecting to obtain the necessary VA 
approval before starting treatments. 
VA medical officials said that with­
pre-approval the physicians and 
dentists rendering the treatment 
cannot be compensated for their 
services, nor can veterans be reim­
bursed if they have paid part or all 
of the bill. 

Veterans entitled to medical or 
dental care for service-connected 
disabilities should apply for approval 
at their nearest VA office. 

One out of every three World War 
II veterans has taken some form of 
education or training under the G.I. 
Bill or Public Law 16 since both 
laws went into effect, Veterans Ad­
ministration said recently. The num­
ber of veterans in educational in­
stitutions and on-job training es­
tablishments under both laws has 
reached a record high of 2,801,687, 
VA said. 

World War II veterans in Ohio, 
Michigan and Kentucky have nego­
tiated 142,657 home, farm and busi­
ness loans in the amount of $808,-
495,481 under loan guaranty terms of 
the G.I. Bill, Veterans Administra­
tion Branch Office in Columbus, 0., 
reported recently. The loans were 
made by various lending institutions, 
with VA guaranteeing 47 per cent of 
tli.e total amount. 

The loan volume by states has 
been: Ohio, 74,760 loans, $443,014,911; 
Michigan, 54,153 loans, $298,249,061; 
Kentucky, 13,744 loans, $67,230,709. 
VA said home loans accounted for 
93 per cent of the total.
