tackle to buy? Does the variety of
rear your sporting good stores offers
confuse you? J. Charles Davis, II,
noted fishing authority, advises the
neophyte to try them all, and the
gear that you can use to the best

: | advantage, the gear that gives you
es the right to reject |the most pleasure, should be your

choice.

There's not much sense in handi-
capping yourself by using ftackle
that is obyiously unfitted to your

| fishing just because somebody says
lit is the only tackle to use. Some
| men can't use light tackle; others

| can’t handie heavy gear,

Sporting
tackle means tackle which gives the
fish better than an even break and
gives the fisherman greatest pleas-
ure.

Clubs haye arbitrarily set up stan-
‘dards of 3/6 light and heavy tackle
and insist fhat members adhere to
their rules. Frimarily, these rules
were laid down to eliminate the tele-
phone-pole and clothes-line fisher-
man and to establish sporting tackle
that gave the fish a chance. This is
fine, but it can be carried too far
and the result is more harm than
good,

Serious anglers who want to use
the right gear are perplexed by the
formidable array of equipment now
on the market. Rods range all the
way from lighter than regulation 3/6
to super-heavy, and each has its
devotees. For the other fellow it may
be the right gear, but is it good for
you? You are the one who's going
to use it. Does it suit you? Can you
do your best work with it? Does it
feel right in your hands and respond
to your every demand?

The eardinal rule in buying eguip-
ment is to find the tackle that best
suits you and your kind of fishing.
Then stick to it, regardless of the
jibes of friends or the wisecracks ab
the club.

TO VETERANS

Veterans who become permanenty
and totally disabled, even fthough
their disability has no connection
with war service, may be entitled to
a minimum pension of $60 monthly,
officials at the Veterans Administra-
tion Branch Office in Columbus, O.,
explained recently:

This pension is palable to eligible
veterans whose annual income is less
than $1,000 if they have ne depen-
dents, or $2,500 if they have depen-
dents. The pension is automatically
increased to $72 after a veteran has
received it for 10 years or has reach-
ed the age of 65,

To qualify for this type of pension,
the applicant must show that the
disability is not due to his own mis-
conduct, The veteran must have
served at lemst 90 days, unless dis-
charged for line-of-duty disability,
and must have been disecharged un-
der conditions other than dishonor-
able,

This pension provision applies only
to veterans whose disabilities are not
service-connected.

Three rules which govern admis-
sion to Veterans Administration hos-
pitals were xeiterated today by VA
Branch Office officials in Cehumbus,
Ohio,

They are:

(1) Prierity is given to those vet-
erans who require immediate hos-
pital attention because of an emer-
gency condition. They are entitled to
a bed at once.

(2) Thoge veterans who. have ser-
vice-connected disability also are en-
titled to prempt admission to a VA
hospital.

3))-Veterans who have non-servica
connécied mjuries ar ailmenis are
entitled to WA hospital care if they
state that they are unable to pay

for private medical care, and if a bed |
