Last month Welfare Commission-
er A, Y. Licyd, in a letter to Clem-
ents, said downward adjustments

until the end of the year.

Idoyd had said the 1948 Legisla~
ture failed to make a deficieticy ap-
propriation large enough to main-
tain cld-age grants at the March
average of $17.40.

Lloyd had added that one-third
of the cases would be reduged in
April, one-third in May, and one-
third in June.

April's reductions to old folks to-
taled about $45,000 and the indi-
vidual cufs generally ranged from
$2 to $4.

But Clements explained that he
has looked into the public-assistance
fiscal picture. At the rate the Public
Assisfance Division was reducing
grants there was a strong pessibility
that fhe prozram would end up with
a fair surplus, he said.

That's why the no-more-reduction
announcement was issued.

The Governor gave credit to the
1948 Tecislature for approving a
$600,000 deficiency appropriation for
publie ‘assistance for the remainder
of the fiscal year. Unless the Legis-
lature had dene that, Clements said,
the aid program would haye stopped
during May and June.
