MALONE HALL 
DIES MONDAY 

Former County Judge, 
Clerk Is Victim at 89; 
Rites Held Wednesday 
Malone Hall, former Floyd County 

Judge and County Clerk, died at his 
home at Allen Monday at the age of 
89. 

A son of Elijah and Margaret 
Clark Hall, he was born on Mud 
Creek, July 4, 1858. He was the last 
surviving member of the family. In 
early life he was a teacher, later 
was a merchant and helped establish 
the pcstoffice at Banner, this coun­
ty. One of the county's most highly 
respected citizens, he was active in 
affairs of the Republican party in 
the county through a great part of 
his life. 

He was first married to Frances 
Underwood, of Carter county, who 
preceded him in death. To this union 
was born one son, Benjamin F., who 
died in May, last year. On Nov. 7, 
1889, he was united in marriage to 
Anna Leslie, of Emma, who died 
several years ago. To this union were 
born one son, F . C. Hall, of Prestons­
burg, and one daughter, Myrtle L. 
Hall, deceased. Among his other sur­
vivors are a granddaughter, Mrs. F. 
A. Maggard, of Lexington. 

Affectionately known as "Uncle 
Male," Mr. Hall was widely known 
for his hospitality, kindness and de­
votion to family and friends. 

Funeral rites were conducted 
from the residence at Allen Wednes­
day morning, the Rev. Isaac Strat­
ton officiating. Burial was made in 
the Jones cemetery at Banner under 
direction of the Arnold Funeral 
Heme.

Repudiates Confession 
Officers Say He Made 
After Glogora Blaze 
A 15-year-old boy is held In the 

county jail here in connection with 
the burning at Glo, in the pre-dawn 
hours of last Thursday morning, of 
the Glogora Coal Company building 
at Glo which hom:ed the company 
store, the engineering and payroll 
offices and the United States post­
office. 

The youth, Oliver Smith, made an 
oral confession, officers said, a few 
hours after the fire, saying he and 
his older brother, James, robbed the 
store, poured gasoline across the 
floor and set fire to it. Brought here, 
he repudiated the confession and 
maintained his innocence. 

James Smith remains a fugitive, 
and searching officers were told he 
is heavily armed. 

Loss in stock and furnishings of 
the building, a large one-story struc­
ture with full basement, was esti­
mated by John S. Hampton, general 
manager of the coal operation at Glo, 
at $60,000. The total loss will aggre­
gate $80,000, it was unofficially said.

FATHER, SON 
UNDER BOND 
IN SLAYING 
$20,000 Bond Asked 
For Hamilton Release 
In Death of Neighbor 
Jarvey Hamilton, Mud Creek farm­

er, was held to $20,000 bond and his 
18-year- cld son, EstUI, to $5,000 
Monday by County Judge Alex L. 
Davidson at the conclusion of their 
examining trial in the shotgun 
slaying last week of their neighbor, 
Monroe Bryant, 37-year-old miner, 
near the Hamilton home on Tinker 
Fork. 

A quartet of witnesses, all bearing 
the name Hamilton, agreed in their 
testimony that Bryant was unarmed 
when his neighbor, a man in his fif­
ties, fired a single blast from a 12-
gauge shotgun into his right arm 
and hip, shortly after noon last 
Thursday. All were agreed, too, that 
the slaying grew out of the fact that 
Bryant had dug into Hamilton's 
bank bordering the creek in an effort 
to repair the creekbed-road. 

Judge Davidson's decision on bail 
pending September grand jury ac­
tion was made within two minutes 
after Estill Hamilton, one of the de­
fendants, had completed his testi­
mony. Jarvey Hamilton did not tes­
tify. 

Elnest Hamilton, who was with 
Bryant when the shooting occurred, 
agreed with other witnesses that the 
slayer stood in his own field while 
Bryant was in the road, a few yards 
away. He claimed he and Bryant 
were walking down the road, en 
route to work at a truck mine after 
Bryant had dug int~ the bank along 
the road, and that Bryant was car­
rying his lunch pail. Hamilton threw 
a rock at Bryant, cursed him, then 
fired the one shot, he testified, ad­
ding, "After he shct Monroe he 
threw the gun on me and I ran." 
He denied that Bryant called to his 
son Webster or to Curtis Hamilton 
to bring his shotgun when the latter 
warned him of Jarvey Hamilton's 
apprcach. He also denied that Bry­
ant threw a rock at Hamilton.

Truck Mine Operation 
May Drop to 3 Days, 
Is Prediction Made 
Floyd county·s boom coal nunmg 

industry has been feeling the rail 
car shortage pinch for the last 
month, and this week the squeeze 
was becoming more painful, a spokes­
man for the Floyd County Truck 
Mine Association said. 

"Today was toug)1 and tomorrow 
looks as bad," was Thursday's com­
ment en the shortage. 

Truck mines, it was said, are now 
averaging probably as low at 3lh 
days' work a week, at most four, and 
unless the situation improves work 
will drop to a three-day week, it 
was predicted. 

Rail mines likewise are feeling the 
shortag·e of cars. 

The shortage was attributed to 
the fact that production is greater 
and that coal in huge quantities is 
being stored. Steel firms and the 
railways are currently supplying the. 
major markets for Floyd coun;y's 
coal production, and it was reported 
here this week that the Chesapeake 
& Ohio Railway Company had wired 
every mine in the county to ship it 
fuel.

OF INTEREST 
TO VETERANS 

A printed explanation of the new 
law increasing limitations on earn­
ed income and government subsis­
tence for veterans studying or train­
ing under the G.I. Bill will be en­
closed with May subsistence checks, 
due in June, Veterans Administra­
tion Branch Office in Columbus, 0., 
said this week. 

The new law, effective April 1, 
increases ceiling limitations from 
$175 to $210 per month for a. veteran 
with no dependents, from $200 to 
$270 a month for a veteran with one 
dependent and froWJ. $200 to $290 for 
a veteran with two or more depen­
dents. 

The new lam also provides· that 
proportionate subsistence increases 
will be payable to certain trainees 
under the G.I. Bill and Public Law 
16 <Vocational Rehabilitation Act.) 

Veterans in Ohio, Michigan and 
Kentucky who are in receipt of mon­
etary benefits from VA are reminded 
to report immediately any change in 
address to the appropriate VA office. 
VA said this procedure is particular­
ly important to the many veterans 
who will change addresses at the 
end of the current school year. 

Failure to report change of ad­
dress may result in an indefinite 
delay in subsistence or compensation 
payments, VA said. If possible, vet­
erans should indicate if the changes 
are temporary or permanent. 

Veterans Administration insurance 
officials recently emphasized that 
there are six available types of per­
manent National Service Life Insur­
ance to which World War n vet­
erans may convert t heiJ.· term poli­
cies. 

VA insurance officials in Colum­
bus, o., explained it is not necessary 
to convert all of a $10,000 term pol­
icy and that any combination of 
permanent plans may be obtained. 

G.I. insurance may lbe converted 
to any of the following policies: Or­
dinary Life, 20-Pay Life, Endowment 
at age 65, Endowment at age 60 and 
20-Year Endowment. From this list, 
a veteran, with the aid of a VA rep­
resentative, insurance agent, or 
representative o.f the Red cross or 
the various service organizations, 
may select a policy most appropriate 
to his needs.

"On any basis," he sald, "there is 
no reason for delay in activating the 
miners' pension fund." 

Meanwhile, the National Coal As­
sociation demanded that Congress 
put the United Mine Workers under 
the antitrust laws and forbid collec­
tive bargaining on welfare and pen­
sion plans. 

It said in its weekly bulletin that 
coal and other industries will ask 
Congress for such a law "in due 
course of time." 

The coal association said the in­
dustry believes that "labor unions 
should be put under the anti-trust 
laws and be held responsible for their 
acts in exactly the same manner as 
any business group that attempts in 
any way to interfere with or cb­
struct the free flow of inten;tate 
commerce." 

The association said the develop­
ments or recent weeks "also clearly 
demonstrate that the law of the land 
should be that wel!are and pension 
plans have no place in labor con-
