Saturday night: Q. How about draft boards? 

Q. Who will be drafted and for A. Probably the same organization 
how long? used for World War II, with local 

A. Within the next two years, a 
maximum of 606,882 men, 19 through 
25, will be drafted for 21 months 
each. The army estimates it will 
need 200,000 to 225,000 draftees the 
first year. The navy and air force 
hope to keep up their strength 
through volunteers. 

Q. When does the draft bill take 
effect? 

A. President Truman has until a 
week from Wednesday-10 days from 
the bill's passage-to sig·n it. Any 
time after the 90 days immediately 
following the signing the President 
may, upon recommendation from 
the armed forces, make a draft call. 

The first call is likely to come in 
September. 

Q. Who must register and when? 
A. Most males through 25, except 

members of the regular armed forc­
es and their active reserves; diplo­
matic officials and their families. 
Registration may start at any time 
after the signing of the bill, pro­
vided the draft machinery now be­
ing organized can be put into opera­
tion. 

Q. Who is exempt from the draft 
in addition to those who need not 
register? 

A. War veterans-those with at 
least 90 days of service between 
Pearl Harbor (Dec. '1, 1941), and VJ 
Day (Sept. 2, 1945), or 12 months be­
tween Sept. 16, 1940, and the day 
the bill becomes law, regularly or­
dained ministers, students studying 
!or the ministry and conscientious 
objectors. 

Q. How can eligible men avoid the 
draft? 

. A,. Men 19 through 25 may do so 
by joining the National Guard or 
other active drilling reserves of the 
armed forces before the President 
signs the bill. For youths of 18, a 
one-year enlistment, to be followed 
by six years with organized reserve 
units, or the National Guard, is re­
quired. 

Q. Who can be deferred? 
A. High school students until they 

are graduated, quit school or become 
20. College students are deferred for 
one year if enrolled on or before the 
date the President signs the bill. The 
President also may defer at his dis­
cretion (a) Men with dependents; 
(b) Men essential in ag1iculture, in­
dustry, government and research; 
(c) Scientific and medical students. 

Students who have completed 
their freshmen and sophomore ROTC 
training are deferred so long as they 
continue in those courses. If they

Service otlice, perhaps headed by 
Wartime Draft Chief Maj. Gen. Lewis 
B. Hershey. The office of Selective 
Service records now is in charge of 
platming. 

Q. What aboul; training? 
A. The army has stopped dispos­

ing of its wartime training camps 
and is examining thelr useability. 
Draftees may also train wlth regular 
army divisions now located at camps 
Ord, Calif.; Campbell, Ky.; Hood, 
Texas; Dix, N.J.; Jackson, S. C. 
Some draftees may go overseas as 
soon as they fj.nish their basic train­
Ing. 

Q. What veteran benefits will be 
available? 

A. Regular _JJeacetime benefits, in­
cluding hospitalization, disability 
compensation and death pensions. 

Q. What is the purpose of the 
draft? 

A. To help enable the United States 
to can-y out its occupation mission 
overseas, and to maintain an ade­
quate home defense.

TREES IN THE YARD 

A SUDDEN WINDSTORM in the early sprmg of 1947 toppled over 
of the largest trees m Bowlmg Green, a real remnant of tqe 
trees that grew up after thiS area ceased to be prame, after the 

tlement by white men kept down most of the destructive grass fires. 
could not help feehng a bit of sadness at the pas.smg of this giant 
wh1cll for years has been carefully guarded by 1ts owners against 
and against mut1lat10n by unthmkmg people. I began to thmk about 
in the yard, trees that have meant so much to our houses and to 
memones. 

Some years ago, when I vacatwned m New England, I was stluct 
With the beauty of Amencan elms two to four feet m diameter, which 
seem to be common everywhere Old houses, remmiScent of the Revolu­
tlOn, such as the one where I stayed m Lexmgton, Massachusetts, stood 
far back from the wmd!ng streets, With w1de, rolling lawns m front. EVery 
one of them had Amer;ICan elms, with graceful umbrella tops, as rmpres­
SIVe as any trees that I have ever seen No other tree see1ns capable of 
g1vmg such a d1Stmct1ve settmg to coloma! houses With green shutters. 

In F1dehty and in the surroundmg country there was seldom a yard 
that did not contam some of the nat1ve trees, standmg nght where the 
seeds had sprouted oaks, htckones, chestnuts, and such delightful thmgs 
as the Wlld crabapple that grows down there m profuswn Nearly all 
yards had, too, some maples that had been brought as small sprouts from 
the creek bottom and set out, some of them a long trme before I could re­
member. Cedars were so scarce that 1t was regarded as distmct1ve to 
have a b1g, wrde one m the front :yard A sure mark of old-house places 
was an old cedar, almost as defin1te a mark as the patch of wild plums. 
Beech trees grew only m the bottcms around Fidtlity, but smce I left 
there, the nuts have gradually been taken mto the h1lly country, and now 
beautiful young beech trees are found among the commoner oaks and 
h1ckones on the uplands For qmck growth nothmg beats a box elder, but 
most of the ones I have known were short-lived However, I recently saw 
cne 111 the yard of a lovely old country home that was merely a skeleton of 
1ts former self but was reputed to be well over a hundred years old. It had 
outliVed two generatiOns of people who had made the place their home 

One of the odd thm;s uoout people and trees IS that sometimes 
cellent forest trees, already large and healthy and thoroughly adapted 
the soil, are cut down when a house 1s bmlt; then very small and · ~ ~"' ..,, _ 
young natiVe maples or else nursery stock are started, with ages ahead 
the1r bemg shade trees m any real sense. One such place I know of 
row of tmy sugar maples out among the stumps of fine old oaks.

aged and never knew before they left home what 1t was to have grateful 
shade around the house m the hot days of summer.

No part of 1t lS any more beautiful than the 
small area that used to be the campus of Ogden College, for the last 2()
