• proceeds" of what was taken in the 
Logan burglary. 

Earl Hall claimed he bought two 
cash registers from Jackie Hall but 
denied any connection with the oth­
er's widespread operations. He 
brought the cash registers here and 
delivered them to authorities, a few 
days ago. 

Akers said here Monday that Hall 
had named him as a repr;sal mea­
sure because he had "turned him 
up" for violations of the lnw. Others 
involved maintained their inno­
cence. He told Deputy Sheriff Har­
old Conn he had accompanied Hall 
to West Virginia on one occasion, 
and then only to get some clothing 
he had left there. 

The five under bond were released 
for their appearance at Williamson, 
W. Va., Monday for a preliminary 
hearing. 

In his statement Hall named a 
number or persons to whom 11e 11ad 
given stolen articles ranging from 
a dress to a radio. He added lhat a 
truck load of loot from Turner's 
store, the Elk Horn Coal Corpora­
tion store at Wayland and the 
Model Cleaners was taken to De­
troit and sold to an Italian named 
Tony. 

Authorities here were not com­
pletely convinced of the truth of all 
of Hall's statements. Though read­
ily naming others, they said, he per­
sists in his claim that Elzie Clev­
enger, of Tram, is innocent, that he 
gave Clevenger the items found. 

Clevenger was arrested, early this 
month, when officers found stolen 
articles at the home of his father­
in-law. He and Hall remain in jail 
here where Hall is anxious to re­
main out of fear of consequences of 
a Wes Virginia trial. 

In either state Hall is subject to 
trial under the habitual criminal act, 
but he frankly admits he fears a 
life term in West Virgin·a more 
than one in Kentuck" . 

In expansive mood while discus­
sin~ his career of crlme with au­
thorities, Hall boasted that his first 
robbery was at the age of 14 when, 
he said, he blew the safe in the Al­
len railway station. This year, he 
sa~d. his gross business had been 
around $50,000. (Authorities, however, 
are unable to account for more than 
$20,000 wcrth of loot Hall may have 
taken.) 

The prisoner also has connections 
with the Bluebird gang in Detroit, 
officials quoted him as sayingr His 
claim that he had $8.000 in cash 
cached away drew this comment from 
an acquaintance, 

"I doubt t11at he could rake up 
$10 to saYe his life."

ENTUCKY 
ON THE MARCH 

By E""'lNG GALLOWAY 
Earl Sensing. editor of the Fulton 

Leader, describes the JaCkson Pur­
chase as a sorL of displaced region 
poll tic::.lly. 

"Because of our one-party system 
here, we are taken for granted and 
treated as pocr relations by the 
Democrats when they are in office 
and cast outside the family circle 
when the Republicans control the 
state." 

Fulton's population is 7,000, and 
the state line splits it in two. Ken­
tucky has about 4,000 to Tennessee's 
3,000 and, as Mr. Sensing puts it, 
the thinking cf the people in both 
communities is decidedly Kentuck­
ian. Editor Sensing thinks prac­
tically all the 3,000 south of the line 
would consider themselves Kentuck­
ians if the tax laws of this state 
were as good as Tennessee's and and 
our state authorities gave the P ur­
chase an even break with distr icts 
where neither political party is dead 
certain about election returns. 

Here are some of the things re­
cenLly done or definitely cooking in 
Fulton: 

A new city council has started ac­
tual construction of a new $200,000 
water system. 

A $40,000 flood control job t o pre­
vent damage by flash floods of a 
creek that r uns through the heart 
of the city. 

A $250,000 icing station, built with 
capital furnished :py enterprising lo­
cal business men, is nearing com­
pletion. This is to help shipping on 
the Illinois Central Railroad and, 
indirectly, benefit Fulton. I.C. trains 
run out of the city in five direc­
tions. 

The city council has gone to work 
officially to bring TVA power to 
Fultcn with a view to inducing new 
industries to move in. 

Fulton county claims the largest 
Farm Bureau organization in the 
state. 

The city is proud of the fact that 
it is the smallest one in organized 
baseball. Nearly all the population 
turns out when the Railroaders 
(Kitty League) are playing on the 
home grounds. 

Mr. Sensing is telling you about 
Fulton's school system in his own 
words: 

"Our greatest single problem at 
the present time is the deplorable 
condition of our schools. The only 
reason they arc open now-and 
their only hope of re-opening this 
fall-lies in the willingness of our 
teachers to sacrifice themselves for 
our youth. There just isn't enough 
tax money to run our schools prop­
erly. 

"Under the urging of local citi­
zens our representative in the Leg­
islature introduced and had passed 
in both houses a measure to make 
the ciLy of Fulton a separate dis­
trict for the purpose of taxation in 
order that we might raise our OW11 
taxes to support our schools. It was 
merely another case' of wanting to 
shift for ourselves. Unfortunately 
for us, the bill was vetoed by t he 
Governor. 

"The revolt against the old 'status 
quo' is growing. The people of Ful­
ton are not asking for a 'plan' on 
the part cf others to help them with 
their problems-they are determined 
to strike out on their own." 

One P·lace No Politics­
Highway Rights-of-Way 

Public resentment of political post­
ers on hig-hway rig-hts-of-way result­
ed in a directive to district engineers 
of the Department of Highways to 
remove and keep down such adver­
tisements. The di1:ective was s'gned 
by G. L. Withers, commissioner of 
highways. 

"All employes of the department 
are authorized and directed to re· 
move any such posters placed on an~ 
Kentucky rights-of-way," the direc­
t;ve stated. "Thi<> will be done imme­
diately and continued until aU 
cards are removed." 

Commissioner Withers said that 
"scores of complaints" have been re· 
ceived regarding a variety of adver· 
t:sing poster::; including political ad· 
verti.sements. Auction events, road 
side stands and carnival poster 
"litter up the roadsides·• and thei 
erection on rights-of-way is for 
bidden by law, he added. The polic 
of the department will be to "tak 
them down as f.ast as they are pu 
up."

SPORTS AFIELD 
By TED KESTING 

Fish age studies are a vital first 
step in making fishing better in our 
lakes and streams, reports Robert 0. 
Beatty, conservation director of the 
Izaak Walton League. 

It works like this: Local anglers 
contend that nearby Mud Lake is 
fished out, so a team of fishery bi­
ologists is called to diagnose the 
case. They make a collection of the 
various species of fish in Mud Lake 
and do an age and growth study of 
them. That is, they study the fish 
scales. The big value of scale read­
ings is the rate of growth, not just 
the fact that a given fish is so many 
years old. 

Contrary to popular belief, every 
cil·cle on a fish scale dces not repre­
sent a years growth. It mRrks· a 
layer of bone which is formed in re­
lation to the conditions of exis­
tence encountered at the time of its 
formation. Thus, dur:ng periods of 
poor growth, as in winter or during 
spawning, these rings do not com­
plete their growth. When normal 
growth is resumed the incomplete 
growth forms a more or less dis­
tinct ring. There may be a number 
of these in any year. It is by count­
ing the number of true annual rings 
that the age of a fish is determined. 

The biologists at Mud Lake find 
it teeming with bluegills and gass. 
But they are all small. Yet the scale 
readings show 70 per cent of the fish 
in the lake to be three or four years 
old-time for bluegills to get up to 
eight inches and bass to two or three 
pounds. 

The answer is too many fish for 
the amount of food, cover, and 
spawning ground available - not 
enough fishing instead of too much. 
With this information to start on, 
size and bag regulations can l'>e 
changed and other remedies intro­
duced. 

Thus we see that by knowing the 
growth rate and general weight of 
fish in a lake we can tell if that lake 
is producing the size and number 
of fish it should. If it isn't, we can 
do something about it. But first 
we've got to find out-and fish scales 
can tell us.

Frankfort, Ky., July 15-Thc state 
can't spend money to reco\·er and 
bury the bodies of some 20 men Ioug 
entombed in a Bell county coal mine, 
Assistant Attorney General M. B. 
Holifield said today. The 1948 Gen­
et·al Assembly grunted $100,000 for 
their removal. 

Thirty-one miners died from an 
explosion he day after Christmas. 
1945, in the Straight Creek Coal 
Co. No. 1 mine. Seven men were 
brought out alive by l'escucrs, but 
two of them died. 

Uncontrolled fires forced volun­
teers to leave 20 or more bodies in 
the mine some 9,000 feet from its 
entrance. The mine later was sealed 
up and abandoned. 

A. D. Sisk, chief of Kentucky's 
Bureau of Mines and Minerals, 
asked an opinion as to legality of the 
appropriation before sta~·ting the 
task of cutting an entry into the 
mine to reach the bodies. 

The assistant attorney general ex­
plained the state Constitution limits 
levying and use of tax money to 
public purposes and prohibits it be­
ing spent for debts of cities, coun­
ties, individuals or corporations, un­
less contracted for in defense of the 
commonwealth. 

The state had no contract with 
the coal company, or the miners, 
said Holifield, adding: 

"The opening of shafts to private­
ly owned mines is a private and not 
a public purpose. The exhuming of 
dead bodies, unless for the purpose 
of detecting crime, is a private and 
not a public enterprise. 

"If the estate of the decedents are 
not able to pay for the expenses of 
their burial, it is the duty and ob­
ligation of the county where the de­
cedents were domiciled, and not the 
obligation of the state.''

NOT TO THE TOMBS 
FOR JOEY 

MEDICAL SCIENCE and 
the gratitude of a great 
and humane nation a 

few da:rs ago caused to be 
enacted- a scene paralleling, 
though falling short of, the 
healing powers and the lov­
ing spirit of the Christ. 

Let us try to establish the 
parallel. 

Lew Wallace's 'Ben Hur" 
was a ·work of fiction but a 
work so fine that it told with 
a very real verisimilitude the 
sto1·y of Christ and his times. 
Memorable characters of 
that memorable book were 
Ben Hur's mother and his 
sister, the gentle Tirzah, who 
through no fault of their 
own became lepers, outcasts 
shunned by the more fortu­
nate, forced to dwell among 
the tombs and set apart from 
others by that tragic cry, 
"Unclean I Unclean!" 

Objects of horror, stoned, 
reduced to the despair of the 
living-dead, the spirit of 
these two were unchanged. 
And they found in the Christ 
loving-kindness, recognition 
of their own worth as hu­
man beings, and restoration 
to health. 

Down the centuries that 
same cry, "Unclean! Un­
clean!" has echoed, and so 
the sufferer from one of man­
kind's oldest and most baf­
fling diseases was marked as 
a pariah to be shunned and 
forgotten. Only One greater 
than man was a friend to the 
leper until medical science, 
never admitting defeat, al­
ways seeking physical salva­
tion for the hopeless, began 
slowly to edge toward an 
understanding of this ancient 
scourge. 

Finally, men of science 
and medicine learned that 

I the leper is not dangerous. 
that the disease is not easily 

I 
contracted. Gradually they 
gained ground, step by step. 
inch by inch, in their search 
for a cure. 

And so in the newspapers 
there recently appeared a 
picture which told this story, 
established this parallel for 
those who have read of lep­
rosy, its sufferers, the hope­
lessness which since time im­
memorial has gripped those 
stricken by it. 

It was the picture of Jose­
fina · Guerrero, the heroic 
"Joey" of the days when her 
native Philippines were un­
der the Japanese heel and 
when American boys were 
dying for that country's 
freedom. 

"Joey" is a leper. Al­
though she smuggled food 
through the Japanese lines, 
canied messages to Amer­
ican 30ldiers, drew maps and 
charts of Jap gun emplace­
ments and mine fields, all at 
risk of her own life, had she 
lived a short half-century 
ago she would have been 
shunned almost as if she 
were another Tirzah.
