May Ask Indictment

Floyd County Fish & Game Club
officials expressed the belief this

tin and Allen has died within the
week as & result, it is suspected, of
acid-bearing waters escaping from
a coal mine into the stream,
Bernard Baldridge, county conser-
vation officer, said he had sent sam-
ples of the water pumped from the
Utilities Elkhorn Coal Company
mine on Buck's Branch to state lab-
oratories for amivsis, and added
that if the analysi} shows this water
to be injurious to"fish, as suspected,
lLie will go before the Floyd circuit
court grand jury next week for an,
indietment against the firm,
The mine water has been reaching’
Beaver Creek at Martin for some
time, Baldridge said, but not till the
stream had reached its low stage
of last week were fish visibly affected.
Dead fish were first seen Bunday,
it was said. :

One farmer on Buck'’s Branch
told the conservation ‘officer that |
his chickens died after drinking the
water. Birds died along the stream
| and there is not even a tadpole:liv-
ing in this tributary to Beaver
Creek, Baldridge said.

He quoted a chemist of the
Chesapeake & Ohio Railway Com-
pany as saying the water contained
acid and firon.

On Baldridge's. visit to the mine
officials d'rected that the pump
eliminating the mine ‘of water be
stopped at least until Beaver Creek
has a larger volume of water.

Judge Walter Reynolds,

Pikeville Police Judge Walter W.
Reynolds, 756 vears old, former Pres-
tonsburg resident and an attorney
for 50 years, died in Pikeville Mon-
day after a briel illness of pneu-
monia and heart complications.

A native of Rochester, N.¥., he
first began the practice of law in
Prestonsburg and while a resident
here was a candidate for County
Attorney on the Republican ticket.
He came to Prestonsburg with his
father, Thomas Jefférson Reynolds,
who was a timberman. His mother,
Mary T. Reynolds, was a lineal de-
scendant of Francis Secott Eey.

Judge Reynolds was elected police
judge of Pikeville last November and
was one of the few Republicans to
win a Pikeville city election, He
served a previous term in the same
office, 30 years ago, a few years after
his return from Spokane, Wash,,
where he served as U.S. Comimis-
sioner,
