|STATE TAXES
NOT HIGHEST

Average Kentuckian
Pays Less in Taxes
Than Others, Claim

Taxes for the average Kentud
are much lower than those for
average American even though,
the past 35 years, taxes for &
and local purposes-in Kentucky have
gone up rapidly. _

This conclusion was made by Dr.
James W. Martin, director, Bireau
of Business Research of the Univer-
sity of Kentucky in presenting a 1é-
port on “Taxation” in Kentucky.
The report was prepared for the
Committee for Kenfucky and pre-
sented to the 87 member organiza-
tion delegites unssembled ab the
Henry Clay hotel in Louisville Fri-
day night, Nov. 19.

Dr. Martin said, “Most eitizens
are interested in taxes but many of
us are concerned only with the taxes
we as individuals pay. However, to
understand our position as a tax-
payer, we must look at the total tax
picture and understand the use that
is made of our taxes in this state"
He continued by stating that the-
average Kentuckian pafd about $50
in taxes in 1947 while the average
amount paid by citizens in other
states was approximately $90 per
person

“State and local taxes, since 1813,
have risen in Kentucky, as has been
the case throughout the country”
Dr. Martin said. “Before World War
11, the Eentucky advarce was slower
than the average. Since then, how-
ever, the rise in Kentucky has been
a trifle faster than in other states.”

“In 1913, 80 per cent of all our
faxes in Kentucky were based on
property but by 1847 the property
based tax dropped to 41 per cent.”
Dr. Martin stated that, “although
local government taxes in Kentucky
have risen in the last five years, this
rise has not been as fast as in the
average of all states”

The expert declared that, “Prop-

erty astessments are 5o low in cer-
tain areas that the effect is to cub
the rate restrictions to one-third or
one-half those provided by law. The
valuat'ens are so unegual as to make
heavy property taxes Highly discrim=
inatory.”
“A modernized assessment pro-
gram,”" the author explained, “would
provide at least two most Important
by-products: 1. Greater equality
among our taxpayers and, 2. Reduc-
ed interference with business.” i
Kentuckians thereforé may he
consoled in the fact that taxes per
average person are much Jower in
Kentucky than in the group of all
other states.
