Frankfort, Ky, March 8 (Spl.)—
The beginning of the spring forest
fire season was announced today by
State Forester H, B. Newland, who |-
urged all Kentuckians to be careful
with fire in or near wooded areas.

In making this announcement,
Newland said, “The excessive rain-
fall during the past few months can
well indicate an unusually dry spring
and result in an exceptionally high
forest fire hazard. The possible dry
conditions, together wth the windy
days commeonly becurring in the next
two months, will greatly increase
the fire danger.”

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Lexington, Ky, March 1 (Spl)—
A gift of $100,000 under conditions
that will make an early completion
of Transylvania College's 'library
building a certainty, was reported
today by Dr, Raymond F. McLain,
Transylvania president, at a meeting
of the executive committee of the
school's Board of Curators.

Members of Transylvania's board
have themselves pledged $56926 to-
ward the structure, of which amount
$33,023.33 has been paid. Under the
conditions of the present giff, the
833 023.33 paid by the curators has
beeri matched. The remaining $66,-
{976.67 will be forthcoming as the
{School ralses a like amount by next
January. Transylvania already is
launching a campaign for these
funds, plus additional money to fur-
nish the structure,

This arrangement will insure that
within a year Transylvania will have
on hand $200,000 to complete the li-
brary building. The school’s present
benefactor wishes to remajn anony-
| mous, Dr. MeLain explained. An-
;other anenymous donor has inform-
ed the school that he has put the
|“Old Library” in his will for a be-
| quest: of $100,000 to be g trust fund
with the income used for upkeep of
the collection and building.

The new structire, fireproof, of
| brick, cement and steel, will cost
 approximately $250,000. The first
 unit _of the stacks section already
| has been erected ab a cost of $38,000
{and paid for by the college.
| Although it was recognized that
| the entire structure could not be
erected at that ‘ground was
|broken for the fireproof central
| portion in July, 1947, to protect the
Ilvaluable “Old Library,” Dr. McLain
| reminded the board members. Upon
,completion of this portion in 1948,
|all of the valuable old collection
| was moved to the new unit.

| At the ground-breaking ceremony
in 1947, tht first shovelful of dirt
was turned by Dr. L, R. Dingus,
well-known professor emeritus, lan-
guage scholar and historlan, Dr.
| Dingus died shortly afterward, leav-
ing a $5000 scholarship to  the
|.=;chool.

The Transylvania library dates
back to 1784, when the school’s
board of trustees agreed personally
to donate funds with which to trans-
! port over the Alleghenies from Lou-
isa county, Virginia, the “liberal
gratuity” of the Rev. John Todd of
that district. The minister had pre-
sented the school a “library and
philosophical apparatus for the en-
couragement of science in the in-
stitution.”

It was Transylvania's first substan-
tial gift, several volumes of which
today stand on the library shelves.

In other parts of the library are
books inseribed with the names of
famous owners; there is a precious
copy of a King James Bible printed
in 163¢.

Of special interest is a leather-
bound volume, the gift in 1802 of Sir
william Cecil, first Baron of Burgh-
ley, to the Rev., James Moore. Mr.
Moore was the first president of)
Transylvania after it assumed umi-|
versity status and the first rector of
Christ Episcopal Church here. This
book is one of the best examples of
early type extant. It is in Greek,
| printed in 1544 and dedicated to the
| scholar Erasmus.

Dr. Underwood Urges
Yearly Examinations
For Each Individual

“At some time during the year

everyone should have a thorough ex-
!amination by his physician,” sdvises
[Dr. Bruce Underwood, State Com-
| missioner of Health. “All of us
xnow,” he said, “that babies and
young children require periodic
physical examinations, but not all
of us remember that regular visits
to the physician should remain a
lifetime habit.” :
Dr. Underwood said that while
medicine has made tremendous prog-
ress in recent years in the control
of diseases formerly regarded as fa-
tal, no physician can treal disease
until it is found, Regular examina-
tions are the best method of detect-
ing such diseases.

"People past 30 should be espe-
cially sure to see a physician at least
once a year, even when In good

cancer and various heart ailments
frequently appear,” Dr. Underwood
pointed out. “Early diagnosis is of
extreme importance in the treat-
ment of all these ailments. If unus-
ual symptoms are experienced be-
tween regularly scheduled visits, the
physician should be seen at once.
Periodic physical examinations are a
kind of health insurance no one can
afford to be without.”
