Who were the children of Thomas
Hamilton, Revolutionary War soldier?
Thomas, a native to early Floyd,
left. many references on our official
reccrds but little information as to
his children. Was he the father of
Stephen Hamilton, an early Justice
of the Peace for Floyd county, who
married Cynthia Siratton in 18227

Cynthia was a daunghter of Tandy,

and a granddaughter of Sclomon,
who was himseli a Revolutionary
soldier from Tazewell county, Vir-
ginia, serving under George Rogers
Clark in the Illinos expediti-n.
Among the descendants of Stephen
Hamilton are the Fitzpatricks, cf
Prestonsburg. the Sparkses, ef Ash-
land, and many others,

In 1774 Joseph Bevins, of Irelm:d.|

came to America and almost imme-
diately joined the Revolutionary
army. He had a son, Jchn, and John
became the father of Hiram Kilgore
Bevins, John is: buried on the
Bent Branch of Johns Creek at a
point overlcoking the wide sweep
of the valley.

Hiram K, Bevins bogan the con-
struction of a large, hewed poplar-
leg house at the mouth cf what ‘s
now known as the Bevins Branch of

 Johns Creek. This was in 1812. Since

the successive generations of Bev-
inses have added (o or reconstruct-
ed the old home until it is a large,
sparious, plantaton-like dwelling.
An inspecfion of the old home,
oldest perhaps in the Jchns Creek
valley, under the gracious permis-
sion of Martha Foley Bevins, takes
the wvisitor far back into the past.
Here are signs of a cultured home—
bozks, old as well as new, the old
bound in deerskin. Here are the
utilitarian tools of an ancient house-
hold—spinning wdeel, flax wheel and
several others. Theve is a bench. or
the back porch built by Hiram K 1-
gcre in 1814, There iS a cherry cup-
board built by ancther Bevins in
1838. There are giant mantels over
huge fireplaces and those mantels
dare of prime walnut, cut and whip-
sawed over a century ago, On the
outside, stalwart like the giant ce-
dars, are chimneys of hand-hewn
stone at either end cf the house.
