The fo'l'?wing, which is part of a ra::lio address delivered by Congressman 
Ja':1es W. Trimble, of Arkansas, himself a member of the Public Works committee 
whtch h~ndled the canalization legislation, is the TRUTH OF THE MATTER­
a truth which people are entitled to know: 

Let me talk about Carl Perkins for a little while because someone has en·one­
o'..lsly suggested that he was against the Big Sandy project. I can say wholeheart­
edly that Carl P~rkins worked incessantly for the Big Sandy. He no~ only testified 
bc~ore the Commrttee but t<1Jked to the member.:; individually. Because I had 
e):pressed myself in fa\'or of the project, he wa.s on my coat-t,dls all the time. 

I started to work for the canalization of the Big Sandy River the first year 
that I '.Vas in the Congress in 1945. I have always felt that the people even in 
Arkansas, along with other sections of the Midw.=s: would benefit from the 
ca~alization of the Big Sandy River. I gave the Big S~ndy River Project the most 
ac~r':e .su~po~·t wher; your ab_le Congressman Jack May was working so hard to 
ge. Lhrs nver canalized. Dunng Jack May's last term of office, I ai'gisted him in 
every way I could to get the project out of the Committee, and we managed to 
get .thiH project out of the committee. However, on the Floor of the House, the 
proJect was taken out of the Rivers and Harbors omnibus bill. 

Carl Perkins testified before the Sena·te · Committ·ee also and has put in his 
appearance befGre the Army Engineers and testified before the Army Engineers 
asking that this project be recommended by them as a good investment for the 
government. He has not left anything undone in his efforts to get this project 
avthorized by tile Congress 

It i:,; said that our Republican friends are chiding him because he did not get 
the project passed. I can say that when the Republicans were in control during 
the 80th Congr:::ss, they didu't even have a hearing on this project. I feel confident 
that the people of ~he Big Sandy River all know and realize that when the Big 
Sandy River is canalized, it will be done by the Democrats and not by the Republi­
cans. Why do I make this statement? Because this legislation, like most progress· 
ive legisla<ion in the past, has been spomored by the Democratic party . I don't 
think anyone will be fooled by this talk against Carl Perkins, because his voting 
record contradicts all this political propaganda. I have watched your Congressman 
vote on numerous occasions. He has the· reputation of voting on all controversial is· 
sues and dodigng none. Your Congressm:n has a liberal voting record, which the 
Congressional Record discloses, and in every ins' ance you will find that he has 
voted to increase the wealth of this nation by voting for all public improvements. 

In the 79th Congress, the opposition to the Big Sandy River project was led 
by the ranking member of our Committe3, a Republican. When the roll call vote 
on the legislation was had in the House· on June 6, 1946, as recorded on Page 6·123 
of that day's Congressional Record, and the Big !Sandy was knocked out of the 
Rivers and Harbors omnibus bill by a vote of 205 to 144, how did the Republicans 
vote then? Only 15 voted for the Big Sandy project, the rest against it. 

In fairnEss to Carl Perkins, it should be said that by an Act of Congress 
dated July 18,1878, it was provided for the improvement of the Big Sandy Rive1 
by thJ removal of rocks, snags, and so fo th, from the Levisa and Tug Forks of 
the River. On June 13, 1902, the Congre3s provided for the construction of one 
lock and movable dam each on the· Tug and Levisa Forks. An Act of June 25, 
1910, authorized the construction of lock and dam number two on Levisa and 
Tug Forks. The first lock and dam on the Forks were completed in 1910. The 
appropriation for the number two lock a:1d dam was never made. Congressman 
Langley and his good wife served this dis~rict in the Congress for approxima•tely 25 
yem·s, and during most of that period of time Congress was controlled by the Re· 
publicans. They never were able to get the appropriation through Congress. 
Neither 'vas Cong-ressman May able to get that legislation through in all the years 
that he served this district. 

It is unfair to Cad Perkinc:; to say that he is ineffective, simply because he 
didn't get the Big Sandy by Congress his first term. The powerful weight of the 
raiJ.roads and coal operators were against him in his fight also. 

I have numerous relatives here in Eastern Kentucky, especially in Pike county, 
and I wish it were possible that I had time to meet with the Trimble, the Bar­
retts and other 1·ebtives whom I am sure live here. I want you to know that I 
will ~ontinue to work fo1· the canalization of the Big Sandy River as long as I am 
a Member of Congress. I serve on the Public Works Committee, which author­
izes projects of this type. I Wftnt you people to know that it: is no easy job to get a 
river canalized. I have been trying to get some improvements done jn my section 
of the country, and in every instance in this past Congress, I met the opposition 
of big business and the economy groups. 

Carl Perkins is the type of fine, up-standing young American who believes 
in moving forward. He is a credit to the Congres~ and the distric~. an~ I am 
happy to lend my full endorsement to him as bemg a good Amencan m every 
sense that great word implies. He votes and works for the people, and his record 
shows it. Farmers, school teachers, labor, small businessmen, have been the 

· recipients of his constant toil. He has never failed them, and they will not fail 
him this November. 

I have ha d the privilege of meeting Carl Perkins' opponent. I kno:w that he 
is a sincere ,gentleman and is very much interested in the welfare of hrs country. 
But at the same time I realize that he is not in a position to do as much for the 
Big Sandy project as Carl Perkins because his leadeTs are against the project and 
have gone on record as voting against the project the only time it .was o~ the Floor, 
in 19·16. Carl Perkins has left nothing undone in his fight for this pro.)ect.
