Ct_;rtisoné Now Promises
High Hope for Arthritis

(From The Reader's Digest)
Corlisone, now made in' guantity,
is “ready at last to tansform the
lives: of sufferers from rheumatoid
arthritls, when, used early enpugh,
in aetive steges of the sickness”

Istates Paul de Kruif in the Novem-
ber Reader's Digest.

The hormone, once derived in
minute guantities from the adrenal
glands of animals and now made
synthetically, does more than re-
lieve the pains of arthrifis. By in-
termittént treatment people who
have had no hope for the future
except to spend the rest of their
lives in wheel chairs or in bed, ean
walk ‘and work. Originally very ex-
cortisone is now much
cheaper and further price reductions
are expected as the supply inereases,
Recently it was reported to be as
effective when taken by mouth as
by injection.

Dr. Philip 8. Hench, of the Mayo
Clinic in Rechester, Minn., was-the
first to suspect the existence of cor-
tisone. Hench noticed that pregnant
women who were suffering from
arthritis lost their pain and other
symptoms during pregnancy. But

‘as soon as their babies were borh

the arthritic torture reurned. Hench
reasoned that pregnancy increased
the body's output of an unkncwn
Further work with Ed-
ward D. EKendall, also of Mayo and

Sarett of Merck & Co, managed to
make a few erystals of “compound
E” A new factory, built by Merck
in Rathway, N. J., gradually over-
came technical obstacles, and today
the hormone is being synthesized at
the rate of hundreds of thousands
of doses per month.

Last summer at Hillman Hospital,
Birmingham, Ala., more than 400
physicians gathered at the first cor-
tisone conference in history. The
doctors learned, de Kruif says, that
cortisone and ACTH may be danger-
ous fto people with ‘“certain heart
conditions, high blood pressure, dia-
betes and to those who have had
mental trouble.” But a parade of
patients who otherwise would have
been in wheel chairs, or bedridden,
or dead, walked before them.

“The power of cortisone reaches
heyond rheumatcid arthritis” de
Kruif states. “Dr. Hench and his as-
sociates found that it controls
rheumatic fever”” It helps; also,
sufferers from uleerctive colitis and
psoriasis. It quiets the pains of gout
and relieves hay fever, asthma and
migraine heedaches.

Cortisone and ACTH are avail-
able to physicians through the 6,500
hospitals approved by the American
Medical Association.

Water is one of the most impor-
tant, cheapest, and most neglected
feeds for chickens, An egg is two-
thirds water, and heavy egg produec-
tion cannot be maintained without

1an abundant supply of fresh, clear,

clean water, Notice that I said
“fresh, clear, clean water”"—like you
drink yourself, If you use “pills” to
purify your drinking water, use them
for yeur chickens' water. If you

|don’t, then don't force your chickens

to drink the stuff. Chickens will
drink more water when it is clear
and clean,

The number of eggs a hen lays
depends largely on the amount of
food she consumies; To make your
chickens eat more, you can put
lights in your henhouse to lengthen
their working day, Use one 40-watt
bull for each 200 square feet of floor
space. For merning lighting, turn the
lights on early enough to provide a
12 to l4-hour working day. If you
want to leave the lights on all night,
use 15-watt bulbs. Either is success-
ful. If you once start using lights,
don’t quit until spring.

High preduction from your flock is
necessary for good profits, cull all
slow-growing pullets when the flock
is housed. ‘Cull all hens as they go
out ¢f production. Don't keep roost-
ers because they will cut your profi-
its,

Several wpoultry culling demon-
strations will be held this fall., ThHe
time and place will be announced
in this column, Try to attend the
culling demonstraticn in.your com-
munity and learn to cull chickens.
