Now I am not a herpetologist­
snake specialist-at all and do not 
pretend that I lllll not affected 
somewhat when I see a snake.

When the 
snake is really a rattler, which has 
happened cnly four times in my 
entire life, at home and abroad, I 
try to protect the next ccmer against 
it by striking first.

Why do we say IF? Because there might be a joker in the Board of Education races. 

Although the Prestonsburg High School has for more than 20 years been a joint high school with the uu11.u•• 
owning half or more of the real estate and paying more than half of the bills, it has apparently been const.ae• 
by a small group of Prestonsburg people as the city's high school and under their management, especially 
the employment of teachers and the athletic program V\'as concerned. 

The present superintendent of Prestonsburg's schools is Chalmer Frazier. l\lr. Frazier is sponsoring " .. ,,_....,,. 
dates for the city board and like the dog carrying a bone across the brook he no"' has his eye on 
bone. He is also spon.soring the candidacy of James Greene and Dr. Allen for the county board. It has b 
more apparent that he is now the favored choic~ of Greene and Allen. 

What is Mr. Frazier's attitude toward the new county high school'! He has been one of those 
ing for new additional building (s) but he was opposed to the purchase of he new site. He expressed 
self against it both before and after it was purchased. Mr. Frazier wanted additional building(s) 
old site in the middle of town (which the State Department would not approve) or on a new site next to the 11'11Mm'W 
grade school building. 

What is the attitude of James Greene and Dr. Allen tov.rard Mr. Frazier and his ideas? Mr. FrazieF ( 
one of the city board candidates) is vigorously supporting their campaign for re-2'ection. For the past 
months he has been one of their chief advisors. Apparently upon their invitation, and as their ad\·isor, Mr. 
zier has recently sat in on several meetings of the county board at times when he had no bu::.iness to tnl._ ...

and shall be the professional advisor of the board but it did not say nor intend that the superintendent 
city system should attend meetings and advise members of the county board. 

Could it be that a fine high school plant may be built by the county yet operated largely according to 
wishes of a few people in the city district if Greene and Allen are retained on the county board? 

Both the city and copnty children are in need of better high school facilities. A great many of the city """""..,..o:.·• 
ple are' interested only in having a good, well-balanced high school program in the best building and 
best site available. The county board is now in the unique position of owning half or more of a scl~tlil 
plant and furnishing more than two-thirds of the children, yet has nothing to say about the emplo~(.fu.entallt'.l 
teachers or the operation of the school. They will want to make sure that the new school which they 
will be theirs to operate by elecLing
