Dope, Unlicensed Dogs 
Mentioned lor Probe 
By Floyd Grand Jury 

&minding jurors that "there 
never has been a time in the history 
of our country when it was more im­
portant to take our duty seriously," 
Circuit Judge Edw. P. Hill opened 
the first court session of his second 
term as judge here Monday with a 
call for strict adherence to duty, 
however unpleasant the task may 
be. 

"We are not to try cases on sym­
pathy-we are not to think on the 
hardships which may be imposed on 
the families of the accused," he said. 
"It is our duty to try these cases im­
partially . . . I would recommend 
that we enforce the laws of our 
country as our contribution to good 
government." 

Although touching on most of­
fenses, Judge Hill singled out the 
carrying of concealed deadly wea­
pons, drunk driving, the traffic in 
narcotics, punch boards and the 
Kentucky dog law for particular at­
tention. 

Of dope-handling he told the ju­
rors of reports he had received to 
the effect that "a few individuals 
here who will not work are trying to 
build up a business by getting others 
in the dope habit." He said he had 
been told "dope pills" have been 
smuggled into the county jail. 

Voicing recognition of the fact 
that the dog license law is an un­
popular subject in this section, he 
hit, however, at the large number of 
stray dogs which are permitted to 
run at large, unlicensed, de:-troying 
gardens, on occasion killing live­
stcck and causing a health hazard 
from rabies. "We have a lot more 
dogs than we have hogs," he com­
mente.d.
