J. D. FRANCIS 
QUITS POSTS 
Enf(lish. Coal Group's 
Labor Advisor, Retires, 
Effective on June 1st 

James D. Francis, of Huntington, 
vV. Va., retired at his own request 
Tuesday as chairman of the boards 
of the Island cn~k coal co. and the 
Pond Creek Pocahontas Company. 

Directors of the comp<tnies at 
meetings in New York announced 
his executive duties will be taken 
over by Raymond E. Salvati, who 
also will continu as president and 
chief administntive officer of both 
concerns. 

Mr. Francis will remain a director 
and a member of the executive com­
mittee. Now 68, he asked to be re­
lieved from active duties in order to 
devote more time to hill family, his 
personal affairs and busi1less, and his 
public. civic and religious activities. 

All officers of the companies were 
re-elected with the exception of the 
chairman of the boards. 

Mr. Francis, in suggesting to the 
boards that the executive duties be 
placed on Mr. Salvati, said: 

"It will be better for the organiza­
tion for younger men to grow, de­
velop nd take ·their places as the 
leaders in the companies and the 
industry." 

Formerly a resident of Pikeville, 
Mr. Francis joined Island Creek and 
Pond Creek and their subsidiaries in 
1911 as counsel. Mr. Salvati has been 
with the organization for 30 years 

The eretiring chairman of th 
boards of the coal firms is the father 
of David L. Francis, president of the 
Princess Elkhorn Coal Company at 
David.

I At Five-Year Record 

I Although unemployment pay 
totals for June mounted tO\\ard a 
five-year high, there was a brighter 
side to the labor picture in Floyd 
county this week. 

"Biologists from the Division at 
Frankfort simply are making the 
same study made last year, by the 
same method of poisoning a small 
area," E. R. Burke, supervisor of 
the Seventh conservation distritct, 
explained.

On this brighter side was the fact 
that several mines which had been 
idle in recent weeks are working, 
some on full fiv::-day schedule. 

The more sombre phase of the 
overall picture was seen in the hct 
that 1,237 new unemployment claims 
had been filed here during !.he 
month, as of Wed!Iesday noon, and 
the number of weeks of unemploy­
ment paid for had passed the 6,000 
mark. 

Half a dozen men from the Frank­
fort office, assisted by Conservation 
Officer Raymond copley, treated the 
Goble Branch area with rotenone, 
Tuesday morning. Next month, a 
spot in the upper part of the lake 
will be similarly treated. Fish thus 
poisoned are counted, weighed and 
measured and the various species 
noted. Thus biologists arrive at 
definite conclusions as to control 
and restocking needs. 

A complete and official report on 
their findings is expected for pub­
lication within the next few days. 

One phase of the findings already 
noted is proof of carp spawn this 
year. Study of the lake last year 
failed to reveal spawn of that spe­
cies, last season.

If you like your figures and are 
inclined to calculate the returns on 
your investment, you'll like that 
makeshift fire department which is 
the town of Lackey's and which 
ranges out over the countryside to 
fight fires wherever called. 

For the equipment-two ol:i auto­
mobiles cut down and converted into 
trucks, two centrifugal mine pumps 
and 800 feet of hose-has been ac­
quired at a cost of only $1,500, and 
within the year has saved an esti­
mated $100,000 worth of property 
from destruction by fire. 

The idea of a fire department for 
Lackey, one of the smallest incor­
porated communities in the county, 
was conceived by the town's P olice 
Judge, Brady M. Collins. others 
joined in the move. Collins gave an 
old car to start the thing off. Taxes 
paid by residents of the town and 
cash contributions of others financ­
ed the purchase of hose and other 
necessities which the group could 
not devise at their own time and ex­
pense. 

Some called the fire department 
"a rattletrap," but it worked. In 
fact, it got to places where larger
