Thomas Dunn English, poet and
scholar, lived in West Virginia a
century ago and deseribed Mountain
people and thelr dialect. He wrote
poems including “CGauley River,”
which was published in the South-
ern Literary Messenger and later
published in a veluine of his poems
compiled by his daughter Alice
English in 1884, His “Ben Holt,, was
more famous.

While not agreeing with some
critics who had expressed the opin-
ion that English was “'an overmatch”
for Edgar Allen Poe, Hager said,
“We must admit that English was
a copious writer and a genius.,’

Quoted by Hager

Prof. F. B. Lambert, who had
made an exhaustive study of Eng-
lish and his works, was quoted by
Hager as saying that one of Eng-
lish's children was born in I.ogan
sometime between the year 1852 and
1857.

At that time Logan county, he
| said, embraced all of Mingo, yet had
a population of less than 5,000, as
can be seen by the fact that the
population according to the census
of 1860 was only 4,938 persons.

Kanawha ceounty in 1860, after
English wrote his poem had 16,150
persons. Boone in 1860 comprised
all of its present territory and what
is now Linciln and it had only 4,840,
Wyoming had 2,861. This was a wil-
dnreess when English lived here.

Dr. Lambert, Hager said,“gave me
English's interpretation of our pecu-
liar customs, or rather of our an-
cestors whom he called “Mountain
Folk.”

or dirty drinking glasses, dishes and
tableware. Polio virus could be car-
ried .from these things. to other
people.

Follow your doctor's advice about
nose and throat operations, inocul-
ations, or teeth extractions during
the polio season.

Be ever watchful for signs of
polio: headache, fever, sore throat,
upset stomach, tenderness and stifi-
ness of the neck and back.

Call your doctor at once and, in
the meantime, put to bed and away
from others any member of your
family showing such symptoms.

Do not permit children to mingle
with strangers, especially in crowds,
or go into homes outside their own
circle. There are three different
viruses that cause polio. Your child-
ren’s group may be immune to one
of these. Strangers may carry an-
other polio virus o which they are
not immune.

Do not let your children become
fatigued or chilled. Overtired or
chilled bodies are less able to fight
off polio.

Do not take your children away
from your community without good
cause. Polio time is the time to stay
at home and keep with everyday
companions,

Finds Our Hills Inviting

“When a man comes up from
Algbama and plunks down in the

In a nation which worshiped its
heroes of World War II and heaped

When away from home with an
hour to spare and being adjacent to |
an old cemetery, what could he more
profitableé for an amateur genealogist
than a stroll through the city of the |
dead? Here, if you are not too far
removed irom the original sources,
may be found dates and names of |
interest, especially if the place is

There. was ample proof that
Suchanan Chapel cemetery was old.
1t was a hundred years since Sam-
uel Sperry was buried, for here on
the stone was the inseription, “Sam-
uel Sperry, Born March 27, 1775 and
died in the triumphs of the faith
April 30, 1851." Or there are the
Buchanan stones, the oldest being
that of William Buchanan which
reads that he was born Dec. 8, 1769

gravestone of his wife, Elizabeth.
The stone is broken and the dates
are indecipherable. Another oldster
of the Buchanans is Oliver, born
Dec. 26, 1815, died Feb. 15, 1897.

Buchanan Chapel, which stands at
the edge of the cemetery, is an old
church. We are told that it was orig-
inally of logs but that about 65
years ago it was weatherboarded. It
stands about. 114 miles south of
Buchanan, Lawrence county, on a
hill overlooking the railroad. Has
stood there, probably, for a century
or more, sheltering the generations
of Buchanan, Curnutte, Kinner,
Lambert, Prazier, Lakin, ZFrench,!
Bryan and Lane families that came |
to worship.

Billie Graham preached from the
passage in which Jesus was tempted
by Satan, on the one night we heard
him. He emphasized the fact that
Jesus answered by quoting passages
of scripture from the Old Testa.ment
and made clear that Christians to-
day can resist temptation if able to
quote God's Word effectively.

Dr. Graham also gave a portrayal
of the anemic or sickly Christian,
who never grows because he fails to
feed himself. His long, wiry body
almost folded up in collapse as he
showed how weak some believers are
from failure to partake of a balanc-
ed spiritual diet., The soul requires
nourishment just the same as the
body does. The young evangelist oui-
lined the Biblical recipe for spiritual
growth: Bible study to include mem-
orizing God’s word, or verses from

it, prayer, church attendance and |

activity, tithing, ete. When we pause
to think how few professed Chris-
tians avail themselves of these op-
portunities to develop into strong
soldiers in God's army, it is easy to
see why sin is so ranpant. Too few
are equipped to fight and to oppose
it.

Dr. Graham warned Jackson and
Mississippi not to legalize the sale
of liqguor when the state votes in
August on the issue. He declared
Jackson the cleanest city he had vis-
ited and attributed this to the ab-
sence of legalized liguor largely. He
bitterly denounced the state’s tax on
Black Market. liguor, and . did not
hesitate to express himself on the
racial gestion, though it meant hit-
ting the South where it is most
neeced.

(Tm Magazlne last week fea-
tured the familiar face of Kentucky's
Alben W. Barkley, Vice-President of
the United States, and followed that
up with an article on the “Veep”
which, for all its feature interest,
was as up-to-the-minute as his
withdrawal drom the list of Demo-
cratic Presidential aspirants and his
dramatie valedictory before the con
vention, Wednesday night.

TIME obliged The Floyd County
Times by volunteering permission
for republication of the article,
which is reproduced here.)

“Puddin'l Sugar Puddin'!” sang a
husky feminine voice from the bed-
room. A moment later Jane Bark-
ley, a full-blown figure of a woman
in scarlet housecoat, her hair in dis-
array, burst on to the side porch.
“Look,” she said, “I've got Mami€
Eisenhower's bangs.” Alben Barkley
rose from his chgir, tilted his wife's
tousled head in his big hands, and
smiled. “Well,” he said, you're pret-
tier than she is.”

Jane Barkley laughed and rustled
back inside to a Paducah beautician
who had come to get her all fixed
up for the Democratic convention.
Her husband sank back in his chair
and went on relaxing, Without much
doubt in this week before renoun-
cing his candidacy, he was the most
relaxed of all Democratic hopefuls.
After announcing his candidacy in
Washington he had defied all polit-
ical rules by retreating to his com-
fortable brick house in Kentucky.
He pufttered around his four farms.
He went on pienies with Mrs. Bark-
ley; he helped his hired man saw up
an old cherry log:

On his last day at home, he came
back from the telephone with a glit-
ter in his eye. “¥You know,” he said
gleefully, “they’ve got a campaign
button up there in Chicago with a
streak of lightning running right
through my name!”

Four-Day Campaign. The Bark-
leys—the Veep, Mrs. Barkley and
her daughter, Jane Hadley—rolled
into. Chicago . three days before the
convention, and the candidate's first
act was to pin a lightning button
to his lapel. Then, to prove how
yvoung he is at 74, he led a proces-
sion five blocks through the sultry
heat to his headgquarters in the
Conrad Hilton hotel, At a full-dress
press conference that afternoon, his
eyes looked a little tired and his
pink face seemed slightly drawn
with lines of weariness. But as the
Veep went through his catalogue of
amiable answers and quipped his
way through questions about his
health, the reporters forgot that age
was anything but a delight (yes, he
would be nominated; no, he did not
want to be Vice-President again;
ves, he stood on his record as a Falr
and New Dealer.) ;

Whenever he walked outside,
Democrats crowded around him: All
of them—including his five leading
rivals—were glad to sce him, and
couldn’t help showing it. They felt
that he was somehow on their side.
Alben Barkley was really on every-
body’s side; he was Mr. Democrat,
the personification of a kind of com~
radeship that binds together the
dissident bundles in the Democratic
party. There was a half-truth, but
a deep half-truth, in the campaign
placard: “North- South, East, West,
all agree Barkley bcst.” All would
have agreed, ab that point, that
Barkley was second best.

On that agreement rested Bark-
ley's slim hope for the nomination.
It was not good enough. Too many.
of the party leaders knew that the
Democrats are facing the fight of a
generation against the G.O,P, ticket
of Eisenhower and Nixon,.

No Pain. Barkley's candidacy and
withdrawal will not damage the
widespread affection in which he is
held.

farm, Mrs. Barkley was all for put-
ting up a sign: “Private Property,
No Trespassing.” But Mr. Democrat
put his foot down. Today, despite
the fact that a family of strangers
recently littered his front lawn with
a pienie lunch, the Veep's only sign
is the name on the mailbox: “A. W.
Barkley.”

Next to Harry Truman (who has
the Presidential prestige), Barkley
is the most sought-after speaker in
the Demoeratic party. His political
oratory booms and pulses with
echoes of the old-fashioned tub-
thump (even though he has con-
sciously fried fo tone it down for
the microphone). Most of his stories
are as whiskery and old as Abe Lin-
coln. But from Atlanta to Manhat-
tan they love them, because they
can’t help loving the man who tells
the stories. Somehow he stirs an im-
pulse that every splintered Demo-
crat feels more deeply than the
Jagged hatred of the other splinters.
The impulse of love lies close to the
Democratic party’s heart.

ADA, & KKK, The evidence of
love in the Democratic party is like
the evidence of love in an enduring
marriage whose partners are con-
spicuously and incompatible. Rel-
atively speaking, the Republicans
are a far more homogenous'lét than
the Democrats; Republicans may
argue about the choice of furniture
but they speak the same language
and walk—if not hand in hand—in |
the same general direction on prin-
ciple. The Democratic party has an
appeal so broad that no single path
of prineiple ecould possibly run
through it. Instead of a common
principle, the Democrats have love.

The modern Democratic party
sprang out of a 19th century coup-
ling of the Southern aristocracy
and Tammany Jlaall, All that the
planters and Tammany's immigrant
masses had in common was a dis-
trust of rising U.S. capitalism: the
planters distrusted if because indus-
trialism threatened their way of life;,
the immigrant because competitive
business drove painful bargains on
wages and hours, To the Alliance,
the South contributed a taproot that
ran back to the Jeffersonian and
anti-Federalist view of the Consti-
tution. In the years when Repub-
lican administrations were encour-
aging business, the old JefTersonian
slogans appealed to both the plant-
ers and hard-pressed city minori-
ties.

Tammany contributed far more
than control of New York City. It
became a model for other city ma-
chines and it developed a ‘‘classless”
political structure that ran all the
way from the East Side to New
York's Four Hundred.

The weird alliance of city boss
and planter was never comfortable,
but it was often effective. During
the long Republican years, the
Democrats rarely dropped below
437% of the national vote.

Franklin Roosevelt, scion of the
Hudson Valley equivalent of South-
ern planters, saw that a political
house which could hold such dis-
parate elements could be made to
hold still wider differences—if only
there was enough attention to in-
traparty love and as liftle nonsense
as possible about overall party prin-
ciple. He added organized labor,
Northern negroes, socialists and an
as&o.rtment of millionaires. The door
was. so wide open that even Lhe'
Communists got in when they want-
editei .

Today the Democratic party is the
hunie of the most reactionary South-

leaders and the Americans for
ﬂemwat.ic Action, It is the party
p;[ the least educated and the college
ofessors; of the dispossessed and
the ‘millionaire playboys: of Holly-
wood glamour-pusses and Tobaceo
‘Road; of most Roman Catholies,
most Jews, most voting negroes—
tand most members of the Eu Klux
Klan.

As unreconstructed New Dealer
Leon Henderson put if last week:
“The party is strong hecause the di-
vergent elements are brought toge-
ther by an unspoken pact of mutual
security.,” The Democrats are cer-
fainly not lacking in principle; each
of the “divergent elements” has a
principle and a direction of its owmn.
What the Democrats lack are prin-
ciples held in common by all ele-
ments of the party. The “mutual se=
curity pact"” does not create 1ntelllec-
tual agreement or compromise on
these principles. But it does gen-
erate a strong emational loyalty te
the party. The Demagtats Have' far
more bitter internal ts than the
Republicans, bit they also have &
keener feeling that th must stick
together. Party love is more highly
developed among the paﬁ!ocrats be-
cause they need it more.

Anmong ' Demoerats, no man is
more identified. with the . part.ys
emotional cbhesion than Alben W.
Barkley. Hg leads no ideological fac-
tion, stands for no one of the “di-
vergent, gsouﬁs : he stands for the
glue that holds the party together.

To Alben’s lasting political credit,
he was born poor (Nov. 24, 1877), in
a two-story log house in the one-
crop tobacco counfry near Lowes,
Ky. He was the eldest of eight chil-
dren, and his father’s favorite.
When Alben had outgrown the little
Lowes school, his father loaded the
family and fheir possessions into a
single wagon with the cow trailing
behind, moved to Clinton, Ky., so
Alben eould go to Marvin Collége as
a junior (years later a wag posted a
sign eon the lawn: “Barkley Swept
Here"”), won high grades and a
medal for oratory.

From Ma.rvln he went on o Geor-
gia’s 1itt '{_Emory College, and work-
ed summer peddling earthenware by
horsepack through the back coun-
try. On his first cireuit he personally
guaranteed his customers that the
bowls and dishes would not crack
with heat, On his second he used up
his profits making good on the guar-
antee. Says he: “I wiped out my
earnings, but T didn’t lose a vote in

that part of the country when I rand grandchildren

for office,”

Roads to Congress. Barkley picked
up law in the informal and highly
efficacious way of the times: a few
courses at the University of Vir-
ginia law school, home reading, and
a term of clerking in the office of
Paducal’s Judge William Bishop
(fictionalized as Judge Priest by Pa-
ducah's other famous citizen, Irvin
S. Cobb). Law led to polities, and in
1905 Barkley rambled through Me-
Cracken county on a one-eyed horse,
stopping at every farmhouse to swap
stories and get himself elected coun-
ty prosecuting attorney. The next
jump (in 1209) was to county judge,
and the next (in 1912) was to stump
campaign for good roads. It landed
him in Congress.

He arrived at the onset of Wood-
row Wilson's New Freedom, set his
course with the perty leadership,
and became identified as a progres-
sive. In 1926 Barklev moved over to
the Senate, two years later was in
such good graces that he was al-
lowed to second the nomination of
Al Smith at the convention. He

stumped for Smith, stumped again

in 1932 for Franklin Rooseyelt. In
1937 Roosevelt threw Barkley the
majority leadership of the Senate by
the famous “Dear Alben” letter, and
“Dear Alben"—sometimes known as
“Bumbling Barkley”—amiably “eufe
fered the charges of sharp-fongued
eritics who said that he was nothing
but a Roosevelt errand boy.

The Rebellion— But his critics
didn’t know what made Alben Bark-
ley tick. They found out on Feb. 23,
1944, Barkley had worked faithfully
to get through a $10.5 billion Ad-
ministration tax bill, came out with
$2.3 billion, which he knew was the
best Clongress could pmduce in an
election year. Roosevelt rejected the
#2.3 billion bill with & stinging veto
message, penciling in the taunt that
the bill was really "a tax-relief bill,
providing rellef not for the needy
but for the greedy.”

To Barkley this was a high-hand-
ed, impetuous insult to the Demo-
cratic majority. Solemnly he rose at
front-row desk in the Senate  and,
in ‘a low and sometimes choking
voice, told off Franklin Roosevelt for
“his effort to belittle and discredit
Congress.”! He concluded: “Mr. Pres-
ident, let me say ... that if the
Congress of the Umted States has
any self-vespect yet left, 16 wﬂl over-
ride thé veto.” The Senate roared,
cheered and stamped. Ai’. & pﬁl‘ﬁy.
caucus Barkley resigned as F.DR/S
majority leader and, minutes later,
was unanimously re-elécted in a re-
sounding vote of conﬁdeﬂ‘ce in his
independence.

‘crats: met in Chicago this week, they
welcomed Barkley's cheery grin,
they welcomed his forty years of
experience—but not enough of them
welcomed his candidacy for Presi-
dent. They know that no team they
could put together could match
Eisenhower and Nixon in sheer pop-
ular appeal. But they also knew they
would have to face the cry that they
were a party too long in power and
they did not want to face that with
a Té4-year-old candidate.

Party strategists agreed that they
must fight the election on their rec-
ord of the past 20 years and on their
platiorm. Carefully they marshalled
the statistics on the nation’s ad-
vances since 1932—counting up im-
provements in homes, health, pros-
perity, reclamation, and anything
else that seemed appropriate.

They plan, as usual, fo appeal to
all groups and all viewpoints, to
reconcile the irreconcilable and pat
the incompatible. As Ellis Arnall has
wﬁtﬁen “The Democrats keep a
candle burning in the window.” Per-
haps it is no less bright because
these days the candle is borrowed
and burning at both ends.

When it comes to holding that
candle aloft, there are few better
men than Barkley. Old Alben is
pretty sure to take the stump for a
young champion, telling fables of
Paducah, reminding the party of the
hotrors: of being out of power, and
spreading love, love, love.
