VICTIM AT 93

Former Circuit Judge,
Educator Buried Today;
Rites at Salyersville

Former Circuit Judge Ashland T.
Patrick, whosé public carer began
70 years ago and earned him the es-
teem of a wide section of Eastern
Kentucky, died at the age of 93 at
5:50 a.m., Tuesday, at the Prestons-
burg General hospital. He had been
ill a year and had submitted to an
operation two weeks earlier.

The son of John Wesley and Abi-
gail Salyer Pafrick, he was born
June 2, 1869 on Burning Fork, Ma-
goffin county. He was educafed at
Georgetown College and Ohio Wes-
leyan University, Delaware, Ohio.
After a teaching course of a few
years, he in 1883 was elected as the
first Magoffin county Superintendent
of Schools.

He was atimitted to the bar in
1882, and practised law with his
father-in-law, W. W. Howes, at Sal-

For hundreds of generations peg-
ple have been recording in some
writfen form their significant facts
or their most serious thoughts, So
important are these records that
they constitute a far better history
of preceding ages than all the kit-
chen middens and all the buildings,
even, according to my judzment. In
fact, the carved or written records
supplement at every point all the
archaeclogical data that have been
accumulated: We have almost come
to ask of any civilization, ‘of any
people, “What did they write?”

However, it i hardly fair to 4s-
sume that any body of writings that
any age has left represents, except
in a very fragmentary way, the
ideals, the thoughts, the purposes of
that age. Browning speaks of “Fan-
cles that broke tHrougsh lanfuage
and escaped.” It is of this intan-
gible achievement of our race that
the folklorist thinks most often.
Hundreds of traditions, more bind-
ing than anything as vet written
down, are to be found among all
men. A small portion of these ever
find their way info print or are
carved on stone. For most ancient
races and civilizations we: have fo
assume a whole body of thoughts
as the palenfologist and atrchaeclo-

| hut. It has often occurred to me
| that we know so littie of the actual
thinking of the ancient people who
dwelt in our own land before the ad-
vent of the white man, though ey-

What did the Indian who
Iulnped the perfect arrow head that
|T haye just picked up believe or
| think? How did he react to natural
phenomena? What did he believe
‘a.br)ue iife and death, aboub future
life with its rewards or punish-
ments? How far advanced was he in
his moral code? As campared with
the more hizhly favored races at the
time of his own life, how did he
think ‘in kindness or courtesy or
plain decency? I am not trying to
revive the myth of the “noble say-
age” but T am wondering whether
even the savage has ever had an
unbiased hearing., Always we have
looked upon hiim from olr own yan-
tageground of superior, or fancied
superior, achieyvement,

But the savage has his revenge, in
a way that Nhe could never haye
| dreamed of. We may reject his crude
methods of transporfation, his crud-
er morals, his arrows or spears; bub |
we still have his myths, his tradi-
tional culture, often his way of
1ittle thinking. He has left us. very

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Waterfowl Season To Be
10 Days Longer This Year

Frankiort, Ky, Aug. 30 (Spl)—
The season for hunting ducks and
geese in Kentucky has heen extend-
ed 10 days over the season of lasp
year, the U, S. Fish and Wildlife
Service has announced:. The season
for geese, ducks and coot will open
on Nov, 17, five days earlier than
las year, end will close on Jann. 10,
five days after the closing date of
last season. The extension was
granted, the Service has informed
the Department of Fish and Wild-
life Resources, when it was found
that the duck and geese population
this yvear was estimated fo be far
greater than for the past few years,

The bag limit will remain the
same as for the past season. Daily
limit of ducks is four, with a posses~-
sion of eight, which total may not
include more than one wood-duck.
The daily bag limit and possession
limit for geese again is five which
fotal may not include more than
two Canada geese or its subspecies,
or two whitefronted geese or one
Canada and one whitefronted. The
ilmit, daily and possession, for coof
remains at 10, while the limit for
redbreasted or American margansers
remdins at 25 wilth no possession
limit after the first day of the sea-
SO11.

Shooting hours for waterfowl and
coot is one-half hour before sunrise
to one hour before sunset (CST)
lexcept on the opening day of the
segson when shooting 15 not per-
mitted until 12 o'clock noon and
ends one hour before sunset.
