The biggest hindrance to effective
functioning of purgation boards is
“a lack of knowledge,” said Harris
W. Coleman, one of the framers of
the new registration and purgation
law after he had made a tour of
western Kentucky ecounties to ob-
serve the workings of county boards.

Coleman said that in many coun-
ties he found that registration books
had not been purged of ungualified
names since the old Purgation Law
went into effect in 1936.

Coleman said that he found most
of the members of the eounty boards
of registration and purgation co-op-
erative, but that in some counties
he found prejudice and resentment
against the new laws.

As an exception to co-operation in
carrving out the provisions of the
new laws, Coleman cited heavily
Democratic Logan county, the home
of Lt. Gov. Emerson Beauchamp,
Coleman said the county boards
there had not even qualified to serve.

In Logan he said he was told that
there were about 23,000 names on
the registration lists whereas the
1950 federal census showed a papula-
tion of only 22,335. And the last

3UY UTILITIES

Group Acquires Coal,
Impyovements, Land ;
Frepare To Operate

A deal completed last Thursday
after several weeks' negotiations
transferred ownership of the Utili-
ties Elkhorn Coal Company holdings
at Martin and gave promise that
the idle workings will be in opera-
tion again within a few days, pro-
viding a potential of employment
for 150 men.

The transaction involved purchase
by €. D. and. B. F. Reed, of Drift,
and P. B. Swing, Cleveland, O., of
the equipment and supplies of the
coal company and 2,700 acres of
coal, approximately 70 acres of land
and improvements of the property
lying on Buck’s Branch owned by
the Beaver Creek Consolidation Coeal
Company.

Amount involved in the deal was
not stated. John Bowman, of Pike-
ville, headed the Utilities Elkhorn
Coal Company. Its mine on Buck’s
Branch had been idle since May 30,
with the result that upwards of 150
men had lost employment.

Included in the improvements are
a modern coal tipple and a few min-
ers’ homes. The mine, it was said,
will normally produce 700 to 860 tons
of coal a day, and it has a capacity
of 1,200 tons daily. The operation is
not mechanized.

Preparations for operation of the
mine were under way this week and
mining of c¢oal may be resumed by
week’s end, it was said. ;

Until Utilities Elkhorn clesed at
the end of last May, it had produced
4,000,000 tons of ceoal from the
Buck’s Branch operation since it
acquired ownership of the mine in
1932, The mine was before that time
operated by the Thornton Coal Com-
pany and the Bailey interests.

Appointed to Staff

LOUISVILLE, KY.—Ralph Fon-
taine, executive secretary of the
Kentucky Bankers Association has
announced the appointment of
William C, Johnstone as agricultural
representative on his staff. John-
stone, field agent in agronomy,
Estension Service, College of Agri-
culture and Home Economics, Uni-
versity of Kentucky, assumed_ his
new duties July 1, 1952,

Johnstone was born in South
Carolina and moyved with his family
in 1804 to g farm in Jessamine
county, Kentucky, He attended the
University of Kentucky where he
received his Bachelor of Science in
1916. From 1917 to 1922 he was agri-
cultural advisor to the Brazilian
government.

In 1923 Johnstone began his ca-
reer with the Extension Service of
Kentucky's College of Agriculture as
county agent in Taylor county, A
year later he moved to McCracken
county where he served for 13 years
as county agent, In 1837 he was ap-
pointed field agent in agronomy
with the Extension Service.

One of his best known activities
has been in connection with pasture
improvement especially with the in-
troduction of Ky, 31 fescue, and the
organization of the highly success-
| ful Kentucky green pasture pro-
| gram of which he was the official

| leader.

Among many honers bestowed on
Johnstone are the following: in
1946 he was awarded a citation by
the Progressive IFarmer -Magazine
as “Man of the Year in Service to
Kentucky Agriculture”. In 1949, the
same publication selected him for
“Man of the Year in Service to
Southern Agriculture”. In 1951
farmers and business interests pre-
sented him with & new automobile
and gold watch as an expression of
their regard for him. He is in con-
stant demand in all parts of the
state as a speaker for farm and
agricultural meetings.

Johnstone is well known in
Floyd where his efforts to promote
Kentucky 31 fescue sold the farmers
on the desirability of the grass for

Meredith said he had objected to
Blackburn about the place because
of noise which would come from
such an establishment.

little streams that we drive across|
today on the highway, frequently |
not not even notieing the flow of |
water. But there was a time when
some of the smallest of these had
an importance all out of proportion
to their size. They were often the
boundaries between communities,
seemingly as important as legal state
lines. People on one side of the
creek went in one direction to a
country store or church or a school-
house; on the other side they fook
a different direction. Sometimes a
hostility grew up between those on
one side gnd those on the other, a
,hostility that seems ridiculous or
even impossible to the younger ones
who live now. “North of the creek”
or “south of the creek” sounded like
saying “God’s chosen  people”
or ‘“the unredeemable.” Among
older people there may still be found
some of these strange provincialisms
that should have died a generation
ago.

Such small barriers as a small
creek meant much at Fidelity when
I lived there. Social lihes were often
drawn at the ford or the bridge thaft
separated the two communities Ac-
tually there were people on the two
sides of the creek who never saw

myself left home at 18 without
knowing all the people whose houses
T ¢ould see from the hill above our

house. I knew people farther away
]on our side of the creek, but the
small stream and its marshy bottom
formed ga barrier that I seldom
crossed. Sometimes people from that
ridge and people from our ridge met
at the county seat and got acquaint-
ed, but some never were so fortu-
nite as to break through the barrier,
©Only the coming of modern trans-
portation and such things as tele-
phones, radios, and consolidated
schools finally broke down that flimsy
barrier and made a much bigger
neighborhooed than I had ever known
when I was a boy.

As I have watched bridges of all
sorts grow up, I have wondered how
| lang it will be until we will seriously
set about bridging other gaps that
should be no more difficult: than it

across Blood river or Beechy Fork.
There were peo| lé on the other side
|of those streams that I should have
known; they ﬁhatﬂd ‘have known
me, too, for both of us would have
been better for having torn down a
wall that had no business to exist. I
often marvel at how much philo-
sophy Robert Frost has packed into
the first line of his poem, “Mending
Wall”: “Something there is that
does not love a wall”

Since 'bridges"' have been built
across the Ohio river, it has come as
a surprise to many people on each
side that we are startlingly alike.
Southern Ihdiana and Illincis are so
much like Kentucky—or is it the
other way?—thal we wonder how
well this likeness surviyed through
the generations since the first settle-
ments, when Kentuckians and Vir-
ginians flocked acros the Ohio fo
the fine new lands. The river itself,
the unpleasantness of the Civil War
and its preceding slavery struggle,
and the fact that highways had a
way of being built east and west in-
stead of north and south—all these
widened the gap that really did not
exist, When the great-grandchildren
of the pioneers finally found each
other out, they did not have to be
more than infroduced; they discov-
ered that it is almost comic. The
Ohio is a large stream, and the
bridges are still too few; bu! those
few outlets or inlets are rapidly
making aware the similarity or the
people on both sides. If there had
been a series of Ohio river pridges
before 1860 and if there had been
some way of getting people to cross
and recross these barriers and boun-
daries, what might mot have been
saved of misery and misunderstand-
inf and even death!

The Rubicon, a very small stream,
was the boundary of Julius Caesar’s
province; when he crossed it, he de-
fied the authorities and mads a new
world, None of us are wise enough
to. appraise properly the Roman
Empire, but even the smallest ones
of us ean see that world civilization
as we know 1t mights nevér have
‘come OF might have been long de-
layed had mot a Roman governor

Notices that must be answered in
five days are also sent outb in this
case, Boards themselves can chal-
lenge registrants at any time.

Bigpest detriment to “phony vot-
ing,” Coleman said, is the compar-
ative-signature requirement. This
means that a voted must sign the
comparative-signature book in his
polls and that election officers if
they doubt his eligibility may com-
pare that signature with the one on
the registration card furnished by
the County Clerk.

Signing the camparative-signature
book is obligatory, he said, under

do justice to all concerned.
Certainly this newspaper
is anxious that the Taxpay-
ers’ League succeed in its

seribed as non-partisan and
unprejudiced, with the com-
mon good its goal. It wants
the League to continue to
work not only now but also
for years to come in a cause
representative of the better
instinets of the county’s best
citizens.

For this reason we are in-
elined to publicize the work-
ings of the League and to
give space to views of per-
sons who are, or who profess
to be, interested in its work.

On the other hand, The
Times has alwayvs had a dis-
faste for any semblance of
partiality or vindictivenesss
as they may affect any indi-
vidual to the « xclusion of all
others. As matters now
gtand, one man is the targel
for every action and practi-
eally every verbal barb that
is hurled. If he alone were
suilty, or reasonably suppos-
ed to be the only one to
whom « guilti belongs, “we
gshould not fear that, fox, all
the good intentions of many,
an injustice is being done.

But, just now, this one in-
dividual stands alone. Others
who may belong in the roles
of defendants are at least
temporarily escaping the
merciless glare the spotlight
of public opinion throws, 1f
he is guilty, others are guilty,

While time passes and we
mark time for future actions,
should we* be an “innocent
party” to the pillorying: of
one individual ? How far can
we publicize—as is our duty
—a matter of great public
interest and not surrender
our aim of seeking to avoid
working an injustice be-
tween one individual and an-
other? How can we avoid
deing so and yet perform the
functions of a newspaper?

Yes, ours is a job of walk-
ing a tight-rope. We teeter
precariously. We get crit-
icism from both sides. We
grow tired.

Wil the State
Depariment Protest?

HE TIMES has always en-
tertained, and on occa-
gion expressed, a pro-

found dislike of intol-
erance and bigotry in all
their forms, Its disapproval
of this form of hatred has,.in
a word, amounted to intol-
erance of intolerance.

We have, in particular,
had little use for the relig-
jous intolerance which in it-
self makes a mockery of re-
ligion and which loses sight
of the Christian ideal. In this
section much of this intoler-
ance: has been aimed at the
Catholic Chureh, and we
have been somewhat mysti-
fied by the bhitterness devout
men and women have ex-
pressed for this part of the
Chyistian world.

But now comes word from
Rome of flagrant intolerance
which makes mere talk pale
beside violent bigotry. There
a group of missionaries
working under the auspices
of the Church of Christ have
fallen afoul of a fascistic law

and into the hands of author-
ities who are apparently in-|

gpired in their intolerance to
eloseé churches and meeting-
places because another part
of Christianity has dared to

expound its theory of Christ

and His teachings within
gight of Vatican City.

Thus does the Catholic
Church invite the criticism
of all the people of the world
who decry bigotry and make
of itself a fair target for all
who revel in intolerance.

These missionaries are

Americans, They are wor-
shipping God according to
the dictates of their con-
sciences. They are seeking to
convert others to their faith.
Martyrs again preach in the
streets of Rome. Americans,
these, who face arrest and
imprisonment unafraid, firm
in their faith, as perhaps are
those who misguidedly op-
pose them with force.

These are American citi-
zens—and what is our State
Department going to do
about that? Will it protest
to the Vatican and the Ital-
ian government against this
show of hatred and intoler-
ance? We shall see.

The Big Sandy Valley As-
soeiation might follow the
Green River group's exam- |
ple. Now would be a fine!
time for the Association to
invite those who are Sena-
tors, and who aspire to be, as
well as the Seventh distriet
Congressional candidates, to
talk about Big Sandy.

We should want to know,
at every propitious opportu-
nity, about seil conservation,
flood control and locks and
dams for the Big Sandy.

Last week coal began mov-
ing out of the Kentucky
River by barge. This coal
was, first of all, hauled by
truck 29 miles from the
mines to Beattyville, there:
loaded onto the barges,|
towed to Clay’s Ferry, and |
from that point unloaded |
and shipped again by truck
to Lexington. '

This causes one to wonder |
if, maybe, we haven’t been|
shooting too high, here on|
the Big Sandy. Perhaps we
should temporarily abandon |
the plan for a system of locks|
and dams covering the whole
river, with its forks, for a
plan which would put back
into operation the locks
which once were operated
and which could throw slack-
water to within. a few miles
of Paintsville. Some dredg-
ing, maximum use of instal-
lations long ago built, a dock
at Catlettsburg, and we
might have a makeshift
water transportation system
by which this section could
survive till the Corps ol En-
gineers and the Congress as
a whole are convinced that
the products of this section—
and we do not refer only to
coal—are vital to the coun-
try.

If Kentucky river opera-
tors ¢an haul coal 29 miles to
Beattyville by truck, Big
Sandy operators should be
able to do the same to a river
port on the Big Sandy.

Heinrich Adam Harman was born
in Germany, on the Rhine, about
the year 1700. Heé was the ancestor
1:::r all that hardy race of frontiers-
men bearing hig name that helped |
to people Southwest Virginia, North
Carolina and Kenficky, He came to
Amerlea, either in the year 1726 or
1727, and his name and the names
of his children are proud legacies of
our frontier story,

The name Harman is stamped
upon the court records, in the mili-
tary annals and interwoven with the
r_-con':}rpic development of Southwest
Virginia, Southern West Virginia and
Eastern Kentucky. The story of the
family, as with that of man, begins
Jml.l-z old Adam, The first written
| record is his old Bible,

| He made the entries in German

':md_ the first is of his marriage to
| Louisa Katrina, on the banks of the
River Rhine.

_"I Heinrich Adam Herman, mar-
ried Louisa Katrina, October 8, 1723
and have fogether begotten eleven
children, and have lived in matri-
mony as true married folks should
up to the year 1749 when my dear
wife died March 18th and was bur-
ied the 21st, which fell on Monday.
The blood of Christ cleanses us of
all our sins. Amen.”

The old German Lutheran Bible
is an invaluable record of the fam-
ily of Heiprich Adam. It descended
through generations of Harmans un-
til it eame into the possession of the
historian, John Newton Harman, Sr.,
of Tazewell, Va. It was sent to him
by a branch of the Harmans from
Arkansas.

In 19726, possibly 1727, Heinrich
Adam and Louisa came to America.
Adam, the eldest son, had been born
| in  Germany. They had stopped
alongz the way and on the Isle of
Man, a second son, Henry, Sr., was
born. George was the first son born
| In America (in 1727) but he died in
1749, the same year his mother died.
Daniel was born in Pennsylvania, in
| 1729.

Mathias, the frontiersman who
| rescued Jennie Wiley, was born near
| Etrasburg, Va, in 1736, It was
lMathias who “ built the first cabin
fon the waters of Big Sandy in the
| year 1755. This was probably the
second cabin built in the ctate of
what is now Kentucky. Dr. Thomas
Walker on his exploring trip to Ken-
tucky in 1750 built the first cabin
by only five years. Walker built his
cabin near the present Barboursville,
Mathias Harman built his hunter's
cabin at the mouth of Johns Creek.”

Another son of Heinrich Adam,
or just plain Adam, as he began to|
be called, was Valentine. He settled |
| on the Clineh river in 1771 bub
moved to Kentucky about 1774. He |
was a member of Henderson's leg- |
islature at Boonesboro in May, 1775,
This was the first legislative body in
Eentucky.

Pennsylvania and owned lands
there.

In 1746 Adam and his brother
Jacob were on a hunting expedition
to the headwaters of the Clinch and
Tug rivers. They were accompanied
by George Draper and a hunter
named MecGary. In a . fight with an
cverwhelming party of Shawnees,
Draper and McGary were killed, -

Waddel’s Annals of Augusta coun-
ty details an Indian robbery of
Adam's cabin. This was in 1749. “A
party of Indians robbed the house
of Adam Harman, probably on the
New River, of nine deer skins and
one elk skin: the next day six In-
dians robbed the same house of 14
deer skins and one elk skin; and the
day following a number of Indians
came and took away 73 deer skins
and six elk skins. This shows that
game was abundant and that Har-
man was a famous hunfer. This is
said to have been the first depreda-
tion by Indians on the whites west
of the Allegheny.”

This gquotation from Waddel shows
most certainly that Adam was a
great hunter. It leaves the inference

too that the famous Indian fighter |

and hunter was away from home, |

probably on a hunting trip.

It was Adam and his two sons
who rescued Mary Ingles after her
escape from the Indians at Big
Bone Lick in 1755. Mary Ingles had
travelled hundreds of miles from
Big Bone Lick in Kentucky, up the
Ohio Valley, up the Kanawha and
over onto the headwaters of the
New in one of the greatest records
of physical feats by women on the
border. She and an old Dutch wom-
on were the first white women to set
footf on Big Sandy River, When
Mary Ingles halloed to a man using
an ax in g piloneer field Adam and
his sons were on the alert for In-
dians. The fact that Adam had built
his cabin here on the headwaters
of the New saved Mary Ingles' life.
Just as the building of Harman’s
Station in Blockhouse Bottom by
his son Mathias, at the mouth of
Johns Creek, saved the life of Jen-
nie Wiley.

In 1758 we find Adam in Captain
Robert Wade's Company. The duties
of this military outfit seem to have
heen the protection of the border.
Indians were prowling all over the
western border of Virginia, Five of
the savages came under Capt.
Wade’s notice and he passed sen-
tence of death upen them. Adam
Harman with his son Daniel and
eleven others were sent out to ex-
ecute the Captain's orders. They in-
| tercepted the band at a ford, two
miles from Dunkard’s Bottom. They

edt. Episcdes like this made the
Harman name 2 terror to the say-
ages.

Heinrich Adam Herman died on
the New River in 1767. John New-
ton " Harman, Sr., the historian,
writes of him: “As a pioneer he was
first among those who sought a
home in the wilderness for himself
and family and with his distinguish-
ed sons blazed the way for his de-
scendants and others to enjoy the
comforts and embellishments of ¢iv-
ilized life * * * Peace to their ashes.

When old Adam Harman died his
son Henry picked up the old Bible
of his father and wrote in Ger-
man: “My father, Adam Harman,
died in the fall of the year 1767. The
blood of Jesus Christ cleanses us of
all sins. My Lord Jesus, yours for-
ever.”

1t would require volumes to de-
tail the story of the descendants of
His son Mathias
built the first settlement on the Big
Sandy when he erected Harman's
Station at Blockhouse Bottom, near
the mouth of Johns Creek. The de-
scendants of Mathias were promin-
ent in the coal development on the
headwaters of Tug River, In Taze-
well and near the ancestral seat of
the family they were prominent.
Other Harmans emigrated westward
and helped build new lands as their
forefathers had built Southwest Vir-
ginia and Eastern Kentucky,

Daniel Harman, Sr., is the ances-
tor of the Eastern Kentucky branch.
He was a son of Adam and Louisa,
born in Pennsylvania, as stated. He
was present when his father and his
uncle (or brother) Jacob when the
fight occurred on Tug River and
Draper and MeGary were killed. He
was present when his brother Val-
entine was killed by the Indians in
1757. He stated afterwards that he:
was standing within one foot of
Valentine when he was killed. Dan-
iel was taken prisoner but escaped.

Daniel married Anna Bughsen in
Rowan county, North Oarolina. He
lived thepe until 1773 when he
moved back to Virginia, settling on
the Clinch. He made a trip with
Peter Harman down the Sandy in
1777. While on this trip they were
attacked by a band of 40 Indians but
escaped. He died either in late 1819,
or early in January, 1820, and his
will was probated in Tazewell coun-
ty.

Daniel Harman married Rosannah
Spurlock and to this union were
bern five Sons: Adam, William,
Aquilla, Dow. and Mathias, accord-
ing to John Newton Harman. This

Aquilla was the father of Rev. Aquil- |

la Harman whbo married Louise
Keith, Feb. 16, 1858, and after her
death married OCynthia Stratton.
Aquilla, son of Col. Daniel, was re-
ferred to as Old Aquilla, to distin-
guish him from his son, Acquilla, Jr.
The late Will" (Sguire) Vaughan, of
Prestonsburg, had distinct recollec-
tions of Old Aquilla and was prob-
ably the last person in Floyd county
to have personal reminiscences about
him,

Adam Harman wrote from Cad-
mus, Lawrence county, Kentucky, to
Mrs. Anna Harman Stumbo in one
of the finest examples of Spencerian
hand on Dec. 3, 1928: “Your father’s
great-grandfather's name was Col-
onel Daniel Harman who emigrated
from ‘Tazewell county, Virginia,
about the year 1797. (This is con-
trary to what John Newton Harman,
Sr., says, for he gives the date as
either 1806 or 1807). He setiled near
the mouth of Shelby Creek. * * * His
wife’s name was Rosannah Spurlock.
Thed had six children, five boys, one
girl, viz: Matthias, William, Adam,
Aquilla, Dow and Rachel” John
Newton Harman does not list Rachel,
but we gdre inclined to believe this
writer is correct.

Again on March 17, 1930, he wrote:
“My father's name was Daniel J.
Harman, born in Pike county, Feb
23, 1823, died in Lawrence county,
Ky., March 6, 1870, Your third great-
uncles settled the Blockhouse Bot-
tom and rescued Jennie Wiley, My
grandfather's name was Adam Har-
man and he heard the report of the
gun that killed the last Indian in
Big Sandy valley.”

Old Aquilla’s children were Math-
ias, Robert, Adam, Richard and
Aquilla, Jr. Aquilla, Jr., was the
father of Daniel O. Harman, the
Prestonsbhurg teacher, and the grand-
father of Guy Horn, Floyd county
jailer.

The Harman story is one of the
best documented of family records
emerging from early America, al-
though sorhe work remains to be
done on the Eastern Kentueky
branch. It is a proud story and is a
saga of pioneer America.

Kentucky's six state Lubemmais hos-
pitals have been approved by the
State Board of Health " medical
internship training, it wasannounc-
ed today by Executive Dlr.ecf.or Joe
D. Miller, of the State Tubercu]nsm
Sanatoria Commission.

The six hospitals—ineluding the
Hazelwood Sanatorium-and the five
comparatively new institutions at
Paris, Ashland, Glasgow, Madison-
ville and London—are Now operating
at full capacity.
