Welfure Fund Purchases 
Stumbo, Nickles Tracts 
f'or McDQ>well Hospital 
That the United Minev:orkers' 

Welfare and Retirement Fund has 
definitely decided to include a 
Floyd county hospital in its program 
calling for construction of 10 such 
institutions in Kentucky, west 
Virgima and Virginia was indicated 
by the purchase last Saturday by 
the Fund of two tracts owned by 
County Judge Henry Stumbo and 
Troy Nickles at the mouth of Doty 
Creek at McDowell. 

The hospital planned there calls 
for 50 beds. Judge Stumbo said he 
had received an unofficial report 
to the effect that plans for the Mc­
Dowell hospital are ready and that 
a contract on the project is ex­
pected soon after Jan. 1. 

General approval of the J:.!ledical

In addition to the Floyd hospital

In seeking your support in my race for County Board Membership I want 
to present you my complete views on the whole situation as I see it. 

It is my sincere belief that a Board member should be above all political 
ties. And one who woud not have to depend on the support of anyone who would 
expect favors for that support. The present method for Superintendents-to-be is 
that of getting the members HE NEEDS in the board membership and keeping 
them there.

It seems to go back 
to the old political game: When a certain voting area is doubtful, in the minds of 
the politicians, they have always managed to put in a road or bridge in that area 
in order to sway the vote. You have needed a school building for a long, long 
time and only now are you getting it. Will the assumption now be that (you are 
satisfied and will cast your vote for those who have ignored you up until now?) 
I don't think that you, as intelligent people, will be swayed by this undermind­
ed gesture that is so obvious. 

My platform is Clear and Unmistakable and will function year after year 
and not just upon special occasions. This I will do as long as you are willing for 
me to serve you and your children.

1. County Board .meetings open to the public.

The so-called taxes paid by other
