Demoecratic T9th Congress had failed
to approve it.

He could also point to the vigorous
fight for approval of the ecanal made
by Democratic Senator Garrett
Withers the year before, or the more
recent efforts of Congressman Carl
Perkins., In fact, though the Cen-
gressional Record contains repeated
speeches and proposals in support
of the canal project by Democraite
Senators Withers and Clements and
Demoeratic Representatives Perkins,
Chell, Underwood, Bates, Gregory
and Spence, it does not list any sim-
ilar effort by Mr. Cooper when he
was a member of the Senate.

While we regret the Iailure of
these many efforts to achieve the
‘much-needed canalization of the Big
Sandy, it should be noted that Lhe
vefusal of the recent Congzress to
approve the canal project was large-
Iy due to an adverse recommenda-
tion by the Army Corps of En-
gineers.

From 1929 to 1950 the ‘BEngineers
gave the Big sSandy eanal project a
highly favorable recommendation,
repeatedly listed it among the most
economically feasible projects in the
nation; that is, one offering the
greatest dollar return for dollars
spent, In 1950, however, the Engi-
neers' report was unfavorable, cit-
ing the increased cost of construe-
tion and the declining market for
coal as reasons. for their opinion
that the canal was no longer econ-
lomically feasible, Representative
©Carl Perkins, a Demoerat, demand-
‘ed a réhearing and tried tirelessly to
persuade the Engiti{e’_e?s_ of their er-
ror. On January 24, 1851, however,
the Engineers issued another report,
supporting their decision of the year
before and ending, at least for the
immediate fature, the chances of the
canal project

We believe the Engineers will find,
upon careful restudy, that the canal
is of tremendous value not enly to
the Big Sandy region, but to the en-
‘tire nation, which needs the Big
‘Sandy's coal reserve in timre of crit-
ical defense demands for steel and

¢oal production. We btrust that Mr,
Cooper, instead of blaming fhe
Democrats for mneglect, will join

them in:their future efforts to bring
this needed development to Ken-
Lucky.

Kentuckian Had Early
Brush With Taft But
Now Men Are Friends

An event that occurred on the
floor of the United States Senate
in 1947 gives insizht into the char-
acter and integrity of John Sher-
man Cooper, a man thousands of
Kentuckians want to re-elect to
the Senate this year.

Several of Cooper's early votes
did not please members of his own
party. Finally, Senator Robert A
Taft of Ohio rose from ‘his seat
and addressed Cooper.

“Are you a Democrat or a Re-
publican?” Taft asked. “When are
zgg_ going to begin to xote with

Cooper answered him in'a calm
voice. “If you will pardon me,”
the Kentuckian said. “I shall vote
as I see fit; after all, I represent
my people in Kentucky who have
sent me here to look after their
interests.”

After this first brush, Cooper
and Taft became friends. Al-
though not in agreement on some
issues that confronted the B80th
Congress, they respected and un-
derstood each other.

One cold night in the winter of
late 1920 “Devil Anse” went to Logan
to spend the night. With him was
Tennis and his wife, They stayed
at the Aracoma Hotel and, the
rooms being too warm, they stepped
down to fhe street for a short walk.
When they came out onto the walk,
Sadie noted that the old feud lead-
er's shirt was unbuttoned. She called
his attention to it and buttoned it
up for him.

“Devil Anse” went home with a
cold. He was sick a week, speechless
in the last days. But before he lost
his ability to talk he asked his
daughter-in-law to cut his hair and
trim his beard. “The barbers might
cut my ears,” he said. Before he
died she was called to the dying
man's bedside. But the old feudist
| who at one time was the most feared
individual in the wilds of Logan
and Pike counties was at death's
door. What he had wanted to say
was never known, for he could only
move his lips.

When Anse died there was never
such a funeral in Logan county.
There were thousands, some say 5,-
000 people. The railway com-
pany ordered two extra coach-
es on the train out of Togan
and these coaches, too, were jammed
with humanity. “Uncle” Dyke Gar-
rétt, who had served in the ranks
of the Lozan Wildeats with Captain
Anss, preached the funeral. He did
a good job of it, too, for Anse had
been converted and baptized long
before.

This was certainly a surprise to me. Floyd county has paid the Common-
wealth’s Attorney for many years above and in addition to that compensation
allowed to him by the Commonwealth. :

Section 98 of the Constitution of Kentucky reads in part as follows:

“The compensation of the Commonwealth’s Attorney shall be by
salary and such percentage of fines and forfeitures as may be fixed by
law, and such salary shall be uniform in so far as the same shall be
paid out of the State Treasury, and not to exceed the sum of $500 per
annum; but any county may make additional compensation, to
paid by said county.”

Section 69.010 of Kentucky Revised Statutes, which was the statutory law
during the first 414 years that I was honored to be your Commonwealth's At-
torney, reads in part as follows;:

“Each Commonwealth’s Attorney shall receive an annual salary
of $500, to be paid out of the State Treasury, in addition thereto and
in lieu of all taxed fees and perquisites he shall be allowed the sum of
$4,500 per annum out of the fines and forfeitures rendered in favor
of the Commonwealth in the several courts in his district to be paid
monthly out of the fines and forfeitures collected and paid into the
State Treasury . .. In no case shall he receive more than $5,000 out of
the State Treasury for any one year, BUT THE FISCAL COURT OF
ANY COUNTY MAY ALLOW THE COMMONWEALTH’S ATTOR-
NEY FOR THAT COUNTY ADDITIONAL COMPENSATION AS IT
DEEMS PROPER, TO BE PAID AS OTHER CLAIMS AGAINST THE
COUNTY ARE PAID.” ]

When 1 took office as Commonwealth’s Attorney in Floyd county the Floyd
fiscal court had been paying the Commonwealth’s Attorney $1,500 per year un-
. der the above law. ' .

During the first few months that I served in Floyd county as Common-
wealth’s Attorney the matter of paying me was diseussed by me and members
of the fiscal court. They were newly elected, as I was, or three of them had been
re-elected, They desired to do the right thing. They felt that T should be treated
as Commonwealth’s Attorneys had been treated in the past. 1 felt the same
about it. I was at your service in the investigation and prosecution of crime at
all times. This I would have done at my own expense if the court had not been

willing to help.

I have never desired to be unfair, or selfish, or unfaithful in any trust given
to me by the people. I wanted to do justice to everyone when I was in Floyd

. county. You of course realize that I was required to be out certain expenses in
] order to adequately carry on the duties of the office. It was necessary for me
to be away from home. It was necessary for me to help investigate crime, and
to visit the scene of all major crimes; we had a lot of that after the war. I at-
tended the Circuit Court and the examining courts, and at times I was called
upon to attend other courts outside ¥ d county in ord_pr to serve the citizens
of Floyd eounty, I worked hard and tried to do a good job.

When I was elected County Judge, here, Kuott county had been paying
the Commonwealth’s Attorneys $600 per year. This was cut to $300 per year.
The war was on, and many people were away. There was not much crime, and
not muceh expenses to the attorney. Some members of our Knott fiscal court
wanted to cut out this payment entirely, but in view of the above cited law, and
the precedent set years previous by our court, and according to my sense of
fairness to the then Commonwealth’s Attorney and his willingness to come into
our county at any time and go into any part of the county and investigate a
erime, and for the good of better law enforcement to the people, I felt that we
should continue to at least pay him enough to take care of his expenses, There-

fore, the fiscal court of Knott county voted to pay him $300 per year for that
purpose. _

During the year 1946, the first year I was Commonwealth’s Attorney, and
after 1 hagél serged for several months, I went before the Floyd fiscal court,
and suggested to them that $50.00 per month, or $600.00 per year, would
reasonably take care of my expenses during the time that I was required to work

You know, I think honesty is the first gual-
ification of any offieial, and furthermore, I don’t want anyone anywhere in any
position for any purpose, who is not honest, fair in his judgment, and sincere
in purpose.

FOR OVERLOADING

While
enforcmnenﬁrnf their state’'s excel-
lent laws governing highway freight-
ing, Tnewspapers in neighboring
states ‘have recently published a-
plenty about efforts of hizhway po-
lice and other agencies to safeguard
roads and the motorists who pay for
them.

The North Carolina Department
of Motor Vehicles reports that in
July, this year, its workers weighed

36,391 trucks; found 438 in violation |

of the state’s weight load limit laws,
and collected fines of $18,377.15.

The annual report of the Virginia
Highway Department for the year
ending June 30, 1951 says the state
collected in that year $980,000 in
fines against overloaded trucks. A
total of 725,000 trucks were weighed.
Virginia has 30 portable secales.
Weighing is done by the state police.
The money collected in fines goes to
sehools,

In West Virginia, the Division of
Enforcement, State Road Commis-
sion, reported that from July, 1951,
to March, 31, 18562, it caught 2,326
trucks hauling loads in excess of
legal limits and collected $96,074.71
in fines and costs.

Indiana caught 760 big trucks vio-

lating the weight Jimits in April, and |

the Florida Supreme Court has held
it is constitutional to seize trucks for
violation of its weizht and load lim.
its.

The Ohio Highway Patrol, report-
ing for 1951, showed 7,703 arrests of
truckers for overloading, with $321,-
238 collected in fines, one-half of
which went to the highway main-
tenance fund, the remainder to the
city or county in swhich the law was
broken and the arrest made.

State highway officials throughout
the nation, aware of the great dam-
age done highways by overloaded
boxecars using the roads, have moved
stronz:ly in recent months by greater
efforts to enforce laws regulating
the use of highways by freight
trucks, widely called the worst haz-
ard to the life of any type of high-
way.

Located at central points in Perry
county, the two brick-steel strue-
tures replace seven old and in-
adequately equipped frame buildings.
The new buildings which cest
$1,000,000, offer the latest in edu-
cational facilities for the ‘county's
1,000 high school ‘students.

Consolidation of Ferry county
schools had long Ueen discussed
among educators and others in-
terested in bettering education in
the county system,

How to get the money was the
hig problem. But in 1949 the County
School Board voted to float a $800,-
000 bond issue, with the remainder
of the cost to be paid from county
funds. Tae structures cost about
$500,000 each.

Construction was starfed in the
'summer of 1950 and both schools
were opened for the present term.

 OF KENTUGKY FOLKLORE

This article is being written for
the old-timers who avalked to school,
before the days of modera trans-
portation, §

The old school path needs a poem
in its honor, for it Was, in well-worn |
words, “The royal 1oaq to learning” |
for many of us. It bezan at a farm-
house, ran through woods, joined
other paths, and finally reached a
shabby little building, usually on
the most unproduetive land in the
whole community, Along it thronged
all the schepl géneration, armed
with dinner baskets or buckets and
book satchels, and often walking
uncomfortably in the shoes that had
nad a long summer's rest. And back |
over ib ih the afternoon came the
same irregular hordes, with empty
baskets or buckets and with shoes
and stockings in their hands, an-
other day of learning achieved.

Now, our school path must have
been typical. Tt went up past the
stockbamn, across a field to a to-
bacco barn, and then into the
Woods. Those woods extended for
miles—rather thin, unimpressive
Woods, for they had all grown up
since the Purchase area had ceased
to be a prairie. But to a boy who
had never seen anything else they
seemed great enough. Along the way
We might see squirrels or an opossum
or @ rabbit. Birds would sing, too,
though I knew the names of very
few of them. The path crossed a
wet-weather branch, and the water
gurgled as it swept over drifts of
leaves and sparkled over shiny peb-
bles, just like the ones we took to
school to help us learn to count.
Sometimes we delayed our eager
pursuit of knowledge long enough to
construct mighty dams in the brook
and then had to run all the rest of
the way to keep from being late. In
late fall there were some pretty
sour wild grapes along the path,
but who ever heard of a boy’s pass-
ing up something to eat because it
was sour? The hickory nuts were
not too good, as most of the trees

ery kernels. But dogwood berries
grew on the old poor hillside and
were ready-made ammunition for
our popguns. And in some places
there would be clumps of a wood-
land variety of goldenrod, and on
tke ‘hillsides the bulest blue asters
I have ever seen,

Not far beyond our tobacco barn
and the edge of the woods another
school path joined ours, the avenue
to learning for children who lived
slightly up the creek from us. My
first sweetheart lived on the farm

just up the creek Irom our farm.
She and I were in the tree-climbing

age then; neither could ever accuse

the other of being a sissy.

Cultivated fields occupy
much of the old, old path through
the woods, A modern four-year high
school in the village itself has suc-
ceeded the shabby little one-room
place where we said our lessons.
