The little band had
marched through swamps and water,
snow and ice. They had suffered
from cold, hunger and fatigue. But
at the end was Vincennes and vict-

The campaign ended, Clark and
his men returned 'to the eastern
settlements, scattered gver the fron-
tier whence they had been gathered
Clark, prominent amd a national
hero, moved upon the scene, his
every action illuminated by public
interest. Most of the men sank into
oblivion, recording inte history |
after their glorions hour on the
stage. Solomon Stratton, the Mont-
gomery county, Virginia, frontier-
man who had enlisted and fought
for his country against. his own
state’s desires, disappeared for five!
years, 1

We find him next on the New
River in 1783, when he takes up
245 acres of land. Then he disap-
| pears for a decade and a half. He
| was obscufle like the many Revol-
utionary War wveterans who cared
for only their country and little for
records of service. Solomon never
| applied for a pension and these
pension records of the Reyolutionary
soldiers which are often such a
valuable sdurce on the life of any
veteram, do mnot exist in Solomon's
case. Indeed if if were not for the
historians, Pendleton and summers,
we would net know that he was with
Clark,

We do not know whom he married
except that her name was Jane and
he was married probably in Virginia.

Just why Solomon Stratton did
not acquire the vast estate for him-
self we do not know. He certainly
had the opportunity and knew the
legal steps to so do. He did acquire
though ‘some fine Jand broad. xiver
bottoms, between the present Bebsy
Layne and Ivy Creek. Most of it
was evidently passed on quickly to
his sons. He and these sons, Tandy,
Richard and Harry, owned all of the
bottom from near Betsy Layne to
Ivy Creek on the north side of the
river. Fringing these river beftoms
were large hill land areas.

Solomon. Stratton lived about a
guarter mile south of the mouth of
Mare Creek. For years the home of
Thomas Leslie stood almost exactly
on the spot of the old homestead.
Solomon’s son Tandy lived near
where the residence of R. P. Strat-
ton, deceased, now stands. Solomon
aied in 1819 and is buried in the old
Stratton cemetery where so many
of the early pioneers are buried—
at the mouth of Mare Creek mear
thie residence of Bill Hall.

George Rogers Clark, the com-
manding general of Solomon Strat-
ton, died Feb. 13, 1818, only a few
moriths before his humble soldier
died. It is recorded that Clark in
despair ecried out before he died:
“I have given the United States
half of the territory they possess
and they suffer me to remain in
poverty”. His remains rest in Cave
Hill cemetery at Louisville,
