Now '!S for using your net, don'·t 
ever go after a fish tail first; a 
touch C!f the net against his tail 
sends ·him dashing off, even when 
he appearn exhausted. ThP. net 
should a1ways be held perfectly still, 
just under the surface, and the fish 
led <jUietly, head first, into it. Wait 
unJtif his head is about to the rear of I 
the frame-if he's large, let the net I 
sink and slide under a little-and 
quieltly lift him up. Since the back • 
of tlhe net is above the surface, a 
touch on his tail by its front will 
only drive him into the meshes. 

It often happens that a fish can-~ 
not be brought properly to the net 
the first time, so just !cart him 1 
around again. Jabbing at him with 1 
the net, or attempting to scoop him I 
in is practically certain to lose him 
and might result in broken tackle. I 

In Short, there is no better meth­
od of landing any fish of good size j' 

than proper use of a net-even 
though it may take some time to I 
untangle hooks fl'Om it.

Antomoi.Jile dealers' licenses expire 
Dec. 31 and should be rene ~·ed im­
mediatelY, Robert A. Thompson, di­
l'eotor of Local Relations for the De­
partmen t of Revenue, said here to­
day. 

The co~ of a C:ealer's license is 
$25.50 which includEs the certifica­
tion and one plate. Each additional 
plate costs $5 and they are furnished 
oniy on order. It requires about 
three weeks for delivery of addition­
al plates so orders should be placed 
now with the county clerks.

The Myth of Old-Age Security 

Our vaunted "Social Security" 
system just isn't working. The 
cumulative effects of the govern- '1 

ment's long-standing tax-spenci., 
policies and accompanying inflation, 
have made security a myth for most 
of our elderly citizens. Striking but 
tragic proof of the system's failure 
lies in the fact that today, among 
persons 65 or older, one out of every 
five is on relief. The shocking total 
is 2,700,000-alrnost twice as many 
as at the depths of the depression. 

Appraising the financial impasse 
of the aged, in the December Reader's 
Digest, Charles Stevenson cites indi_ 
V'idual cases to illustrate a penury 
that is spreading like an epidemic 
among those who have outlived t'heir 
productive years. Breakdo;.vns in 
health, from the effort to make both I 
ends meet on ridiculously inadequate 
incomes, are common. 

Fourteen years ago, when the Socialj 
Security system was launched, gov-, 
ernment social workers ascertained 
that an elderly couple could main­
tain a "fair American standard of 
living" on $770 a year. Today, be­
cause of much higher living costs, 
plus hidden taxes which take a 
quarter cf even the poorest family's 
income, much more is needed. The 
bud:get used by the Social Security 
Administrator to determine the I 
adequacy of relit::f programs now re-, 
quires $1750 to $2000 annually to 
maintain a couple on a minimum 
liV'i.ng standard. Very few elderly I 
people h<ave that much.

j Unable to get along on federal'! 
1 Old-Age and Survivors' Insurance . 
benefits, thousands seek employ- I 
ment. At 65 or 70 or 75, jobs are not I 
easy to get, and even if the pension-~ 
er finds cne it may not help much. 
In most cases, if a job earns over ., 
$75 monthly the job-holder is sub­
ject to the penalty of having his I 
federal benefJ.ts canceled for the 
month. Monthly benefits we~e de-l 
nied in two cases named m the · 
article, because job earnings eX!Ceed-j 
ed the allowable maximum of 71 : 
cents and 63 cents, respectively. In I 
another, a couple was suspended i 
from OASI rolls for three months 
because the husband had taken $2.99 
worth of sandwiches as pay. Their 
loss in federal benefits was $210.

confiscatory taxation if we are to I 
resolve th!s dilemma of the aged, I 
the aut1hor urges. We should also re­
move the limibations which prevent, 
old-age insurance bene.ftciaries from i 
working. 'I1he alternative is real 
povel'ty for most of us in our de­
clinin'g years.
