So let this editorial mere-
ly serve as a reminder to
those of us who intend to
help but are inclined to de-
lay. :

Hospitalization for the
youngsters of this county
who last summer were strick-
en by poelio has piled up bills
against Floyd Chapter, Na-
tional Foundation for Infan-
tile Paralysis, which now ex-
ceed $6,000, And all the
children are not yet out of
their hospital sick-rooms.
More expenses are ahead,
but even now the Chapter is
behind approximately
$4,000.

Had not last year’s March
of Dimes hit a new record
for the county, the Chapter’s
financial plight would. be
even worse. If the county
fails this year, and if there is
any recurrence of polio dur-
ing coming months, the situa-
tion 'will be distressingly
worse. For both Floyd Chap-]
ter and the National Foumn-|
dation are already deep in
debt as a result of the 1952
epidemic,

A contribution of 20 cents
per person in this county
would supply in excess of
$10,000 for the fight on
polio. It isn’t too much to ask
of anybody, but everybody
can’t be depended on to give.
So it’s up to us who will to
give and give generously.

Germanium, a grayish-white
crystalline substance mueh like
diamonds, is worth about $350 a
pound in its pure form. Since only
a tiny bit, in many instances less
than the size of a match head, is
used in any device, the cost of the
metal is only a small part of the
cost of the completed component.

A spot survey of America’s res-
pirator residents revealed that of
260 long-term patients being
treated at five respirator centers
supported by the March of Dimes,

ave been freed during the
past two years from tank type
iron lungs to other less-con-

fining breathing devices. An addi- |

tional 52 have been released from
all types of artificial respiration,
while all but 14 others enjoy pros-
pects of at least partial liberation,

The survey also disclosed that
the majority of respirator patients
under 20 years of age were boys,
while most of those between 20
and 39 were women, Medical au-
thorities will hazard no explana-
tion for this baffling statistic, the
March of Dimes organization said.

Of every hundred polio pa-
tients living in respirators, 15
have been confined for three
years or longer, 13 for two to
three years, while 16 have been
respirator patients for one to two
years, the report revealed.

16 Hours a Day in ‘Lung’

The average iron lung patient
spends 16 hours each day in his
iron home. One out of four can
rely partially upon a chest res-
pirator or a rocking bed for a
portion of the breathing assist-
ance he needs.

If it is
bad, we deserve the ruthless, smear
accusations that have been made
against our character and reputa-
tion, I will leave the decision to
those of you who know us best. We
have today a small group of men
hiding behind the iron curtain that
threatens to destroy the life of the
whole world in order to gain mon-
etary and political power.

Garrett, for he talks little of things
that made life stark and dark, and
then his words are earefully weighed,
laconic answers. When he was told
that another major operation would
be necessary to save his life after
the first a few days previous had
failed, he asked: “When?” The sur-
geon said it would have to be done
as soon as he would ge able to stand
the shock, perhaps in a dav or so.
He answered only, “Well.” There
was no sigh of deep finality but only
the calm acceptance of things by
saying, ‘“‘Well.”

Things, in reality,/had never been

well for years. When he was young
he had been strong. Not so long ago
by the calendar for he was only
thirty: now. In those early days he
worked in the mines and on the
farm. Teday he stil works on the
farm and if there is a job to do he
does not evade it hy recalling the
many times he submitted to the
surgeon’s knife.

He lives by the grace of modern
miracle surgery and is watebed over
by specialists of ‘the United Mine
Workers' Welfare department. He
sees them semi-annually. For a yvear
or two now they have not told him

to anticipate any more operations.

It is inconceivable that he would
need any more, for there have been
two on the kidneys. There have been
others for various other things, all
serious: Omne operation removed a
lung. All told there havée been nine.

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Auto License Violators

Subject to $100 Fines

Frankfort Ky., Jan. 17 (Spl)—
Violators of Kentucky automobile
license laws were warned by State
Folice today that they face fines of
up to $100 if caught.

The wviolations have been espe-
cially noted in border areas of the
state where many residents often
buy their tags in neighboring states
to avold paying EKentucky’s usage
and pmperty taxes.

State ponce and Department of
Revenue officials said that Kenbfuck-
ians who use out-of-state tags are
subject to fines of from $10 to $100.

According to Kentucky statutes all
residents must purchase their auto
licenses in the state, The law also
applies to out-of-state persons who
move to Kentucky and to Kentuck-
ians who buy out-of-state cars.

Departments of Police and Rev-
enue also noted that it is illegal in
Kentucky to use tags on cars owned
or used personally either by auto
dealers or their employes.
