TO LAKE PARK

First Reports Show;
Need of Organization

If a siate park is to be ‘established
in the Dewey Lake area, there will
be more to be done than the mere
filing of a request, reports previous-
ly made on such a project indicate.

Although Governor Lawrence W.
Wetherby told an Ashland meeting
several weeks ago, that the chances
of a slate park in the reservoir
area are excellent, there remains
adverse reports made as early as
1947 to Harocld A. Brewning, Com-
missioner of Conservation, and Rus-
sel Dyche, director of the Division
of State Parks, These reports are
not necessarily binding on present
officials, but the need for a Dewey
Lake Association to point out the
need for such an improvement and
its potentialities has been cited.

A detailed report made during the
administration of Governor Willis
concluded that “It seems inadvis-
able to consider the Dewey Reser-
yvoir area for state park develop-
ment”, The report cited as reasons
for such adverse report that the
area has no outstanding scenie
value as compared with other rug-
ged country in eastern Eentucky,
that the affected population is
comparatively small and that the
daily potential of visitors tn the
park was estimated at 250 persons.

It was pointed out here this week
that the Dewey area far execels in
natural beauty the flat country
where Eenucky Lake state park has
been developed af great cost and
with much 'success, and that an
average of more than 1,500 persons

FEE CHARGE
IS ILLEGAL

Says Ruling on Charge
Made by Sheriff Here;
State Law Misconstrued

Sheriffs in Kentucky have no
right to charge arrest fees against
persons swearing out misdemeaner
warrants, Assistant Attorney Gen-
eral M. B. Holifield wrote in an
opinion this week in respornse to
an inguiry from this county.

The inquiry, written on the sta-
tionery of Circuit Clerk W. W. Cool-
ey but not by Mr. Cooley, said:

“The office of the sherifi here
has been charging people for ex-
ecuting warran’s and the war-
rants being issued in the name of
the Commonwealth, and people who
swear out warrants are required to
pay before the offce will execute
the precess.”

Holifield said the sheriff can-
not charge such fees to the persons
swearing out the warrants or re-
quire them to pay for making an
arrest.

The sheriff has'a right to collect
fees from the Commonwealth in
such cases only after “the defendant
has been convicied and has paid to
the Commonwealth the fee fixed
by statue for his arrest.”

There are four basic types of
bass fishing — surface; shallow
deep and bottom, Judging by the
huge tackle chests you see some
anglers carting, you need a lot of
pluzs o catch bass. Or do you?
Just what is the minimum num-
ber of plugs you need? Could you
get along with just one?

We asked Jason Laucas, whao has
the higcest tackle box I've €ver
seen, ‘and he reluctantly ad-
mitted a guy who knows his fishing
might be able to do so by clever
manipulation of that one plug.

Woyw, I don't expect.any bass fish-
ermen will actually believe T mean
for him to get along on one or two
or even three plugs. But whay fol-
lows should give you a hint of how
to assemble a well-balanced selec-
tHion of gplugs. A huge majority of
tackle boMes that we see are equip-
ped for sukface ond shallow fishing
only. )

shallow runner, perhaps of natural | KE

scale or an orange color. His type
of surface lure, on which he gets the
most bass, isn't a surface lure at
all but a fleater which he retrieves
very, very slowly with occasional
jerks of the rod tip. You could
convert this into a deep plug by

‘adding split shot or lead but you'd

have ‘to be very careful not to
wreck the action. '

If you were to be a two-plug ang-
ler, the other plug would be a sink-
er. One that sinks quite slowly does
very well to depths of six or eight

feet—and a slow sinker hovering!

in midwater looks most natural
when worked slowly with little jerks
and dead pauses.

This means that & man fishing
where the water is rarvely over 10
feet deep or so will generally ‘do

‘best with a slow sinker; but where

it’s over that, unless you have the
patience of Job, you'll want some-
thing that goes down faster, per-
haps a metal lure. For really deep
water my fayorife is a small, heayy
metal pork-rind Iure.

A thin, flattish one will weave
and wobble too much to go down
very rapidly, and he smaller,
heavy one won't have much action
of its own at reasonable -speed, &0
it meeds the action of the rind. A
single spinner blade at its head not
only gives it a flash but sets up a
slight jiggle that gives fhe rind g
good action.

Commenting on the dairy busi-
ness County Agent Rice said,
“If 6 dairies with 10 good cows
each and producing 1000 gallons
aof milk per cow annually were
operaling in Floyd county, these
dairies would bring in $30,000.”

This would in-
crease yields but raise the nico-
tine content of the product.

“I wish you tobacco growers
would get into the habit’of hav-
ing your soil tested,” he said.
You have been buying phosphates
when you need potash. Potash
gives increased yield and in-
creased quality. If you don’t test
your soil, then put on fertilizers
as if your scil needed every-
thing”

It
requires no maintenance and is ex-

| eellent for contour fences. To song-

birds and small game it furnishes
food and protection against ene-
mies,

Bicolor lespedeza will produce
enough seed on one-eighth aere to
winter a covey of quail. (One-four-

th aicre is bebter, especially during |

unfavorable years like 1952), Much
of the seed will fall in January
and February, when other guail
foods are scarce and covered: with
snow. Bicolor will not withstand
grazing, but will grow on very poor
soil, and along woods borders,

Other plants include wblack wal-
nut, Russian olive, and Russian
mulberry, which is a good post tree.

Most of the plants will he dis-
tributed through the Floyd County
Soil Conservation District and L.
R. Johnson, Soil Conservation Ser-
vice techician, will advise farm-
ers on where to make plantings and
how to care for them.
