TICKET BOLT
BARS VOTER

From Place on Ballot
Of His Party at Next
Election, Ruling Made

A candidate who admits in filing
his notification and declaration that
he did not support the entire list of
nominees on his party ballot
at the preceding November election,
is not entitled to a place on the
ballot at the following primary,
wrote Assistant Attorney-General
M. B. Holifield this week in response
to an inguiry from County Clerk
DuRian Moore.

Moore wrote the Attorney General
Feb. 4, stating he had had several
inquiries conecsrning the elizibility
of candidates for public office who
will state in their notification and
declaration papers they did net
support all the party nominees at
the November election:

One such candidate, Henry How-
ard, of Prestonsburg, who had an-
nounced for the Democratic nom-
ination. for Magistrate, withdrew as
a result of the opinion, “I made no
effort to conceal the fact that I
crossed my ballot last November,"
Howard said. “T don't consider the
office: worth swearing a He for.”

The opinion cited the Courf of
Appeals decision. in . the case of
Hager, Clerk, vs. Robihson. In this
the Appellate Court pointed out:

“He (the candidate) must submit
himself to such reasonable regula-
tions or tests as may be required of
candidates by law under which the
primary election is held; and if one
of these tests requires him to state,
in order to get his mame on his
party’s ballet, that he supported
‘the nominees of the party of which
he seeks nomination, at the last
regular election, he must do so, and
the disclosure, even if it should give
the names of the persons for whom
he voted, he will not violate the
provisions as to secrecy of the bal-
1ok, o3

The words, “supported its nom-
inees,” the ruling holds, do not nec-
) | essarily mean that the candidate
should have voted for the nominees.
Without having voted at all' he may
have given them actual and active
supporf by advocating their claims,
by contributions and other help.
“Therefore,” the Appellate Court
continued, “to’ require one to say
he supported his party at a former
| aleotion would not necessarily com-
pel the admission on his part that
he voted for them, and for this
reason, if no other were apparent,
it cannot be said that the test here

Next season
I went to Dogwood Grove, a one-
room. school two and a haif miiesl
from the village, as did most of |
the other Dixie children. There I
learned to spell simple words.

Views of 21 Members
On School Questions
Ave Almost Unanimous

The 21 members of Advisory Com-
mittee on Bducational Policy named
for the Prestonshurg school district
to assemble information for the
Kentucky Legislative Research Com-
mission saw eye-to-eye on every
question of the guestionnaire sub-
mipted to them at their first meet-
ing Tuesday night except one, and
on that one there was considerable
cleavage.

The difference of opinion arose
over the quesfion, “Should the pub-
lic school program include adult
education?” Twelve voted “Yes,” to
SEVen Noes.

Chalmer H. Frazier, superinten-
dent of Prestonsburg schools, acted
as temporary chairman of the meet-
ing and explained the work to be|
done and what the purpose of the
study — a minimum educational
faundation program for Kentucky—
means, Fred G, Francis was clected
permanent chaibrman, Mrs. R. V.
May, vice-chairman, and Mrs. Fra-
zier, secretary.

Mr. Frazier explained that the
program if put into effect will|
mean that every school district in |
Eentucky will have the same base|
program established below which |
none can fall, with a2 minimum
amount fixed to be spent on each
child. Forty-one other states al-
ready have such a program, and
the one proposed for Kentucky, he
said, is' composed of what is con-
sidered the best features in the
programs of the other states.

All 21 committee members agreed
each child should receive nine
months’ schooling a year, that the
public school program should in-
clude ' kindergarten but not junior
colleges. They suzgesied the Univer-
sity of Kentucky should establish
extension centers to bring junier

likewise ragreed that children en-
tering the first grade should be 8ix
vears old within 30 days of opening
{of the school year, that small
schools cannot offer a full program
economically, that special instrue-
tion should be provided for the
physically bhandicapped, the men-
tally: retarded and ' the unusually

gram should include art and musie,
commercial subjects,
manual ants and agriculture.

The vote was unanimous, too, for
health service fto pupils, athletic
and recreational programs, school
lunches at reasonable cost,

Water Pollution Body
Re-Elects Henry Ward
As Sewage Policy Told

Henry Ward, State Commissioner
of <Conservation, was 1re-elected
chairman of the EKentucky Water
Pollution Commission at a meetinz
held in Twouisville recently. Mr,
Ward has been chairman of the
commission since its establishment
in '1850.

Earl Wallace, Commissioner of
the Department of Fish and Wild
Life Resources, was re-elected vice-
chiairman. Dr. Bruce Underwood,
Commissioner of Health, is secre-
tary of the commission, and Louis
F. Birkel is its executive director.

The commission adopted a policy
at its meeting which. it hopes will
expedite the construction of sew-
age treatment plants

Under this policy, consideration
of applications for approval of
|plans for extension of sewer sys-
|t,ems in EKentucky municipalities
| which do not have adequate sewage
treatment facilities will be continu-
|ed until the commission is given
{evidence by the municipality in-
|volved of its plans to provide such
| treatment.

Extensions of sewers by a muni-
cipality adds to its pollution prob-
lem. It is the position of the com-
mission |that it is improper to ap-
| prave shoh extensions without as-

| surances that the municipality rec-
| ognizes its responsibility to provme‘
:tre&tment and that it has specific |
| plans ‘to correct that condition. ‘

This deoes not mean of necessity |
that the commission will refuse|
permits for sewer extensions until |
a sewage treatment plant is built
and is in operation. The commis-
sion recognizes that it may be re-
gquired to approve sewer additions
as a safeguard to public health and
to provide for the orderly de'.relop-
ment of a community. Tt does mean,
however,, that ‘the commission
wants to know that sewage freat-
ment is being included in the plans |
of the community.

There are a number of cities in
entucky which are growing rapid- |
1y, increasing the discharge of
their sewage into public streams,
which have made little progress fo-
‘ward construction 'of sewage treat-
ment plants. The commission feels |
that they should recognize and ac-
cept their responsibility to treak
gewage as well as to get b away
from individual residences and
‘bustness and industrial establish-

HITS WELFARE
HOSPITALIZATION
Editor, The Times:

I am a regular practieing phy-
sician of the state of Kentueky, 1

was born in Magoffin county, but
spent most of my early bhoyhoou

days on Middle Creek in Filoyo

county, near West Prestonsburg,

I know much of the history oi
this section . from actual contact
with older people, many of whoni
have passed away and 18ft folk-
lore of the early days. I know much
of the story of Jeny Wiley whe
was captured by the Indians. 1
often meet with descendants of
hers, from whom I obtain valuable
information.

I know where Daniel Boone, Hill
and perhaps Squire Boone followed
a Buifalo's trail up Middle Creek
to where the mining town of David

|is now located. Thé Boone's and

Hill followed this trail in 1767 to &
spring from which they manufac-
tured some salt, and camped there
that winter.

While making calls on horse-
back in this remote section, I hatve
many times sampled the water
from the old spring where they’
built their hut in which they
camped.

Since my graduation from the
Medical School at First & Chest-
nut. Streets, Louisville, in 1908, I
have been in this section practic-
ing medicine and most of that by
horseback riding. I am the only
physician to complete medical ed-
ucation and return and practice
my profession in the Middle Creek
section,

The first railtoad was completed
to Prestonsburg during 1903. Be-
fore this time we had but little
travel. We were an isolated people,
with muech inter-marriage.

It is very difficult for the aver-

age family not employed by the
mines to get myedical help. The
Welfare, as it is now carried on, is
a great disadvantage to the aver-
age citizen and the rural medical
practitioner. He, in his private
practice, with no hospital connec-
tions, is not recognized. Home calls,
office calls and obstetrical practice
outside a hospital are neither one
recognized. It seems to be the in-
tention of the Welfare Board to
force all this practice to be done
in a hospital.
This, to. my mind, is the begin-
ning of the end of the old time
rural physician’s services to the is-
olated people who happen 'not to
be qualified for this “Socialized”
system of medical aid as rendered
by the Welfare Board.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 5 — Ap-
proximately 70 million tons of bi-
tuminous coal were produced in
Kentucky's 2300 mines last year,
according to Bituminous Coal In-
stitute estimates preliminary to

lofficial U. S, Bureau of Mines re-

ports. The fizure is Ybout 7 per
cent below 1951 output, as cempar-
ed with a decline of 13 per cent for
the country as a whole, and it is
considerably ahead of the state's
pre-war levels.

Bituminous doal, Wwhich is pro-
duced in 33 counties in Eastern
Kentucky and 12 in Western Een-
tucky, is the state’s most import-
ant asset, the Institute peints out.
Coal is the biggest employer and
brinigs more money into Keéntucky
than does any other product.

Kentucky coal is used in at least
30 states and in most European
countries west of the Iron Curtain.
HEastern Kentucky's product is high-
ly sought as a source of coke and

ing and a variety of other manu-
acturing uses. Western Kentucky's
yield is in greatest demand for gen-
eral steam purposes and in the do-
mestic field.

The best local customer for coal
produced in the Bluegrass State is
the electric utility industry, which

lion tons annually. Other large-
scale commercial buyers within the
state are railroads; food and fobac-
¢o processors; industries specializ-
ing in primary metals; stone, clay,
and  glass ‘industries; chemical
plants; and lumber and furniture
companies, Of the total energy sup-
plied by competing fuels and pow-
er in Kentucky, 70 per ecent comes
from coal. About 15 per cent is
attributable to natural gas, 9 per
cent to hydro, and 6 per cent to fuel
oil.

Atomic energy plants will soon
become large indirect consumers of
ecoal, with an important portion of
the power used to generane electri-
sity for the plants coming from
Rentucky coal.

beingz done here by the Service: That
work is to preserve the record of the
counties. It is work that has to bs
done at the 'site of repository, for
the records cannot be faken away.

The company, headed by John D,
Dabbs who is assisted by his wife
and her brother, D. W. Hess, huve
two crews on the road, travelng all
over the United States. They have
rebound volumes. in Magoffin, Perry,
Johnson a: other Eastern Ken- |
tucky counties as well as counties in |
other parts of Kentucky.

In Manassas, Virginia, they re-
paired a book upon which sorme Civil
War soldier had done bayonet
practice. In speaking of this, M.
Dobbs recalled how a norvthern
soldier had carried sway a deed
book from there and when tie war
was over the authorities at Marassas
thought its recovery impossible.
Then there came a letter from the
north stafing that the deed hook
was found in the attic of a home.
Would the officials at Manassas want
it back? They certainly would.

Not only has the Service rehound
and repaired books with historically
famous people having their records
thereon but they have worked upon
very old books, too. At Princess Anne
county, Virginia, fhey repaired a
deed book going back to 1695. Deed
Book 7 repaired there dated to 1748.
The worst reeords, Mr. Dobbs says,
are in Tennessee. The most missing
and mutilated records are in the
path of Sherman’s March to the Sea.
The northern soldiers burned the
courthouses and only the .records
were saved that the fleeing clerks
had canted away. At Géorzetown,
8. C, the eclerk fled with the more
important records, thinking that he
was in the path of the prorthern
scourge. The invading federals cap-
tured his records on the South|
Caroling coast and burned them. If !
he had stayed at Georgetown the
books would have been secure.

Books on the sea coast deteriorate
faster than inland records, they
state. A lot of old records hound
150 years ago are in better condition
today than those bound and put
into use 50 years ago. The oldsters,
they say, built for wear and tear.

Mr. Dobbs had this to say of
Virginia records: “There they are
more conscious of the.need to pre-
serve the records than any other
state we have been in, The DAR
there is very much alive and is busy
tryifig to preserve tHe records”, Of
Floyd county records he said that
they compared favorably with those
in the better-kept courthouses.

Approximately ‘80 per cent of the
farmers in Fulton county included
white clover in their pasture seed-
ings last fall in an effort to re-
establish them.
