These two 
groups should be in the thick 
of the tight, disregarding an 
pressures and joining in a 
movement on which the fu­
ture of the coal busi:i.1ess of 
this section depends-a bus­
iness on wh.ich, by and large, 
we all depend. 

The wait, this time, for a 
decision will not be long.
