sub-committee on the matter of
river canalization,

port in 1950 on the project. The lat-
est cost fizure guoted by the En-
gineers is $196,000,000.

A parade of EKentucky witnesses
emphasized to the Senate public-
works sub-commiittee that cheap
water transportation is .all that is
needed to open up the riches now
locked In the wvalley.

The witnesses appeared in ,sup-
port of legislation sponzored by Ken-
tucky's Senators Clements and Coop-
er.

TAX APPEALS
TO BE HEARD

Supervisors To Hear
Assessment Appeals;
Average Values Cited

Most county Boards of Supervisors
will meet May 1 to hear appeals on
property assessments, Jess Thomas,
director of property taxation, De-
partment of Revenue, anhounced
this week.

The Boards have two duties under
the law: (1) to 'direct the tax com-
missioner to assess any items of
property not already assessed for
1963 taxes, and (2) act on appeals
and recommendations for change of
assessments.

The Board will act on appeals and
recommendations filed in writing by
the taxpayer. The tax commissioner.
Depantment of Revenue, county
judge, or the school superintendent
may also request the review of any
assessment by the Buard,

The Board may meet for not more
than 10 working days and when a
property sssessment is raised the
taxpayer must be notified and be
given an opportunity to appear.

Any taxpayer disSptisfied with the
Board’s final decision may appeal 0o
the Kentucky State Tax Commission
in writing within 15 days after the
Board's adjowrnment. Appea]:-. will
be heard in the county in which the
Board is located.

Bach year the Kentueky Depart-
ment of Révenue compares the sale
prices of real estate with the assess-
fed valuations placed -on these prop-
erties py the county Tax Commis-
sioner. Cn the basis of such a com-
parifon, real estate in Floyd county
was assessed in 1952 at an average of
18.7 per cent of market value. Any
piece of real estate in this county
which is assessed by the Tax Com-

missioner substantially above 1771
per cent of its cwrrent market value| s

is bearing more than its fair share
of the property tax load. The rem-

Qddly enough, Da,\ud bad more
donors pledged to give blood than
Martin. Ninety-six® persons were
scheduled at David, while only 39
had signed pledge cards at Martin.
Of the 86 scheduled at Dayid, 54 re-
perted, At Martin only 10 of the 39
who had pledged blood appeared.
The contribution at Martin, how-
ever, was swelled by the appearance
of 89 “walk-ins.” David had 24 such
volunteers. The number of persons
rejected at David was 12; at Martin,

Blﬂc’tbﬁm Denies He
Threatened Official;
Hearing Last Week

Bennle Blackburn galned nis re-
lease last Thurs:im,:,- from the county
jail here upon his execution of a
$1,000 peace bond which had been
sworn out by Commonwealth’s At-
torney Burnis Martin.

The hearing, held before County
Judge Henry Stumbe, was marked
by heated exehanges between the
defendant and the prosecutor.

In addition to his own statement
deseribing his proseeution of Black-
burn on liguor charges and his col~
lection of $700 from Blackburn’s
father on a pedce kond, the Com-
monwealth’s Attorney told of hav-
ing been told by various individuals
whom he did not identify by name
that Blackburn had uttered threats
ai2ainst him. He produced two wit-
nesses who said they had heard
Blackburn either threaten Martin or
gpeak i1l of him.

Waitt Conley, Prestonsburg barber,
said Blackburn cursed Mariin and

did net hear Blackburn actually
thieaten fo harm Martin, he testi-
fied, but admitted he later told Mar-
tin to watch Blackburn.

Amos Gray, Prestonsburg police-
mian, told of arresting Blackburn
here, the night of April 19, and of
Blackburn' on that occasion telling
him, in effeet, that Martin had
taken food out of his children’s
mouths and that he “would fix him
the fivst chanee I get.”

Decmir‘fg_ he had never threatened
the official, Blackburn, the only de-
fense witness, said, “I've got nothing
against anybody. I've got nothing
ageinst any human enough to hurt
anybody. I have no intention of
hurting Burnis Martin.”
