Meat Scraps Disposal 
Is Subject of Survey; 
Barnes Warns Feeders 

A survey was made last week to 
determine what disposal was being 
made or meat scraps from city 
restalD'Ilnts, groceries and hotels. 
The su1·vey, conducted by Dr. A. s. 
Barnes of the Bureau of Animal 
Industry, was for the purpose of 
preventing the spread of \'t!Slcular 
e~themas, a communicable dlsease 
of hogs comracred by eating 1n!ect­
ed meat scraps. 

Dr . ~rnes advises all hog-!eeders 
to cook these meat scraps before 
feeding them to the animals. He will 
return In three weeks to continue 
the work and will Vislt hop raaers. 
Failure to cook t.hese scre.p.s before 
feedtns may reBUlt in a qU1U'9ll'tl.ne, 
he salct.

Detectives said Johnson had been 
unable to ~1\'e them :mr physical 
evidence to corroborote the con­
fession, but said he could not re­
member where he wns at the time 
or the slaying.
