LIFE IN PRISON

Judge Hﬁlds Fl.oyd Man
Guilty in Fatal Bealing
Of Woman in Hotel Room

I Ty €. (Cobb) Turner, former

Floyd county high school teacher
and resident of Maytewn, faces a
possible life term in Oh{o prison
after keing found guilly Monday
of & second-degree murder: charge
in Cincinnati i the falal bsarting
of 8 woman.

The vietim was M:s. Betty Smith
Fredericks, 23, Emporium, Pa., who
was expecting a fourth child when
beaten to death in a Cincinngti
hotel room last June 9.

Turner's lawyer, Harry A. Abrams
and Samuel Ginsberg, gave notice
of an a;ppeal for a new trial after
the guilt finding by Criminal Judge
George E. Kearns, The Judge tried
the case without s jury,

In his findings, Judge Kearns
observed:

“Thess people are like the charac-
ters from Somerset Maugham's
novel ‘Of Human Bondage.' They
are the unusual persons who some-
times make their appearance in
human society. They are difficult
to undestand unless you recognize
their enslavement—she unwilling to'
toil for & living and he the victim

the last seven or eight years to see
most of It, T have noticed quite an
improvement, especialy in the Iast
three -or dour years, on the sowing
of grasses, and more particularly on
grazing or pasture land. This is
very encouraging considering the

length of time and the small nm- |
ber of farmers that have been In-|

terested in this Green Pasture work.

Having been reared on a hillside
farm, I can see the greal contrast
between a farm of my boyhood days
and @ hilside farm of today with
3 well rounded Greer Pasture Pro-
gram. On the farm where I grew
up, the pasture Iand was mostly a
hit and miss proposition, composed
almoest entirely of wild grasses and
weeds with little putritive value, H
required several acres of this Kind
of pasture to support & samall num-
ber of livestock. Not having a good
set of grass and also over-pasturing
when dry weather comes, it hegan
to dry out. This was especially bad,
not only because of the loss of the
grass, but when it rained it caused
great damage by washing gulleys in
the hillside, When a beoy I have
spent many an hour cutting sprouts
and amall bushes to fill these gul-
leys, This should never happen to
a pasture,

A good pasture seeded with the
right grasses and not over-grazed,
a well directed plan, as proposed
by the Green Pasture Program camn
mean the difference DPetween a
failure and a good dividend to the
Tarmer.

The best time to start your new
pasture is in the early fall. Tt
should be plowed and disked sbout
o month before seeding, This al-
lows the sofl to become firm, re-
moviny air pockets' and also giving
you time to apply limestone and
fertilizer. In planning a pastire a
year or two ahead It would add
much fertility to the soil to sow a
f#ocd cover erop ef vetch or 1ye.
Plow It under in the spring before
seeding your permanent pasture in
late summer or early fall

In sowing seed for pasture be
sure to gel good seed. Grass that
is adapted fo this section of the
countiry. Generally speaking, pas-
tures should be composed of a pre-
dominant grass and seversl legumes,
Such an orchard grass with white
clover, alsike, sweet clovies, Korean
lespedeza, ebc., possibly with light
mixtures of other grases, including
Ctimothy and red top.

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SEED QUALITY

The Kentueky seed laws are such
that anything can be sold foy seed
as long as it bears the official teg
of the Kentucky Agriculture Experi-
ment Station and the tag is cor-
rectly labeled. All seeds offered for
sale in Kentucky must be tested by
the Experiment Station for purily,
germination, weed seed content
angd inert matter. This Information
is put on the front of the tag. On
the back of the tag the kind and
number of noxious weed &eed per
ounce of seed are given, As an ex-
ample if yvou were to buy seed
showing two wild onions seed per
ounce of grass seed this would
mean that for each pound of seed
vou would be getting thirty-two
wild onion seeds or 3200 per hund-
red pounds of seed. It I8 therefore
important that farmers buy seed
by the tag rather than price. The
most expensive seed may be the
cheapest in the long run.

In sowing pastures It s, vitally
necessary to have the best seed ob-
tainable. On our hills of Eastern
Kentucky it is extremely difficult
to prepare a seed bed and farmers
can nct afford to fall on gefting

seeds or get some noxious weed
brought on' to their farm which
may 'be hard fo eradicate. Some
times we fail fo secure a good stand
of pasture grasses for a saving of a
few cents an acte between good
and bad seed and for a few dollars

their job in a more business-like
manner, Only two laboratories were
established that year, but from that
time threugh 1952, ninety-two lab-
oratories were established and last
year farnrers in 111 counties took
advantage of services offered by
these laboratories and had 46,000
soil samples tested in them, When
the eight laboratories that are in
the process of heing set up are com-
pleted, there will he even 100 in
Kentucky, with 115 counties using
them.

Every merchant in town or
country takes an inventory of what
he has in stock and detérmines the
items he cap sell easiest and at the
greatest profit before he buys more
goods. In Kentucky's soil-testing
program we are trying to help the
farmer do the same thing. By hav-
ing his soll tested in one of the lab-
oratories, a farmer can pretty well
measure the amounts of lime, phos-
phorus, and potash he has in his
soll, By knowing this and by know-
ing something about the plant food
requirements of the various crops
he is trying to grow, he is able to
buy the kKind of fertilizer that con-
tains misging elements in his soil.
Far too long Xentucky farmers
bought fertilizer materials blindly by
the bag or by the ton. In too many
cases the plant food that was limit-

Now, as to the kinds of grass, I
would suggest a mixture of 31 fes-
cug, orchard grass, some red lop,
and on north hillsidés where the
ground is fairly fertile, add some
Canadian or Kentucky Blie gfass.
To this grass mixture, I would by
all means, add some clover mixture;
some ladine, some Kenland red clo-
ver, some Southern and common
white clover, all of which may be
sown in the late summer or early
fail with the grasses, And by all
means, add a few pounds of Ko~
rean Lespedeza, but seed it in the
spring by broadeasting or the pas-
ture seeded in the fall, and it is
not necessary to Wy to cover it—
the spring rains will do that.
