That was the guestion
presented ‘the grand jury here last
week, and the jury gave answer by
indieting a married couple on a
charge of fornication.

The Indictment resulted from the
fact that the wife is ¢ white waman
and the husband a negro.

The two, Genrge Honaker, about
70, colored, and Cataerine Jarrell,
27, both of ‘Train, were married re-
cently In Ohlo where mixed marri-
ppes are leaal, Then they returned
to Trum whre théy had been pr-
viously accused of living together
while unmarried. There they showed
colored residents ‘proof of (heir
marriage.
