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and men fabricating 
upon old tires. These 

old tires are dubbed "carcasses" by 
the workmen but after they are 
through with them they are no 
longer that. The result is practically 
a new tire. Any kind of tire, small or 
large, from the least to a huge 
lO.OOx20 can be made new here. 
Twenty-five passenger tires and 
eight truck tires in an eight-hour 
shift can be processed. 

In line with offering the public 
good service, he has spent thousands 
of dollars on new equipment. One 
truck mold cost $7,000. It is the only 
one of its kind in the valley. 

"Carcasses" come into the W'hite 
plant from all of the surrounding 
counties for processing. In addition 
to the local trade of the valley, he 
recap~ and vulcanizes for the State 
Highway Department. The good 
name of his work has spread until 
now old tires arrive from points !n 
TUg River valley, proving as it does 
that the old saying, "make a better 
mousetrap and the world will beat 
a path to your door," is still true, if 
a bit trite. 

Right now, the White plant em­
ploys five. The shop and driver­
salesmen crew includes Hurshel 
owens, Arson Crider, Isom Poe and 
James Howell. His office manager, 
Ben Parker, has been on the job 15 
years. 

Bud White is a great believer in 
coopern tive effort on the part of 
Big Sandinns. In line with this be­
lief, he is active in nearly every 
move that could contribute to the 
commonwealth. He has been a direc­
tor or the Big Sandy Improvement 
Association for 15 years, a director of 
the U.S. 23 Association an<! the Ken­
tucky Chamber of Commerce. He 
is ac~lvc in Scouting t>nd is chair­
man ot the extension and organiza­
tion committ.ee of the Jenny Wiley 
district. Locally, he attends Ki­
wanis meet;ngs ar..d makes himself 
available in other good causes. 

A native of Ohio, Mr. White came 
to Ptesto'1Sburg with his father, N. 
M. White, Sr., to engage in the coal 
business, and his interest in this 
industry remains strong. Back home 
in Ohio, he wa.~ a boyhood friend of 
the late Ben Ames Williams, famous 
author. 

Needless to say, since he is a di­
rector of the Big Sandy Improve­
ment Association, he believes in the 
potency of canalization a.s a relief 
from the area's economic ills. He 
says, locanically : "Canalization 
would be the salvation of Big 
Sandy." 

Not only does he believe in canal­
ization as a means of settling Big 
Sandy's economic woes but he thinks 
in terms of a multitude of small 
business and manufacturing plants 
here to alleviate unemployment be­
fore canalization becomes more than 
a dream. He points out the possi­
bilities of a brick plant on Middle 
Creek. There, he says, is high grade 
clay, cheap gas for fuel and spread 
all out from a radius of less than a 
hundred miles from Prestonsburg 
is a big potential market. "That 
kind of plant would have reduced 
the cost of the new school building 
here nearly one-half," he points out. 
Then, thinking perhaps that canal­
ization may never be more than a 
dream, he adds: "We must start 
pulling ourselves up • by our own 
bootstraps." He didn't say so, but 
his plant and others of its size are, 
in a small way, helping to do just 
that.

Roads that were called 
pikes, even, did not have a sign to 
enlighten t11e traveler. You could 
however, have stopped at a country 
store to ask directions. Everybody 
assembled on tile store porch could 
have told you, with infinite detail, 
just how to reach your goal. It is 
true that there would have been 
many conflicts among the directions 
given by the various directors, but 
each fellow would stoutly maintain 
his own details. Just follow tliis 
road to Jim Jones's farm, turn left 
at his tobacco barn, drive a piece 
up the road, and then turn left 
a(;ain. Anybody with half sense 
could see that it was easy to find 
his way around, especially with so 
many kind people to give accurate 
directions. Hours later, after driving 
ovet· the major portion of a county 
and parts of two or three adjoining 
ones, you might end up at the place 
you sought, or- more likely- right 
back where you had stopped to ask 
directions. This is no imaginary ac­
count; jw;t five -years ago I had 
this experience while trying to get 
to a. funeral on an unmarked road. 
I took oil the roads that I came 
to .and arrived at the funeral too 
late to hear the services. Now I can 
go back to that area and drive with 
safety and assurance; however, on 
that day I just could not follow 
directions, especially when no two 
people agreed on U1cm.

Among the major highways of 
Kentucky, U. S. 6() leads all others 
in the number of hotels (17%) and 
motels (22%). U. S. routes, 23, 27, 
62, and 68 <!ach claim U per cent 
of the hotels to take second place. 
U. S. 31W, which is lined with 17 
per cent of the state's motels, ranks 
.:econd in that category, but ties for 
third place in hotels with U. S. 42, 
150, and 460. Each has 11 per cent 
of the hotels. Finishing next in the 
per centage of motels are U.S. 25 
Cl5%) and 41 (10%). Most unusual 
results of this section of the sur­
vey centered around U.S. 119, which 
ranks fourth in hotels with an 8.6 
per centage factor but has less than 
one-half of one per cent of the mo­
tels.

"Sub-Rules Committee" by the pro­
mulgators, Tom Mobley, of warren 
county and E. H. Stumbo, of Floyd 
county, they could muster only 24 
votes on the floor. Some members
