On Left Beaver Creek 

Of the 238 m easles cases reported 
in the last two months by physicians 
in the upper Left Beaver Creek sec­
tion, the first death recorded was 
that of six-year-old iRay Hall, son 
or Mr. and Mrs. Richard Hall, of 
Bryant's Branch, near Hi Hat. 

The boy died at 5 a. m., Monday, 
shortly after he was removed from 
home to be taken to a Martin hos­
pital. Four other children of the 
family are in the Beaver Valley 
hospital, Martin, ill of measles . 

The measles outbreak in that part 
of the county is one of the worst to 
hjt this section in years. 

The victim is survived by parents 
and seven brothers and sisters, Joe, 
Roy, Paul, Curtis, Pauline, Edith 
and Boxdale. Funeral rites were 
conducted Wednesday from the 
home by the Revs. Ershel Huff, 
Woodrow Dye, Henry King and 
George Cook. Burial was made in 
the Boyd cemetery at Hi Hat under 
direction of the Hall Brothers Fune­
ral Home.

Sheriff Conway was killed July
