On the 8. C. Allen farm on
Goose Creek, a tributary of Right
Beaver, up near the Osborne High
Rocks, there is a jumbled pile of
flat roecks. If you'were coming
around the big beneh and wanted
to sit down where you eould rest
and view the countryside, no
more inviting place wcould be
found than a large sandstone with
a table-like top. You gan sit on
it and see the sweep of the valley
below: and by looking back sce
the pass. called the Turkey Creek
Gap, silhouetted, moteh-like,
against the sky. i

The stone upon which you
would rest has inscribed upon it
the legend: “D.B. 1778” In the
enthusiasm of vour first examina-
tion a remarkable resemblance is
noted io the many other initials
of Boone that were ecarved on
trees, gunstocks and stones and
known to be authentic.

The carving has been there for
decades, for sure. Oldsters say it
was there when the wyalley was
settled. Others are frankly skep-
tical, thinking that some jokester
carved the initials, laughing when
he did, as hill people often say,
“Out of the side of his mouth.”
Whatever the authenticity of the
artifact, it has been the subject
of considerable discussion for
many a year,
Mz, Allen, the landowner, will
lead you to the spot, but offers
no suggestion as to the authenti-
city of it, You see it as he does.
It was there when he was a boy.
Deeper interest came to Allen
when his sister, Rosalie, wife of
Judge William Pharmer Leslie, of
Texas, visited the spot while "at
home on a visit from Texas, made
a fascimile of the carving, took
it to Harrodsburg and compared
it with some Boone initials that
were known to have been made
by the frontiersman. She con-
cluded the Goose Creek - initials
are genuine,

We know that Boone was in
Kentucky in the winter of 1767-8
when he and ‘William Hill, push-
ing westward, were led to'a salt
spring on Middle Creek in the
present David. Here a great
snowstorm ecame on. Boone and
his companion found themselves
in the midst of a wild wilderness
with a blizzard raging. They stay-
ed at the spring, shot the deer
that came to the “lick” and fared
well all through the winter.

We know that Boone entered
Kentucky in’ January, 1775, but
evidence in the Draper Manu-
seripts, preserved in  Wisconsin,
shows that he was camping on
the Kentucky River with a party.
Boone had a predileetion for wan-
dering off by himself on hunting
trips, seeming tlo delight in the
primeval solitude of the Weslern
Woods. He may have left  his
Kentucky River party, struck
northwestward and entered Beav-
er Creek. Or he may have wisit-
ad Beaver Creek on a lone jour-
ney from Fort Blackmore, either
before or immediately after the
Eentucky River trip, We know
only ‘for a certainty that he did
enter Kentucky in January, 1775.

Boone and Hill entered Ken-
tucky in 1767 by way of Pound
Gap, followed rugged Elkhorn
Creek down toa pass in the west-
ern bodering ridge of Elkhorn
known now &8 Shelby 'Gap.
