—INCOME TAX FACTS No. |
New Federal Tax Law May Save You Money

(This is one of a series of articles on income tax changes. The articles
are based on information provided by the American Institute of Accounts
ants and the Kentucky Society of Certified Public Accountants.)

The “Ides of March” will no longer hold any terror for the average
taxpayer, but the new tax deadline of April 15 can be just as alarming
it you don't start early to prepare your federal income tax return.

To help you get started this newspaper is publishing a serles of

articles prepared with the help of
the national and state organizations
of certified public accountants. Use
these articles, together with the in-
structions that come with your fed-
erdl income tax forms, to guide you
in making out your return.

Most taxpayers report their in-
come for the calendar year on a
cash basis, and the new rules are
explained here as they apply to
these typical taxpayers. Anyone
who uses a different fiscal year or
reperts on an acerual basis should
check the official instructions to see
how he is affected.

Completely Revised Tax Rules

Last August the Internal Revenue
Code was completely overhauled by
Congress and thousands of ehanges
were made affecting taxpayers. It is
estimated that every year a million
taxpayers overpay their income
taxe§ by a total of more than
$100,000,000. More milions of tax-
payers pay less tax than is due,
making them liable for assessments,
interest and possible penaltles,

With the many changes of the
new law there is even greater dan-
ger of mistakes this year unless you
read the instructions and prepare
your tax return with great care.

This is a good reason for starting
long before April 15. Here’s another:

You May Get a Refund

If you find that more tax has heen
withheld from your wages than yon
actually owe, you will be entitled
to a refund of the difference. The
sooner you flle your return, the
sooner you are likely to get your
refund.

What are the chances of a re-
fund? Well, your tax will probably
be less because of the reduction of
approximately 10% in tax rates
since last year, but yeu have been

getting the advanuge of this re-

duction all through the year in the
form of reduced withholdings from
your pay.

Many mnewly authorized deduc-
tions, however, may cut down your
tax bill below the amount that has
been withheld, thus entitling you to
a refund.

New Savings This Year

Here are some of the changes, to
be discussed in later articles, which
may cut your tax this year:

1. More single persons are en-
titled to “head-of-household™ status.

2. Medical expenses are deductible
to a Ereater extent.

3. Certain health and aceident
benefits are not counted as income.

4. The $600 exemption applies to
various dependents not previounsly
eligible,

5. A special deduction of as much
as $600 for child care is now avail-
able in some cases Lo working wives,
widowed and divorced persons.

6. Tax may bre reduced by new
credits for dividends and retirement
mcecome,

7. Salesmen and other employees
who travel may benefit from new
rules on expense deductions,

8. New provisions may  benefit
anyone who bought or sold a home
in 1954. 4

9. Farmers get new deductions
for soil and water conservation ex-
pense.

10. Businesses are helped by liber-
alized depreciation rules and other
changes.

VETERAN’S DEADLINE DATES

SET BY REGIONAL OFFICE

A checklist of deadline dates be.—

| fore which eligible veterans of the
Korean conflict period must act if
they wish to take advantage of cer-
tain benefits was issued Monday

| by Ray R. Adams, manager of t.k_ze'

| VA Regional Office in Louisville.

Most of the deadlines resulted
from the President’s proclamation
setting January 31, 1955 as the end
of the Korean conflict period gov-
erning eligibility for the benefits,
The conflict period began June 27,
1950. /

One of the most important dead-
lines not affected by the President’s
proclamation requires that eligible
veterans who wish to go to school or
train under the Korean GI Bill must
lstmt training within three years
after they leave service or forfeit all
further rights to the benefits.

‘This requirement is confained in
[ the law itself and, therefore, was
not affected by the President's pro- |
clamation.
| Those who start their edueation
| or training within the required |
| three-year period must complete
[ their Korean GI Bill Training by
! January 31, 1963, or eight years after
| discharge, whichever is earlier. The

terminating date of January 31,
1963 resulted from the President’s
proclamation.

For GI loans on homes, farms or
businesses, eligible weterans of the
Korean conflict period new have
until January 31, 1965 to receive a
VA guaranty or insurance as a re-
sult of the President’s proclama-
tion. No further guaranties or in-
surance may be issued after that
date on loans made fo veterans
under the present law.

For vocational rehabilitation under
Public Law 894, eligible disabled
veterans of the Xorean -conflict
period must start in time to finish |
their rehabilitation by January 31,
1964, or nine years after separation,
whichever is earlier.

These termination dates apply fo |
all eligible veterans except those inl
certain “hardship” categories, For
the latter, an additional four years
is "mnted by law in which to com- |
Dlmv their rehabilitation.
