IWATERFIELD AND WETHERBY
ARE BOTH CORRECT, SAID

Frankfort, Ky., March 30 —
Was Governor Wetherby, or Har-
ry Lee Waterfield, correel about
what transpired between them
during a political conference
March 15 in Louisville’s Seelbach
hotel?

A third person present at that
conference, Harrison. M, Robert-
son, Louisville attorney, supplied
the answer today:

The original versions of the
conference given by both men
were substantially correet in their
basic facts,

Waterfield, when he filed for
the Democratic nomination for
lieutenant governor on March 19
as the running mate of A. B.
Chandler, declared he had turned
down overtures from Wetherby
that he withdraw from the race
and manage the campaign of Bert
T. Combs, the Administration-
backed candidate.

Two days later, Wetherby said
Waterfield had “misrepresented”
conversations between them.

“Waterlield asked me to agree
to his proposition that if my Ad-
ministration would give him sup-
port for lieutenant governor, he
would endorse Bert T. Combs for
the Demacratic nomination for
governor,” Wetherby said at that
time,

In his letter to the Governor,
attorney Robertson said:

“As I recall it, the meeting last-
ed 2 hours or more. Politicians do
a lot of talking in that time, so I
do not purport to remember ex-
actly all the specific words that
| were spoken. My recollection is
|clear on what I believe was the
substance of what was said.

“You outlined at some length
{the importance to the welfare of
Kentucky and to the Democratic
| Party that Judge Combs be elect-
|ed governor. You then stated that
Mr. Waterfield could contribute
greatly to this end and suggested
that he manage Judge Combs’
campaign.

“Harry Lee said that he had
|managed enough campaigns—that
(he wanted to be lieutenant gov-
ernor. He then suggested that

back him in the primary in the
race for that office and that he
would support the Administra-
tion forces' slate with him on it,

“You explained that you were
not then in a position to iry to
have the Administration forces
slate or endorse him for lieuten-
ant governor—that might happen

“The meeting closed with the
understanding that Harry Lee
would consult with some of his
ielose Iriends and that within a
| week or 10 days he would let you
]'know whether he would be will-
ing to manage Judge Combs’
|campaign.

“I consider the meeting wholly
exploratory with no final com-
l,mitments by anyone.”
| Last Thursday, however, Wa-
|terfield branded Governor Weth-
|ETb\ s version of w hat had hap-
pened as “untrue.” He said,

“In Governor Wetherby's state-
ment he said that T made a pro-
position to him that if his Ad-
ministration would give me its
support for lieutenant governor
I would endorse his candidate for
the Democratic nomination for

his running mate.

“That statement and any impli-
cation to that effect is absolutely
unfrue.”

Wetherby today merely pointed
to attorney Robertson's letter,
adding:

“In my statement of Marech 21,
T said that Harrison Robertson

50,000 Taxpayers to File

Frankiort, Ky,, April 6 — Com-
missioner of Revenue Robert H.
Allphin reminded taxpayers to-
day that the Kentucky pay-as-
you-go income tax law provides
for declarations of estimated in-

come tax by persons not subjeet |

to withholding.
The Department of Revenue an-

ticipates 50,000 Kentuckians will |

file a declaration of estimated
1955 income. Persons who make
declarations are required to pay
one-third of the éstimated tax due
by April 15, 1955. The balance of
the tax dug can be paid in two
instadllments by July 15 and Nov-
ember 15, 1955. The declarations
can be amended if the taxpayer
estimates his income will vary
from the first estimate,

The deeclaration requirement
applies to all persons who expect
to receive §1,500 intome, more
than the §1.000 of which is not
covered by withholding. Thus, the
requirement applies to those who
are self-employed and those who
work outside Kentucky and earn
wages or salaries not subject to
withholding.

Farmers—thal is those ‘indivi-
duals who earn at least two-thirds
of their income from farming—
may elect to file a declaration for
1955 estimated income by April
15 and pay one-third of the esti-
mated tax. Farmers may elect,
instead, to file the declaration
anytime until February 15, 1956.
If they prefer, farmers may file
a final return for 1955 income by
February 28, 1956, instead of a
declaration.

These declaralions
made on Revenue Form
which are available at
county courthouses, county tax
commissioners’ offices, and De-
partment of Revenue offices in
Ashland, Cowvington, Lexington,
Louisvilel, Frankfort and Padu-
cah.

An ounce of prevention is weorth
you know what, so right now is the
time fo rejuvenate your casting reel
insists Jason Lucas, angling editor
of Sports Afield magazine,

We'll concenfrate on the casting
reel for these reasons: In most fly
fishing the reel is subject to very
little wear and needs almost no at-
tention; a spinning reel does operate
on each retrieve, but it too can be
said to be idle'during the cast. These
two reels ean go through a long
life without much eiling or other
care. :

The case is quite different, how-
ever, with a easting reel. During
eapgh cast it works fast and furious-
Iy—spool, crank and gears whirring,
level-wind mechanism racing mad-
ly back and forth, Perfect smooth-
ness is necessary; without it you'll
have constant backlashes, short and |
difficult casts.

——

To avoid this, your casting reel
needs pretty constant attention,
which includes an ocacsional com-
plete overhaul. Mow i5 the time to
do it, before the fishing season, Re-
conditioning a casbing reel is a sim-
ple and interesting job that should |
not take over an hour. Ii calls for
no mechanical aptitude, unless the
end bearings are worn. So, before
proceeding, see about those.

Remove the end ¢aps. Take the |
spool. between thumb and forefing- |
er and shake sidewise. Look, or feel, |
fo find out if there’s & very notice- [
able: amount of sidewise play. If |
there is, send the reel to its maker

for mew bearings; 1it: cannot .f_::‘,'si|
properly with worn ‘ones, Let him
do, the whole overbaul job while
he has the reel, It will cost very
little, and he'll make it just like
new.

Bul if the bearings aren’t un-

duly worn, and nothing is bent, you
can co the job yourself.

Remember when assembling the
reel again, you werk backward from
what you did in paking it apart. If
you have forgotten what some of
these steps were, don’t get annoyed
or impatient and start forcing
things; if something doesn't slide in-
to place easily, yol've got 1t wWrong.
Try reversing it; or iry another part
there.

“Permits’ must -accompany ship-
ments along with healfh certifi-
cates isused at the point of origin
stafing that the slieep have been
inspected and found free from
and have not been eéxposed to
scabies and have been dipped
within 10 days prior to shipment
under Federal-State supervision,”
Dr. Breeck said.

The state veterinarian notified
all veterinarians, eounty agricul-
tural agents and stockyards of the
directive, and added:

“We ‘have had :no reported
cases of sheep scabies in Ken-
tucky since 1952. Let’s keep Ken-
tucky free of this dreaded sheep
-disease if atall pessible.”

The disease is especially wide-
spread in Indiana, Ohio and 11li-
nois, Breeck added.
