CENTER PLANS 
ARE APPROVED 
Health Structure Cost 
To Be $85,000; Plans 
Altered To Fit Funds 
Approval of plans b y both 

state and federal agencies last 
week cleared the way for con­
struction here of an $85,000 coun­
ty health center. 

With $25,000 contributed by the 
county, and the county through 
the county and city boards of ed­
ucation supplying the site on the 
(:(rounds of the present Prestons­
burg high school, the state will 
add $20,000 to the building fund, 
and the federal government will 
s upply $40,000 more of Hill-Bur­
ton funds. 

To get within the $85,000 thus 
made available for construction 
and equipping of the center, the 
plans were revised, reducing the 
size of the structure two feet in 
one direction and about four feet 
in the other, leaving dimensions 
62 by 64 feet. 

Consis ting of a full basement 
and ground floor, the center will 
include 23 rooms, plus one pri­
va te and two public toilets. These 
various departments are: 

In the basement-an auditor ium 
30 x 60 feet, two storage rooms, 
a model kitchen and a furnace 
room; on the main floor- the di­
rector's office, dental clinic, 
lounge, reception room, clerks' 
section, vital statistics department, 
sanitarians' office, public health 
education room, nurses' office, 
general clinic room, x -ray room,

Farm operators, beginning with 
1955, are compulsory covered Under 
social security just as is any other 
self-employed business man, and 
they will, therefore, pay their social 
security tax along with their In­
come tax return for 1955 by April 
15, 1956. If the farmer does not have 
a social security account nwnber, 
he should secure one from the near­
est social security district office bt;l­
fore his first tax return is due. If 
he needs tax information he should 
contact the nearest district office 
of the Internal Revenue service. 

Farm workers who met strict reg­
ularity-of-employment tests have 
been covered since January 1, 1951. 
Now the new law brings into the 
system any farm worker who re­
ceives at least $100 cash wages from 
a farm employer in one year. No 
specific number of days will have 
to be worked.

Mentally Retarded Group 
Is Legislative Subject 
Introduced in Congress 
Bills have been introduced in the 

64th Con:?,ress which are very im­
portant to all friends and parents 
of the mentally retarded. This legis­
btion falls into two categories and 
provides benefits to parents and 
guardians of mentally and physical­
ly handicapped persons who are to­
tally disabled or unable to engage 
in remunerative employment. 

First category would grant addi­
tional tax exemption t.o a taxpayer 
supporting a dependent who is blind 
or otherwise disabled permanently 
I included retarded). The second 
category would amend Title II of 1 
the Social Security Act, to provide 
for the payment of child's insurance 
benefits to certain Individuals who 
are over 16. but unnble to engage in 
re-;;:nlar work due to above disabili­
ties. At present this insurance is 
paid for a dependent only to age
