The Board of Supervisors, compos-
ed of A: H. Green, of Clf[, Everett
Hall, ‘Wheelwright, and George
Wright, Martin, added $48.366 in
gssessments bub lost $73,938, with
most of the loss represented by the
sale under receivership of the Clear
Branch Mining Company properties.

The real estate assessment stands
this year at $11.320,710, as compar-
|ed with $10,882,639 last year. But
for this increase, the total assess-
ment would have shown a less from
the previous year's total,. since
tangible property valuations dropped
this year to $5,559.304 from last
year's $5,905,933.

Tax Commissioner Clive Akers
[ said this loss on tangible is cover-
ed by the drop in valuations placed
tby the state on motor vehicles. Al-
| though 6,164 vehicles last year were
| valued at $2,645,146 for tax pur-
| poses, this year 6,536 vehicles were
valued at only $2,177,769.

EROSION HERE
BEING STUDIED

Soil Service Engineer
Amazed by River Bank
Damage from Erosion

H. D. McMurtry, of Somerset, ag-
ricultural engineer ‘with the Soil
Conservation Service, visited Floyd
county this week to assist L. R.
Johnson, district seil conservation-
ist, with the problems of that serv-
ice. Wednesday was spent visiting
farms in the Mare Creek, Big Mud
Creek and Middle Creek sections.

MeMurtry was amaged at the ero-
sion of the river banks in this coun-
ty. He said that il vegetative cover
had been proyided for these slopes
not more than one or two places
| between Prestonsburg and Betsy
Layne would have broken down er
eroded away. He advocated the sow-
ing of deep-rooted grasses to pre-
vent bank erosion such as kudzu,
Reed’s canary grass, or fescue.

MceMurtry described in detail the
process whereby Big Sandy’s banks
were destroyed in the high waters
this spring, “You had two or three
heavy freezes and several instances
of high water.. Underneath some
places on the banks were strata of
sand, the sand became water-logged
and flowed out. Result was the
soil slid down. Then again, in sev-
eral instances, the water found a
weak place in the bank, where it
was unprotected, and erosion set in
under the force of the current.”

In discussing the feasibility of
deepening and re-aligning stream
channels in mountain valleys to
prevent soil destruction from sud-
den run-offs, he explained what
would have to be done to get good

UNITED FUEL
RATES UPPED

But Increase Is Below
Figure Asked; Refunds

To Customers Expected

The United Fuel Gas Company
was allowed last week by the
Public Service Commission to in-
crease its rates on gas by $152,099
a year. The company has sought
a $725.099 increase.

United Fuel serves various
communities in this section.

The commission granted Cen-
tral Kentucky Natural Gas au-
thority 1o raise rates $691,287 a

vear. The company asked for a|

$944 308 increase.

Both companies put their pro-
posed increases -into effect last
January, subject to a refund pend-
ing a decision. They now must re-
fund money collected above to-
day’'s approved raises.

Refunds will not be great, how-
ever, because the increases were
put into effect on an annual basis,
and have showed up on consum-
ers’ gas bills for only four months.

Of the $691,287 increase grant-
ed Central Kentucky, $477,241 is
subject to refund, pending de-
cision by the Federal Power Com-
mission on wholesale-rate pro-
posals. All the United Fuel's in-
crease is subject to refund, sub-
ject to F. P. C. ruling in the
wholesale cases.

The two companies originally
sought rate increases totaling
$7,609,620 a vear, based partially
on proposed higher charges by
one of their wholesale suppliers.
Both companies are subsidiaries
of Columbia Gas System.

The two companies serving
Eastern and Central Kentucky
customers then amended their re-
gquests for inereases, and put the
higher rates in effect, subject to
refund.

An  estimated 1,000 protests
against the increases were: filed
with the commission by cities and
individual customers served by
the two companies. |

TB Search By X-Ray
To Start in County
Soon, Announcement

Tloyd county's campaign to find

unknown cases of tuberculosis will
be launched on June 7. The schedule
for the location and dates of the
X-ray mobile unit is as follows:

“We cannot be satisfied with less
than 100 percent in our campaign
to x-ray every adult in the county,”
Dr. John Sizemore, Floyd ecounty
health ecliniclon said. “That means
everyone, even those who look and
feel the picture of health.

“Tuberculosis sneaks up without
warning. You can have TB without
knowing it, because it has no ap-
parent symptoms in the early stages.
However, the chest X-ray ean detect
TB, no matler how early the stage.”

Most of the people who have X-
rays during the campaizn will have
clear X-ray films, indicating healthy
lungs, he said. Only a comparatively
small percentage of X-ray films
will show up some kind of trouble
which may lead to a diagnosis of
tuberculosis. Most cases will be
found in the early stage when the
disease is easiest to cure.

“No communify is safe from tuber-
culosis while & single case of this
communicable disease exists in it
The spread of tuberculosis in this
area cannof be stopped until we
have located all cases of the disease
so that they may be placed prompt-
1y under treatment.”

{ | Can a fish really see all these
gaudy colors on hook lures?

Fisheries scientists have been try-
ing to answer this question conclu-
gively for years, said Karl F. Lagler,
'chairman of the University of
Michigan's department of fisheries:

The best answer 80 far is that
‘“mg fish is known ‘not to have
color vision."”

On the other

hand, there is no

o el 1 final proof that a fish does see color

as the fisherman sees it, he said.

Some fish, such as the large-
mouth bass and c¢ertain trout, de-
finitely have shown that they are
lni;l(- to diseriminate between colors.
| Tt is probable that various. fish ex-
| hibit different degrees of color sen-
sitivity, he said.

Judging from appearances to man
when viewed under water, he con-
tinued, it séems that surface lures
like dry flies and floating plugs of-
fer no eolor, but are viewed only in
silhouette.

Some support to claims that fish
do perceive colors is the fact that
many fresh-water species are so
prilliantly hued. This is especially
| so during the breeding season, Lag-

ler said, and may be of use In re-
cognition of mates.

Further support for those who say
fish have ecolor vision is the fact
that many fish are able to adapt
themselves to differently colored
| backgrounds.

“An outstanding example of this |

chameleon guality in fish is the
flounder, ‘which ean closely match
| a checkerboard or a piece of plaid
when placed on it,” Lagler explain-
ed.

But he admitted that not enough
is known yet about the color matter
to glve any great help to fishermen.
