"Things We Did Not Hav·e" 
It has been a hard task to con­

vince my wi e and children that 
we at Fidelity JUSt did not l1ave a 
great many things that lla,·e since 
become universal. We had plenty of 
many good, th· ~·. too much of 
some; but there were ju.5t some ex-
periences that ne,·er drifted in-
to our part ot world. 

Since food <1J s up such a big 
part of a boy's lite, I would like 
first to tell wha t we did not know. 
When I left home ~.t eighteen, I had 
never seen a carrot. or a head of 
cauliflower, or a ls1fy root, not to 
mention such g 4en truc.k as broc­
coli. After I was arried, my wife 
bought some ca ts and did not 
know how to coo them; both of us 
ate them anyho but it was a 
solemn duty on ' part. the tpart 
of a new husband ·ho wanted o be 
niGe to his wife.

Pike County people find new way io make money: STRAWBERRIES 

Sometimes just one man-with an idea-can change the face or the 
whole countryside. 

That's what happened in Pike County-Pike County which had' 
always been primarily dependent on coal. ' 

The man was Dr. W. F. Clarke, a Pike County physician, and he 
knew that coal wasn't the only good thing that comes out of the 
~round. He went to the County Agent and asked if Pike County's 
farming couldn't be expanded. It could, the County Agent said, 
but what Pike County people needed was an immediate cash crop. 

They called a meeting. The 3 S people who came did a lot. They 
agreed with Dr. Clarke and County Agent Manuel B. Arnett. They 
decided that strawberries were their best bet. They formed the 
Pike County Strawberry Growers Association. They elected 
Dr. Clarke president of the association. 

Today more than 230 people in Pike County are growing and 
selling strawberries at a profit. Their berries are sold on the local 
market as well as in Huntington and Cincinnati. Dr. Clarke says in 
1956 there will be enough berries produced to establish pick·up 
routes throughout the county. Growers then will pick berries one 
evening and have them on the Cincinnati markets the next morning. 

Once the people decided to go into this project, they got belp 
from agricultural authorities and marketing experts. They got help 
from other businessmen who could also profit from this new 
activity.
