To Have Initial Capacity 
Of 450,000 Kilowatts 

Plans for the construction of a 
major steam-electric generating 
plant in western Virginia by the 
Appalachian Electric Power Com­
pany were announced today by 
Philip Sporn, president of Appala­
chian and its parent company, 
Amel'ican Gas and Electric Com­
pany. The plant will be known as 
the Clinch River Plant, wm have 
an initial generating capacity of 
450,000 kilowatts, and will cost an 
estimated $55-million'. 

The plant will be located on the 
south side of the Clinch River at 
the village o! Carbo in Russell 
county, Va., midway between the 
villa«es of Cleveland and Carter­
ton and approximately eight miles 
west of Lebanon. The 105-acre site 
is adjacent to the Clinch Valley Di­

To Give Med Licensees 
Right to Fully Qualify 

Frankfort, Ky., Jan. 23 (Spl.) 
Persons now holding "limited" medi­
cal l:censes wou ld be given full 
ri;;hts to pl·actice medicine upon 
proof that they had practiced two 
full yeors and completed certain 
academic studies. under terms of 
legislation proposed in the Senate 
by Senators Wendell Van Hoose, 
Tutor Key, and Doug Hays, McDow­
ell, and in the House by Reps. 
Ralph 0 . Stith, Guston , and Mor­
ris Weintraub, Newport. 

Repeal of the mandatory fair 
trade markups on wholesale and re­
tail whiskey t ransactions was also 
sought in a bill offered in the Sen­
ate by Senator Hays. The law r e­
quires that wholesalers mark up 
their product at least 15 percent 
above the cost price, and that re­
tailers' markups be a minimum of 
33 1 o per cent. 

Establishment of a nursery for the 
propagation of blight- resistant 
chestnut-tree seedlings, and pro­
viding it with an emergency appro­
priation of $30,000 for the remain­
der of the present fiscal year, was 
offered in the House by a group of 
Representatives.

I felt. somehow, that he would not 
take a check. Imagine my surprise 
when I asked him whetller he would 
take a two-dollar bill; he r eplied, 
smiling: "Shore. boss, as many as 
you can give me." 

The fear of banks has caused some 
pathetic tragedies that I have known 
about. Every year that I can re­
member there has been someone who 
lost his money by having it burn up 
in some hidden corner of the house 
or be carried away with some trash 
or stolen by someone. Almost the 
whole of the life savings of an eld­
erly couple went up in flames; I 
learned that the two old people were 
afraid of any bank. They had read 
of banks "busting" and felt that 
their money was safer in their own 
little cabin . Unfortunately, none of 
the ashes could be identified suffi­
ciently for the old couple to get 
some of their money back from the 
government. 

Back when payrolls were often 
heavy affairs, with silver dollars 
making up most of the burden, an 
acquaintance of mine was troubled 
about hi.s money, for he was work­
ing in a toug·h lumber town where a 
fellow might get conked on the 
head easily. He worked out a pri­
vate bank that served him for the 
months that he was employed there. 
He slipped out after dark to a pile 
of tin cans, put his dollar inside 
one, and placed the can, rusty and 
unprepossessing, in the pile. He was 
careful to keep an eye on the can 
and never went to his bank except 
after dark. He knew that no civic 
pride would cause any disturbance 
of the pile of cans. He kept his dol­
lars from harm, avoided being rob­
bed, and fairly soon found work 
elsewhere. for he was still fearful 
that his bank might be robbed or 
he overtaken by thieves.

SPORTS AFIELD 
.BY TED KESTING 

"After a lifetime of fishing, and 
studying such matters, I have 
found but one reliable way to de­
termine how well fish arc biting 
-go out and fish." So says Jason 
Lucas. 

As angling editor of Sports 
Afield Magazine, Lucas gets lots 
of mail from readers who write 
that the fish they catch often 
have empty stomachs. Some re­
cent experiments tend to show 
that fish frequently, before taking 
a bait or lure, disgorge the con­
tents of their stomachs. 

And two readers who fish in 
exceptionally clear water, in dif­
ferent parts of the country, have 
recently Written of seeing bass 
disgorge after taking a plug-in­
stinct perhaps telling them they 
could fight better on empty stom­
achs. So if you catch a bass with 
no food in him, it doesn't neces­
sarily mean that he hasn't eaten. 

Intelligence of fish also brings 
lots of reader comment. The past 
few years several universities 
have been experimenting with 
this. But Lucas feels that all ex­
periments with fish in tanks must 
be regarded with great caution, 
since they have little bearing on 
what wild fish will do. Still, ana- 1 
lyzing them properly, they can be 
interesting to fishermen in help­
ing to determine comparative in­
telligence of different species. 

Not only in different species, 
but in individual fish of one kind, 
intelligence can vary enormously. 
This explains why some very big 
fish may be found in hard-fished 
water; they were born smarter 
than the rest, and so live longer 
and grow bigger. 

Then, there's the question of 
how long individual fish can re­
member being hooked. With one 
it might be only minutes, with an­
other an hour, a week, a year-or 
perhaps a lifetime, though this is 
doubtful. Nor will a fish lose 
caution all at once; he will lose 
it gradually. Thus, when he's lost 
only part of it, he stands a good 
chance of being caught by a smart 
angler who is expert at fooling 
fish, though he'd be quite safe 
from a beginner.
