Collector Explains
Tax Status of Young

Do you have a son or daughter
working duringz the summer vacation
who is likely to earn more than

‘| $600 hefore school starts again?

If so, he or she doesn't have to
quit work before earning tihat
amount for ycu to retain your
child’s exemption deduction. The
same holds true if you haye a non-
student working child who will still
be under 19 by the end of the tax
year.

In either case, regardless of how
much the child earns, the parents
may claim an exemption, provided
he has furnished over half the total
cost of his child’s support of the
year. This rule also applies in the
case of legally adopted children.

There is one important thing to
keep in mind: A dependent child is
also entitled to an exempftion de-
duction for himself on his own sep-
arate return. On the other hand,
if he is married and files a joint
return with his vsife no dependency
exemption may be claimed by the
parent.

Wm. Gray, distriet director of
Internal Revenue, recently cJ_sq-iﬁed
revenue laws which have confused
many parents in Kentuczky.

“We have reports of both parents
and employers telling working chil-

| dren they'll haye to guit their jobs

before they earn $600. They can
work right up to the reopening of
school if they want to,” Director
Gray said, “The children, however,
may have to pay 4 small tax. Since
many of them are studying our
own courses in basic taxation they
already know this. By the same
token, many of them who work only
short terms of employment or for a
smaller salary will probably be en-
titled to refunds during the next
filing season.”

This information should prove
helpful to three parties to summer
employment, the student or child
worker, the parents, and the em-~
ployer, Mr. Gray said. He warned
that to gain advantage of this rule,
children over 19 must be bona fide
students at vecognized educational
institutions;, or pursuing a full time
farm training course. Any q_uestions
regarding individual cases may be
referred to the District Director of
Internal Revenue, P. O. Box 60,
Louisville, Ky.

| 25, 1854, but Kentucky's Charge
of the Six Hundred at the Battl*é'
of the Thames in Ontario, Canada
October 5, 1813, awaits only a
Kentucky poet laureate to show
its greater elaim to significance.

The English had won every. im-
portant land battle in the War of
|1812' up to that date, but late in |
1813 they had retreated before |
an aroused army of Kentuckians,
determined to revange the mas-
sacre at the River Raisin.

The honors of attack fell fo the
| Kentueky Mounted Infaniey un-
der Colonel Richard M. Johnsoen,
who divided his forces, about one-
third to make a frontal attack,
and the rest to attack the Indians
{when the English soldiers gave
away, under Johnson's personal
command.

The English were spread out
|every three or four feet in two
long lines. hTe Kentuckians broke
|through the lines of defense with
relative ease.

Colonel Johnson now ¢ould turn
his attention to the Indian foe
with 600 troops in his command
against Tecumseh’'s 1500 braves
who were concealed behind wil-
lows and decayed trees, The odds
were incredibly high,

Tips Are Given
On Buying Lambs

When buying ewe lambs this
summer for ‘breeding purposes,
make sure they are the type that
will fit in well with Kentucky

1 sheep produetion, says R, C. Mill-

er, Kentucky Agricultural Exten-
sion.Service sheep specialist:

Make sure the lambs weigh
about 90 pounds at breeding time,
he says; buy them in carload lots
—on a community pool basis il
possible—and purchase them “in
wool”, not shorn:

Unshorn early blackface-cross
ewe lambs weighing around 90
pounds should shear at least four
pounds of wool, which will help
pay shipping CU‘»L‘» he notes.

hTe early blackface-cross ewe |
e a lamb|.

lambs normally produce
crop of 70 to 80 per cent the first
year. when bred as lambs; their
breeding does not appreciably af-
fect their later usefulness as
breeders.

However, Miller notes, inéxper-
ienced sheepmen should not try
this type of program. The lambs,
being immature, have more diffi-
cult lambing than older sheep,
give less milk, and their lambs
are longer in finishing; they also
require more feed, as they must
provide for their own growth as
well as that of the developing
foetus.

Two sugge on how to con-
trol crabgrass,' e annual weed
‘10 be found in many lawns at this
time of year, come from N.R. El-=
liott, Extension specialist in land-
scaping at the University of Ken-
tucky:

(1) Continue t{o cut the grass
negularly to prevent maturing
and scatiering of seeds, and (2)
avoid watering the lawn at this
season, as to do so only encour-
ages the growth of the weed.

It is a serious mistake, he said,
not to clip the lawn at regular
intervals, even though the blues
gras shows little or no growth.
Crabgrass is an annual, and cut-
ting off the weed seeds, followed
by raking and burning, is a step
| in next year's control, and should
be continued until. after two heavy | h
frosts.

Bluegrass, on the other hand, is
a cool weather erop, now in its
resting period. It will come back
with cooler weather.

Mr. Elilott explained that the
Experiment Station at hte Uni-
versity has found that September
15 is the best time of year to sow
bluegrass seed, It should be of
exceptionally high quality, and
free of all other seeds.

If the sod is reasonably good,
use 1/4 pound of seed to 1,000
square feet, and if it is on the
“light” side, increase the amount
to 'a pound, he advised.

Sowing should follow the clip-
ping and raking of the lawn.
