Frankfort, Aug. 1 (Spl.)—Ben-
efit payments from Kentucky's
unemployment insurance trust fund
rose 47 percent to 42.1 million dol-
lars last fiscal year, the Depart-
ment of Economic Security has re-
ported.

Additional payments from special

War veterans and ex~federal em-
ployees brought the total to 45.2
[million dollars, the agency added.

The department contrasted this
sum with the 31.4 million dollars
total " paid unemployed workers in
the 1956-57 fiscal year and 25.5 mil-
lion dollar total paid the previous

!fiscal year.
I The increase in the 1957-58 year,
lt..he department explained, was

primarily the result of more ben-
eficiaries, but also reflected a “some-
what tigher” average benefit pay-
ment for each week of unemploy-
ment.

The largest increases, the agency |
caid, were paid to workers from |
manufacturing industries, who re-
ceived eizht million dollars in fiscal |
1955-566, 12.4 million in 1956-57 and
19.1 million in 1957-58. Other large
increases were in coal mining and
wholesale and retail trade, the de-
partment added.

It is said the state’s unemploy-
ment insurance trust dropped by
nearly 15 million dollars during last
fiscal year to 1044 million dollars
as benefit payments exceeded con-
tributions collected and infterest.

of the old hostelry was the Smith
house,
[ Smith was born in 1857, lived to
{1939, and in his lifetime probably |
(fed and bedded down more moun-
tain-teamsters than any other man.
| Merchants' from Hindman Trouble-
some Creek and all the uppér
Beaver stores wended their way
over the rutted wagon ftrails to
stay the night while en route to
Prestonsburg.. The Floyd ecounty
seat was 12 miles away and they
could go there. and return to Hick's
place with merchandise that had
| been delivered by a steamboat up
iP_i_r Sandy to one of the riverside
wharfs. The next day they could
reach home again, whether it was
“head 'of Beaver” Hindman or
Troublesome.

Smith Hicks was twice married, |
first t0 Nancy Conley and after
her death to Lou Allen. The Holly-

bush home was always full. of|
children, Smith’s own and that of|
'his meighbors. He was the father |

of 15, eight by his first wife and|

| seven by the last. In addition to
these children he reared four Allen
children.

Prices at the Hicks hostelry seem
nominal to us ftoday but money
decades ago had not the inflated
value it has now, Meals were 15
cents at Smith Hicks, and over-
night charges were 25 cents. Corn
was measured up to the wagoneers
at 50 cents a bushel. Fodder was
two cents a /bundle. The Hicks
families farmed their rouzl moun-
tain acres and turned the ;ﬂm’ucts
into cash by feeding teamsters,
mule and ox teams.

Surviving sons ef Jimmy and
Smith Hicks describe the arvival
of teams at the hestelry, usually
at dusk for the drivers wanted to
arrive at that time. Dave Hicks,
83 now living, with an unmarvied
daughter in #the old Smith Hicks
Home, remembers the teamsters
when he was a boy. William Hicks,
a few years younger than Dave, and
who is a son of Jimmy Hicks, also
remembers the wagon trains on
their way to br from Prestonsburg
or. Whitehouse,

At one f{ime, Dave Hicks re-
members, there were 30 wagons
filling the barm lot at Smith Hicks,
many having o be drawn off to
the roadside fo relieve the congess
tion, Many of the freighters were
on their way to pick up mers-
chandise, many wagons were loaded
and were returning home.

Familiar to the barn lot
Hicks were the Braughns of Enott
county, and Jim Perkins, father of
Congressman Carl D. Perkins. Many
of the Draughn wagons were pulled
by two and three yokes of oxen.
Dave Calhoun, & EKnott County
driver, always had cattle, three
yokes of the pledding beasts, hitch-
eéd to a mountain wagon piled high
withh merchandise for the hintér-
land stores. :

Geography and economics made
the Hicks homes hostelries along
the Hindman-Prestonsburg road.
Geography and economics changed
them after the passage of decades
to mere mountains homes along-
side ‘the road, with little custom
from the trail. The railway was
extended up Big Sandy from White-
house and after 1904 merchandise
was unloaded at Mouth of Beaver.
The railways inched farther into
the mountains south of Hindman
and reached London. Teamsters
changed directions and found new
hostelries along othe rroads.

The mail continued to be carried
horseback up Middle Creek, passed
the Hollybush branch, went through
the Brush Creek Gap and on its
way t0o Hindman. Soon that was
discontinued. A few years ago the
Smith Hicks house enjoyed a re-
turn to similar days of yore when
eamsters and drillers of the gas
companies in seeking lodging found
hospitality there.

Today, Dave Hicks and his
daughter, Myrtle, live alone in the
house that has so many memories.
He has lived there for nearly 60
years himself.

Things change a great deal with
the years, Dave notes, but the
ancient holly that stood by the old
William Hicks home and gave a
name to the little branch near the
Brush Creek hill, is little changed.

Gnarled and rugged it stands, an
ancient reminder of a bit of moun-
tain history.

Governor Beriah Magoffin re-
gigned in Augzust, 1862, and was
succeeded by Union-sympathizer
James F. Robinson. Robinson served
as governor the last year of Ma-

goffin’s term.

When Magoffin resigned, he said
that he would have vacated the
office sooner but that he had been
abused and threatened with “im~
peachment, arrest, even assassina-
tion,” leading him “to continue in
the quiet of duty” until the oppor-
tune moment. That time came when
Rcbinson, whom Magoffin respected,
was elected speaker of the Senate.

Linn Boyd, the lieutenant gov-
ernor, had died in office, December,
17, 1859. The line of succession, then,
led from the speaker of the Senate
to governor. John F. Frisk, speaker
of the Senate, was presuaded to
relinguish his post long enough for
Robinson to become eligible to be-
come goVernor.
