REGION'S DAMS 
TALK SUBJECT 
Army Engineer Skidmore 
Discusses Fishtrap, Pound 
With Planning Group 
"We could use construction money 

on the Pound dam," Col. H. J. 
Skidmore, dhief of the Huntington 
district office, tl. S. Corps of Army 
Engineers, rtold the Eastern Ken­
tucky Planning Commission in its 
meeting at Morehead. Monday. 

But, he added, "We have just 
started to plan t!he Fishtrap dam, 
and we have not committed our­
selves on what we expect to do." 

Ool. Skidmore pointed out that 
many factors must •be taken into 
consideration 1before it takes a defi­
nite stand on all phases of the 
Fishtrap project. 

Both dams, Pound and Fishtrap, 
are .a part of the flood control 
system planned for tlhe Big Sandy 
valley. The Haysi dam in Virginia 
is not getting from the Corps of 
Engineers rthe serious consideration 
received by the o'ther two. 

Skidmore said action on the pro­
posed dam should not be taken too 
hastily, altlhough "we all want flood 
control, and would hate to have the 
project side-tracked.'' 

The Fishtrap dam would be in 
Pike ·county on Levisa Fork of the 
Big Sandy River. The engineers 
'have suggested a concrete dam 
which would impound 158,000 acre­
feet of water and serve a 400-
square-mile area. 

If nothing interferes and if the 
money is appropriated, he said, 
construction of the Fis'htrap dam 
could get under way in 1961. How­
ever, he pointed out, there is al­
ready a controversy on one side. 

The Chesapeake & Ohio Rail­
way wants a gate in the dam for 
railroad traffic. On tfue other side 
is a group of people who insist the 
dam be solid. 

The Corps of Eng~neers has not 
decided the issue, Skidmore said, 
although planning money is avail­
able for both the Fishtrap and 
Pound reservoir dams. 

The railroad, he .said, protested 
against the original plan to relocate

received $4,289,625.15 worth of com­
modities last fiscal year and over 
one ihalf-$2,1'46,148.65 to be exact 
-was donated to 17 counties in the 
eastern section. 

Floyd county was one of the top 
four in high commodity aid. Perry, 
Knox and Bell, first, second and 
third: places. Floyd received $165,-
551.20 worth of food figm-ed at 
w!holesale prices. 

Perry county, for all its vaunted 
business renaissance, received a to­
tal of $232,979.80 wort!h of beans, 
oheese and several other •basic 
foods, to lead the state. Knox, wit'h 
a smaller population and with very 
little industry, got $195,623.60 in 
commodity distribution. Bell, in 
third place, 1·eceived $1'71,240.10. 

Of the other 00 counties in the 
state that have a surplus commodi­
ty distribu,tion program, Mason 
county was ·the lowest. There the 
program distributed to the needy 
only $1,957.80 wirth of food. 

The figures were compiled by 
Thomas A. Lewis, director of Di­
vision of COmmodity Distribution, 
Kentucky Department of Agricul­
ture, and released in September.

P'BURG MOVES NEARER 
STREET-PAVING WORK 

The City of Prestonsburg this 
week officially moved toward ·pav­
ing of streets in at least three sec­
tions of town, and after adopting 
paving ordinances advertised for 
•bids. 

The streets and alleyways to re­
ceive bituminous or !blacktop sur­
facing are covered in three separate 
ordinances and three advertise­
ments for bids. In the Riverside 
Drive area all streets are to be 18 
feet wide, and they are the entire 
unimproved portion of Riverside 
and five streets connecting River­
side with La we Drive (US 23): 
Burchett, Hughes, Horn, Ranier and 
Jarrell. 

Paving in the Lancer, or Mayo 
A<idition, area will also be 18 feet 
on First, Second and Third streets, 
First and Second avenues and War­
rix Drive. 

The Porter Addition work would 
include 18-foot paving for Clifton, 

Neeley, Dickerson, Main and Jack­
son streets and Burke avenue, and 
10 feet for Howard Lane at the 
rear of Cooley's Grocery. 

Bids on the work will be accepted 
until 7:30 p.m., Oct. 17. Included ·­
the work will be, in addition to the 
bituminous surface, binder and 
base for the streets, ditoh.ing and 
side draining. George Lee Shannon 
has !been designated as engineer­
architect by the Council, and he 
has prepared plans and specifica­
tions for the work. 

Improvement of the streets, long 
soug'ht by most of those to be af­
fected, will b_e borne by the proper­
ty-owners. An improvement tax to 
be levied may, at the option of the 
property-owner, be paid in instal­
ments over a. .periOd of 10 years. 
Cost of paving street intersections 
will be apportioned among all prop­
erty-owners in the block.

CAMPU FACILIT t PLAN 
IS A NOUNCED BY U. OF K. 

The University of K:entuck:y has 
announced a master plan for ex­
pansion of its campus facilities in 
Lexington. 

The plan, illustrated by a map 
issued last week, is projected 10 to 
15 years into the future and will 
involve the possible constmction of 
more than 20 new buildings. 

UK President Fra~ G. Dickey 
said 18 months of study by a Kansas 
City consulting firm and a planning 
committee of the University had 
preceded the plan. 

Dickey estimated the total cost 
of the project at "aibout 20 or 25 
million dollars," but said the money 
and time involved could not be ac­
curately determined this far in ad­
vance. 

Bond iesues would support a 
sizeable portion of the cost, he add­
ed. 

"No hard and fast schedule has 
been developed for carrying out 
the plan," the president said, "be­
cause 1Jhe availability of funds is a 
matter impossible to predict."

Bids will be asked in November 
for a new men's dormitory, the first 
new Stl'ucture included in the plan. 
Dickey said a new physics-chemistry 
building will be start~d "as soon as 
funds are available from the state." 

Other construction lhigh on the 
priority list includes new buildings 
or extension for the College of Com­
merce, the College of Law, the Col­
lege of Education, tlhe College of 
Engineering, the College of Agri­
culture and Home Economics and 
1:the library, The addition of 3,502 
parking spaces also is planned. 

Also on the map are more resi­
dence halls, an addition ,to the foot­
ball stadium and an addition to 
the Student Union Building. A 
number of 'buildings are expected 
to be razed before the project is 
finished.

UNREASONABLE PREJUDICES 

Every one of us is a victim of 
unreasonable prejudices, even 
though most of us would deny 
being so primitive. No matter 
who you are, bow well educated 
you are, how much you have 
traveled, how many types of 
people you have met and liked, 
there is some blind spot yet that 
fails to see the virtues of some 
sort of person or custom or point 
of view. When I feel that I have 
overcome about all my dislikes, 
I love to reread Charles Lamb's 
humorous essy "Imperfect Sym­
pathies," to which I have refer­
red before in this column. This 
well-written essay makes me 
realize anew that all of us are 
still imperfect in our understand­
ing of some kinds of our fellow 
men. 

What is your pet prejud ice? 
Maybe it is political. If you live 
in certain areas of Kentucky, 
your party is dominant, so dom­
inant that it hardly seems neces­
sary to notice the other one; in 
other areas you belong to a party 
that is just about equal in num­
bers to the opposing one. This 
gives you, in this latter c<:Jse, 
something to think about and to 
get "het up" about. The mistakes 
of any member of your opposing 
party become the mistakes of the 
party itself; all other members 
are equally bad. I have known 
people who had learned to 
scratch the ticket, as I have so 
long done, and yet say the most 
cutting things about the party 
in which they had not been rear­
ed but in which they had voted 
often. A few days ago I encoun­
tered just such a man, a lifelong 
Democrat who lately turned Re­
publican but who unconsciously 
finds himself saying the most bit­
ing things about the Republi­
cans. It is hard for a leopard to 
change its spots. 

Maybe your prejudice is reli­
gibus. There are plenty of people 
who have just such prejudice, 
often of so long standing that it 
seems foreordained and predes­
tinated. If you have been reared 
in one church atmosphere, you 
feel, often, a strangeness or 
worse about the rites of any 
other denomination. You uncon­
sciously find yourself approving 

your own way and, at best, apolo­
gizing for the other. Maybe you 
have outgrown the severe form 
of prejudice that would make 
you a bitter critic of the other 
fellow's church, but you still find 
yourself wondering how a sensi­
ble person could put up with cer­
tain rituals and beliefs. It is a 
rare person that can accept dif­
ferences between one church and 
another as calmly as he take 
blondes and brunettes.

It is well known that fishing for 
most fresh-water species (other 1 

than trout) is good in spring and 
comparatively poor in summer. But 
only a few veteran anglers realize 
that fishing is at its very best in 
fall, l'eports Jason IJUcas, Angling I 
Editol' of Sports Afield Magazine. 
Though you may or may not catch 
as many fish this time of the year 
as early in the season, those you 
get are practically sure to average 
much lai>ger. 

In fact, it's safe to say that in 
fall, in the northern part of the 
country, your chances of catching 
the big fish of your lifetime are 20 
times better than in summer and 
five times better than in spring. Nor 
is much skill needed, for you can 
usually fish about any way you 
wishc with any type of tackle that 
suits you, and do quite well-just so 
you stay out there and fish hard 
even if it is a little chilly. 

However, there's a little catch 
to this: Popularly, all September 
is a fall month, but according to 
astronomers and the dictionary, fall 
doesn't begin ·until the autumnal 
equinox, about September 23. Fish 
seem to be even more scientific in 
placing the time they must begin 
feeding hard to put on the extra 
weight necessary to carry them 
through the ,poor pickings of win­
ter. 

Really, it's only above the Can­
adian line that the good fall fiSh­
ing 'begins early. In the northern 
United States it's unlikely to get 
going until after October 1, and in 
the extreme southern states it may 
be a full mont:h later. 

The farther south you go, tihe 
less .marked is this superiority of 
fall as the time for big fish, no 
doubt becaiUse their instincts tell 
them that t:hey can find a fair 
amount of food all winter. But in 
southern states fall is still a fine

Success began to 
come his way, for he entered the 
contracting business. One job he 
was to do was to build a cut­
stone· courthouse at Grundy. 

With rising affluence, Sam 
Hurley became more and more 
pre-occupied with business, less 
and less with whiskey and fight­
ing. But the people of the area 
were still afflicted with the evils 
of the illicit whiskey trade. The 
dealers organized themselves and 
defied the law. Their illegal dis­
pensaries were protectea by fear­
less desperadoes and the law was 
impotent to search or arrest. The 
Buchanan county sheriff organiz­
ed a posse of 25 men at one time 
but when he attempted to cur­
tail the trade the whiskey men 
out-shot them. 

In 1905 G. M. Tucker, a "reve­
noor", came to Grundy and sum­
moned Sam Hurley to assist in 
the arrest of ''Blockaders" who 
had killed several officers, among 
them three deputy United States 
marshals. The dealers heard of the 
marshal's plans and organized to 
defeat him. Result was battle to 
the death. The fight occurred just 
over the Buchanan-Pike county 
line and when it was over Tucker 
was seriously wounded but the 
outlaws were lying in the dust 
and Hurley was weaving around 
with a smoking gun, looking for 
a "blockader'' who wanted to 
shoot some more. He was indict­
·ed in the Pike circuit court for 
murder, as he was charged with 
being an illegally inducted offi­
cer, but he procured a change of 
venue to the federal court at Cov­
ington and was acquitted. 

His enemies didn't stop after 
failure to convict, at Covington. 
They made up a crew of 16, tried 
to slip up on the Hurley home in 
the night, thinking to set the 
house afi;re and gun him down as 
he ran from the flaming build­
ing. But he was awakened by a 
dog, and being suspiciQus as he 
had lived by being wary, he came 
out shooting before the mob was 
ready to initiate hostilities. After 
several fusillades the vengeance­
seeking group fled. 

As the years passed, Hurley 
began to read the Bible and, 
having decided to become a 
Christian; rode 18 miles to the 
home of Rev. Henry Thompson 
and asked him to come to his 
home and preach. Only a dozen 
or two attended services that hot 
Sunday in.July, 1910, in the Hur­
ley home, b~t nine were convert­
ed, including Sam and his wife. 

Later, after services in a log 
schoolhouse in Grundy, and in a 
few homes, others were called to 
Christ and a Sunday School was 
organized. There were only three 
others in the entire county.

Soon, however, the Hurley luck 
ran low and he had to surren­
der a life insurance policy with 
a cash value of $34;000 to feed 
the mountain waifs, pay his 
teachers even meager salaries and 
meet the huge operating load. All

school $100,000 in cash. 

Came the depression and the 
Hurley private fortune in stocks 
and bonds was suddenly wiped 
out. He found it impossible to 
provide for the college education 
of his own children. Things went 
from bad to worse and he took 
his daughters out of college and 
put them to work at the mission. 
Two taught school, one worked 
in the office and the fourth had 
charge of the kitchen and din-
ing room. A son went to work on 
the farm. 

Slowly, though, the institution 
under the guiding hand of the 
Hurleys began to recover. It 
was a time of prayer and much 
beseeching of the Lord. 

"Sometimes the meal barrel 
was empty, the cupboard was 
bare, there was no meat on the 
shelf and scarcely any money in 
the bank," Hurley said in 1943, 
"but we had faith in God, prayed 
for t necessities of the chil-
dren . . . God invariably touch­
ed the hearts of those to whom 
we appealed." 

Today, what was a mere pro­
mise of a frightened orphan boy 
69 years ago is an institution 
with several classrooms, a large 
acreage of mountain land with 
sufficient bottoms upon which to 
grow food, a dairy, .dormitories, 
vocational building and a faculty 
of teachers devoted to orphans 
from the tri-state mountain area 
of West Virginia, Virginia and 
Kentucky. He and his invalid 
wife still live at the school. 

Back in the depression-ridden 
30's, two little girls, without a 
relative in the world, without a 
home or friend, appeared at the 
door of the Mountain Mission 
School. They had not eaten for 
three days and nights. They told 
Hurley that they had lived by 
going from house to house, beg-
ging for bread. They had gone 
only to the homes of the poor, for 
they said they were ashamed to. 
beg from· the well-to-do. 

Sam Hurley took those little 
girls in, clothed and educated 
them. They were but two in a 
legion of thousands he sheltered, 
fed, clothed and educated. 

That was what he had promised 
the Lord when he was but a . lad 
as he huddled in the forest leaves 
and. shivered from fright in the 
cold and darkness.

LOWER GRAIN D PRICES Thre from County 
On Staff of Record, 
College ewspaper SEEN IF CROP YIELD UP 

LEXINGTON, KY.-If total crop 
production exceeds last yer's record, 
feed grain probably will be lower 
in price next year, the U. K. agri­
cultural economics department says 
in its bi-weekly <Jutlook letter. 

Forecasts for 1958 crop produc­
tion, the economists noted, are for 
a nine percent jump over 1957: this 
despite the fact less cropland is be­
ing used this year tJhan for any 
year since 1917. 

Total feed crop production is esti­
mated to be nine percent above 
1957's record and 36 million tons 
above the 1952-1956 average. Feed 
grains and other concentrates' pro­
duction is estimated at 239 million 
tons for 1958-1959, also nine per­
cent above 1957-1958 figures and 
30 percent higher ~an the 1952-
1956 average.

And even though the sup­
ply of grain-consuming animals will 
be increased in the futw·e, feed 
supplies will 'be ample for this larg­
er number.

Corn, sorgum and soybean produc­
tion in Kentucky for 1958 is higher 
than normal.

Funds Will Aid 
Kentuckians If 
Hit By Enemy 

The State is prepared to provide 
its people emergency financial as­
sistance in event of enemy attack 
within the borders of Kentucky. 

According to a plan of operation 
of state government in an emer­
gency, issued by the Kentucky Civ­
il Defense, the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Economic Seo\llrity has 
been authorized by the U. S. De­
partment of Health, Education and 
Welfare to dispense this assistance. 

Under the plan, c. D. assumes 
that in case of enemy attack large 
numbers of people will suffer per­
sonal, financial and property losses. 
In!~ome and payments of all kinds 
will be diSl·upted. Agencies contri­
buting to the needy in aTeas under 
attack probably will !have to sus­
pend operations. A severe burden 
will be placed on areas caring for 
evacuees. 

The program is temporary, C. D. 
says, and not intended to restore 
individuals to their previous cir­
cumstances and to replace all their 
losses. The plan states: 

"Services rendered will largely 
be of the short-contact type aimed 
at easing the immediate stress of 
the emergency experience and as­
sisting affected individuals to use 
their capabilities and available re­
sources to 1·e-establish themselves 
and theil· families." 

The services, c. D. says, will make 
it possible fot· people to obtain the 
necessities of life, to manage theil· 
own affail·s and to contribute to 
national recovery.

MOORE FAMILY 
CAPTIVITY 

The following article, from a 
recent issue of The Dickenson­
ian, of Clintwood, Virginia, 
should be of interest in this sec­
tion as Black Wolf, captor of 
the Moores, was the same Shaw­
nee chieftain who helped carry 
off Mrs. Jenny Wiley from Abb's 
Valley, Virginia, to the Big 
Sandy valley in 1789. 

"Virginia, with her heritage of 
illustrious sons, has a modern 
day daughter, Frances Leigh Wil­
liams, making her name in liter­
ature. Her latest book, released 
recently by Henry Holt and Co., 
is THE SHAWNEE TOMA­
HAWK, a true story of a fron­
tier Virginia family, the Moores 
of Rockbridge and Tazewell coun­
ties. 

"From the heroic Moores thou­
sands of Virginians and others in 
many sections of the United 
States are either directly c1r col­
laterally descended. Among the 
families are the Stuarts of Elks 
Garden, the Bryans, Prestons, 
Poages, Taylors, Browns, Mc­
Pheeters, and the famed Tucker 
clan. 

"The versatile Miss Williams, 
who started her writing career 
as researcher and assistant to Dr. 
Douglas Southall Freeman, bio­
grapher of Robert E. Lee and 
George Washington, used the 
journal of Jim Moore, the 14-
year-old son of Captain James 
Moore of Abb's Valley <situated 
near what is now Bluefield in 
Southwest Virginia) as the basis 
for THE SHAWNEE TOMA­
HAWK. 

"Jim Moore, whose family had 
moved from Rockbridge county 
to remote Abb's Valley, west of 
the Alleghanies, in 1775, was 
taken captive by three Shawnee 
scouts on a raiding expedition. 
The Indians had traveled several 
hundred miles from the Shaw­
nee settlements across the Ohio 
River. Jim had been sent to the

Kentucky's per capita income rose 
during 1950-57 from $958 to $1,372, 
the State Department of Econo­
mic Development reports.

NEE '!'OMAHA WK, tells that 
some months after Jim Moore had l 
beei sold into Canada he learned 
from a friendly Shawnee that 
Black Wolf had returned to Abb's 
Valley. His father had been kill­
ed, the cabin burned, and his 
mother, three sisters, little broth­
er and a visiting friend, Martha 
Evans, taken captive. 

"Mrs. Moore and little Jane 
were later seized in a Shawnee 
camp by angry Cherokees and 
were burned at the stake, as these 
Indians blamed the white man 
for poor hunting. Seven-year-old 
Mary Moore and Martha Evans 
had been sold into servitude and 
thus survived. 

"Five years later when Jim 
was reunited with them in Cana­
da, they told of the brutal slay­
ing of baby Margaret, "who kept 
crying, so they bashed her brains 
out. John was too sickly to keep 
up. They tomahawked and scalp­
ed him. 

"Through the efforts of Mar­
tha Evans' brother, she and the 
two Moores finally got home to 
Virginia in 1789. 

"Jim Moore lived for 62 more 
years. His sister, Mary, became 
the wife of Presbyterian minis­
ter Samuel Brown, and they had 
many children. Jim married Bar­
bara Taylor and lived in Abb's 
Valley, building his house on al­
most exactly the same site as 
his family's cabin. On this spot a 
memorial now stands sentinel 
in Abb's Valley- a reminder of 
the grim Shawnee tomahawk." 

WSTORY OF 
WOLFE COUNTY 

Mrs. Roy M. Cecil and others 
of the Wolfe County Woman's 
Club have edited a history of 
Wolfe county, Kentucky. J. Win­
ston Coleman, Jr., Lexington his­
torian, comments favorably upon I 
the volume. 

"Wolfe, the llOth county · 
formed in the state, was estab­
lished in 1860, from parts of 
Breathitt, Morgan, Powell and 
Owsley, and named for Nathaniel 
Wolfe, then state senator from 
Louisville.

"More than this, it is the history 
of a whole section of the Ken­
tucky mountains and takes in 
much of the neighbm·ing coun­
ties. This work carries accounts 
of the establishment of Wolfe 
county and the hearty pioneers 
who made its early settlements, 
with mention of Michael O'Hair, I 
who emigrated to this region 
with h!s 13 children around 1800 1 

and was prominently identified 
with its early history. 

"There are sections devoted to 
the churches, early water mills, 
the Ohio and Kentucky Railroad, 
and an intex:esting story of the 
much - disputed Swift's silver 
mines, by Margaret Carroll. Sky 
Bridge and El Park Hotel are 
adequately covered, and there is 
a good account of Hazel Green 
Academy, founded in 1880. Swan­
go Springs was one of the noted 
watering-places of this and the 
last century.

Ky. Governors

Governor James B. McCreary's 
inkstand, used in his first adminis­
tration, was waiting for him when 
he returned to office far a second 
term 32 years later. 

McCreary was the t'hird governor 
in the history of the Commonwealth 
to be elected to two terms, Gover­
nors IsaaJC Shelby and James Gar­
rard being the first so honored. 
only four governors since the origin 
of the state ha.ve been so distin­
guished. Present Gov. A. B. Chan­
dler is the fourth . 

M(!Creary ~s elected the first 
time in 1875. He was quite interest­
ed in h istory and took an excep­
tional in terest in the Kentucky His­
torical Society. At the close of his 
term and shortly after the museum 
division of the Society was inau­
gurated, Governor McCreary pre­
sen ted to the infant museum the 
cu tglass inkstand he h mi used as 
governor. When he returned as gov-

1 ernor for a. second time in 1911, he 
was "loaned" his inkstand back. 
McCreary accepted, and at the end 
of 1his second term, lhe ;reburined it 
to the Society. 

The same inkstand is exhibited 
today in the museum, a mong the 
many items once owned by former 
Kentucky governors. 

Governor McCreary was born in 
Madison oounty in 1838. He was ed­
ucated in the common schools, at 
Centre College, and at Cumberland 
University. 

His law practice in Richmond was 
1 interrupted by the in terecine stl'llg­
' gle between ·the North and South. 
' His sympathies were at first with 
the North. but after the decisive 
victory of the Confederates over the 
Union forces at Richmond, Ken­
tucky, August 30, 1862, McCreary

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$6 Million Recommended 
For Flood Control Work 
In East Kentucky Area 
Senator Thruston B. Morton, 

Monday recommended expendi­
ture of more than $6 million on 
flood control projects in the Eas­
tern Kentucky region for 1959-60. 

Appearing before the Bureau 
of the Budget, the Kentucky Sen­
ator stressed that orderly de­
velopment of water resources 
will provide a firm foundation 
for economic growth, remove the 
fear of destructive floods, and 
enable more productive use of 
abundant natural resources. 

Senator Morton urged that 
$300,000 be allocated during Fis­
cal 1!160 to continue advance 
engineering and design of the 
Levisa Fork. The pl;mning work 
on this important reservoir got 
under way with $140,000 appro­
priation from the recent 1 Con­
gress. 

The Kentuckian also recom­
mended $2,500,000 to complete 
advance engineering .and design 
and to start construction of the 
Pound Reservoir. He commented 
that although this project is lo­
cated in Virginia, its construction 
is vital, along with Fishtrap Res­
ervoir, to the control of floods in 
the Levisa Valley. 

A third reservoir in the Levisa 
Basin, at Haysi, Virginia, is cur­
rently being studied by the Corps 
of Engineers. Senator Morton 
said that completion of this work 
would enable him to make more 
specific recommendations for 
future work. 

Appropriation of $3,527,000 was 
requested to complete construc­
tion of the Buckhorn Reservoir 
on the Middle Fork of the Ken­
tucky River near Buckhorn, Per­
ry county. In addition, Senator 
Morton ur.ged allocation of $35,-
000 to resume the comprehensive 
survey of the Big Sandy River. 

Senator Morton commented 
that his recommendations rep­
resented amounts which the 
Corps of E:ngineers could effec­
tively use during 1959-60 to in­
sure uninterrupted growth of 
Eastern Kentucky's water re­
sources program. 

The Senator's total requests, 
including the Pound project, 
amounted to nearly $84.9 m illion. 
Kentucky's appropriations during 
1958-59 figured out at about $52 
million, second only to Califor­
nia.

Dear Friends: 

A few weeks ago I announced as a candidate for Board of Educaion. In so doing I was, in 
effect expressing dissatisfaction with the present educational program and was asking you cit­
iz:ens to support me . in an effort to "ri~ht" the "wrongs" b~ing imposed upon our boys and 
girls who so eagerly, earnestly and so mnocently were pursumg a course of study being "dished 
out" by the present administration - disguised and labelled "The Most Modern Progressive 
School Cuniculum." 

I was seeking an opportunity to help initiate and promote an educational program which 
would be sound, practical, down-to-earth and applicable. 

I was asking for the opportunity to serve:

The poor as well as the rich ; 
The country child as well as the city; 
The hungry and the poorly clad as well as the well-fed and the well-dressed. 

I asked you to help me to obtain a position whereby I might help to assure the retention 
of those teachers whom we now have and to encourage the return of those teachers who have 
been forced to leave this county. 

I was asking for the opportunity to help you to secure interested, qualified, unbiased and 
uncontrolled leadership in the County Superintendent's office. 

I wanted the opportunity and the privilege to be among the first to give the teacher a liv­
ing wage. (A qualified teacher deserves a salary in excess of the salary being paid an uneduca­
ted maintenance man whose salary is $3,600 a year, except for those 20 temporarily employed 
at $250 a month.) 

I asked for an opportunity to help eliminate the "muddled" conditions now dominating our 
school system. 

At the same time that I was asking these things, many citizens of our district were becom­
ing alarmed at what they were seeing and hearing about the corrupt practices within our school 
system. 

John G. Hall was one of those people. 
The older son is experiencing great difficulty in college. At one time he became so confused 

and so disgusted that he was on the verge of giving up and dropping out. 
Another son shocked his parents when he came home, dirty, wet and tired out. No, not from 

having had so much "recitation" or lesson preparation -- but from having helped the other chil­
dren wash, scrub, mop, sweep and remove back-water mud from the school room. (The mainte­
nance crew had neglected to clean up the second flood -- or could not find time for doing the 
work during the three months school was not in session. Now, it was up to the children to sit in 
the filth or to clean it up themselves.) 

Still another child came home splotched with paint (The maintenance crew had neglected to 
paint the school, too. and the children were asked to assume the responsibility if they desired 
an environment in which they could interest themselves in reading, writing, spelling and arithme­
tic.) 

Upset, alarmed, and disgusted, John and his wife began to inquire of friends in other com­
munities, "What kind of school do you folks have?", "Are the teachers good ones?", "Does the 
'office force' ever come around?", "Is it true that the 'office force' is standing by--on call -- if 
needed?", "Do you know the present Superintendent of schools?", "Why is it that we cannot get 
tissue paper for our rural schools the same as do the consolidated schools?" 

John is still upset, alarmed and disgusted -- but he has decided to do his utmost to make some 
amends. 

John G. Hall announced as a candidate for Board of Education in District No. 2. 
In going from one community to another, we have found that other people who have children 

in school are just as alarmed and concerned as are John and I. They, too, have sons and daughters 
who are experiencing difficulty in our own schools and in the various colleges and universities. 
Many have become discouraged and dropped out. Many-seeing that jobs in Eastern Kentucky 
are a thing of the past-chose the Armed Forces as a means to a career. Some are going to trade­
schools to learn welding, radio, TV, mechanics. Some are going to business schools to learn typ­
ing, bookkeeping, secretarial practice, etc. (Very few seek a career in baseball, basketball, baton 
twirling, etc.) 

Both John and I have been visiting with you, talking with you, and pledging to you a better 
educational program if you would see fit to elect one of us as a member of the Board of E:ducation. 

You have told us that you want a change; that both of us are qualified and could do the job. 
But you also have expressed the belief that if both of us continue as candidates and oppose each 
other, the administration candidate will be re-elected. 

Realizing this fact, and knowing that you people want a change, deserve a change-and will 
have a change-and assuring you that I, too, seek a change and would not want to jeopardize 
your chances of making this change, I have chosen to withdraw as a candidate for Board of Ed­
ucation and to pledge my support to John G. Hall, our candidate for Board of Education in Dis­
trict No.2. 1 ../lf1Jf1 

In so doing I should like to explain that I will still be engaged in the teaching profession. 
I appreciate very much the consideration you have shown me and the confidence you have 

expressed in me. I shall visit with you soon, that I might explain further my reasons for taking 
this position on the matter. 

In the meantime, I shall be "plugging" for John G. Hall and will welcome and appreciate 
any help you might give him in his efforts to help us to rid ourselves of the present "Educational 
Mess" in which we find ourselves.
