Though
it met many reserves in that first
great year and sometimes won-
dered at the end of the day
whether I could tackle my job
the next day, I somehow arose
with the dawn, for I lived with

very industrious family, walk-
ed across the fields to my school-
house, and tried again to prove
to the world that a teacher is a
very important person, what is
now called a V.I.P.

That was a long time ago.
Teachers have come and gone.
Our schools have grown beyond
our own dreams of size and com-
plexity.

“You are aware of the disapproval
which the bonding companies have
voiced in regard to the manner in
which you have handled this ap-
pointment. You are aware that g
suit has been filed by the attorney
for that bank on behalf of your
| “citizen” appointee seeking to in-
sure his appointment; a suit without
legal foundation., You are aware that
a meeting of the Utility Commis-
sion to be held in your private
office has been called by two pur-
| ported members of the Commission
but that these men are not in fact
| qualified members of that body.
They cite as their authority for
calling such a meeting the same
ordinance which declares them to
be ungualified. Therefore, they have
no authority to call such a meeting
and no action taken at said meet-
ing will have any legal effect.

“As I have indicated, I believe the
record of the present duly qualified
Utility Commission is a commen-
dable one. Throughout ithe past
days it has become apparent, how-
ever, that the administration and
methods of operation of the City
Utilities have been under attack
from certain quarters. The facts
have been misrepresented and mis-
construed, not from any sense of
civic responsibility or civie virtue
but from a desire for personal ad-
vantage.

“I cannot serve effectively within
a framework of political chicanery
and factional intrigues.

JAP BEETLES
INVADE PIKE

Infestatwn by Insects
Causing Deep Concern;
Insecticides Being Used

Japanese fliers in December,
1941, made their presence felt at
Pearl Harbor — but another Ja-
panese flier, in existence a lot
longer than the Nipponese air
fleet, still is doing more damage
every day to U. S. possessions.

This “flier” is the dreaded Ja-
panese beetle, an insect pest first
identified in this country about
World War I. It is a voracious
feeder on about 280 species of
plants, and a pest extremely hard
to wipe out.

Right now it’s causing concern
in Pike county, and is the target
for a special eradication campaign
Ken-
tucky, the Extension Service, the
USDA, the Kentucky state ento-
mologist, the
of Agriculture, and other agen-
cies are working,

About the only thing that has
saved this state, and possibly the
nation, from widespread destruc-

| tion. by the Jap beetle—it looks |
|a1mest exactly like our ecommon

June bug except for
that as a flier it is not much
“shakes.” About 300 to 400 yards|
is as much as it can—or possibly
fly to appease its appetite.

If it were a jet-fighter-type in-

| sect—capable of long sustained

flight—we'd be in deep trouble.

It's that rarity among insects,
a year-round pest. There’s almost
never a day goes by that
Jap beetle isn’t attacking our
food and fiber crops. For several
weeks in the summer as a flying
beetle, they eat foliage from fruit
trees, devour corn silks,
grapes—or any of the other 230
species of plants.

The rest of the year it is a
grub, a worm-like creature, that
feeds on root systems, particu-
larly grass roots.

The female Jap beetles mate
and lay eggs in the mid-summer;
when the grubs develop, they
move underground and live off
the root systems.

The pity of the first American
Jap Beetle infestation in 1917 is
that a $25.000 eradieation pro-
gram then would have wiped out
the pest. But nothing was known
then of the pest, and methods
and materials were primitive
compared with today.

The Pike method involves use
of Dieldrin, a powerful phos-
phatic inseeticide applied in
granular form. The granules are
like unto sand in consistency; in
hilly Pike county, it was applied
from airplanes since ground ap-
plication was difficult, The gran-
ules are dropped in Jap beetle
areas. The “sand” sifts down
through the grass to which it is
applied and stays there until it

| rains.
The granules dissolve in rain— |

but the Dieldrin, not being solu-
able in water—penetrates a few
inches into the subsurface and
stays

there. Jap beetle grubs, |

which live in this area, come in |

contact with the poison and die.
It's that simple—provided you

lcan find the Jap beetle infesta-
 tion areas. .

Historical Unait
Probably Has
The "TickLicker”

Historians are reasonably sure|
that the famed “Tieklicker” is lo-
cated in the Kentucky Historical So-
ciety Museum in Frankfort. “Tick-
licker” was Daniel Boone's favorite
rifle.

It was bought in 1900 from Col=
onel Gilbert Walden, a self-styled
| “Southern Elocutionist, Rough Rid-
ler, and Cow-boy Orator.” Accord-
ing to Walden it was made for Dan-
|iel Boone by a North Carolinian
| gunsmith by the name of Graham,
| whose muzzle mark consisting of
eight stars indicates that it was
made sometime in the latter part of
the 18th century.

“Ticklicker” was featured in the |
February 25, 1925, issue of THE|
AMERICAN RIFLEMAN. Accord- |
ing to the article, there is no con- |
tradiction between the period as-|
cribed to the historieal-society- |
owned rifle and the characteristies |
of the first of the Kentuecky rifles.|
It lacks the pronounced cre.‘at-unﬂ..-!
shaped butt plate common an:nm_z!
flintlocks of the following century.!
Furthermore, the absence of :—1;
patchbox in the stock marks it as)
a Southern rifle, perhaps, one anel
in Nerth Carolina.

The Boone rifle was passed on to
Gilbert Walden with the information
that Graham made the rifle for
Boone around 1760, This, then, was
the rifle in al lprobability which
Daniel Boone had with him when
he first entered Kentucky in the
Prestonsburg area in 1767 and which
he continued to use until the year
1784 when he gave it to amountain
trapper by the name of Dedman.

It remained in the Dedman family
for vears, hidden away, almost for-
gotten in a eloset, until it was dis-
covered and publicized in & news- |
paper. Colonel Ellis of Louisville
read the mnews articles, looked up
the family, purchased the mifle. Dr,
Percy W. deBgrnay of Tallulah
Falls, Georgia, was the next owner, |
and it was from this last named |
gentleman, & gun collector, lhm|
it was purchased by Gilbert Walden. |

What proof can be found in the
Draper or other original manu-
seripts that this is indeed Bcone's|
famed “Ticklicker”? Several
ences mention this rifie by name, |
but a complete description of it in‘
manuscript awaits the diligent re-
searcher. i

CATTLE LICE

Before the weather becomes too |
cold, is hte best time to treat your
cattle for lice; Spraying is pre- |
ferred over dusting, but this must be |
| done before the weather furns cold, |
as there would be danger of pneu-
monia, Dust should be used in case
of emergency during the winter,

Either 50 per cent wettable D.D.T.
or chlordane is recommended at the
rate of eight pounds in 100 gallons
of water. The cattle should be spray-
ed until wet to the skin.

For dusting use either 10 per cent
DDT dust or 1 per cent rotenone
dust,

FALL GRAZING
The beautiful fall weather has
provided the farmers with many
extra days of good pasture. The
pasture season can be extended by
applying fertilizer at this time. Dur-
ing the past few years many acres
have been seeded to fescue in the
county. Fescue will grow through-
out the winter. An application of
nitrogen fertilizer will Increase
growth. Two hundred pounds of |
ammonia nitrate applied per acre
will save approximately one ton of
hay. If their hay will run short
this year, farmers should seriously
consider treating their fescue now.

CORN FIELDS

Much of the corn has now been
harvested. The stalks are left stand-
ing to be turned under next year. |
Standing stalks offer but little pro-
tection for the soil during the win-
ter. The stalks also will be slow in
rotting when turned under next
spring.

A much better way is to disk the
stalks in the field. This will provide
more protection for the soil, and
and the stalks will rot much easier.
This practice will also make plow-
ing much easier.

isking stalks won't take the place |
of a cover crop, but is the second |
best practice.

FOREST FIRES

Now that the leaves have fallen,
the danger of forest fires has |
greatly increased. Let’s continue to |
make every effort to prevent fire
from starting, Fires are not. only
costly to landowners, but to every
one. Burned forests wil Inever be
able to support a forestry enter-
prise in the county, that will in-
crease the total county income.

“Our laboratory and clinical
studies of aleoholism during the
past several years have convinced
us that aleoholism is a metabolic
disease,” (James J. Smith, M. D,
director research on alcoholism, New
[ York TUniversity—Bellevue Medical
Center.)

“The psychiatric literature of the
past few years have stressed more
and more that compulsive drinking
|is a symptom and a result of a per-
| sonality disorder.” (James H. Wall,
M. D., assistant medical director,
New York, Westchester Division.)

“Fmvironmental factors are po-
tent and indispensable for bring-
ing about alcoholism, but they do
not do so unless the person involved
possesses the type of metabolic in-
dividuality which predisposes to ad-
diction.” (Roger J. Williams, Ph.
D., D. Se., Department of Chemis-
try, University of Texas.) [

These quotations from three emi- |
nent researchers in the field, show
the divergence of opinion on alco-
holism. All agree it is an illness but
| attribute the result to different
| causes, This is evidence of the com-
plexity of the problem and the nec-
essity of more study and research.

Anonymous ignores scientific rea-
sons. They simply admit that the
problem exists and make a posi-
tive approach, trying to correct the
individual sufferer. The degree of
success achieved by A. A, has at-

professional groups and the indi-
vidual members of Alocoholics An-
onymous than formerly existed.
Areas of conflict have been eli-
minated. The professional group re-
cognizes the help that lay therapy
can offer the alcoholic. The recov-
ered alcoholic recognizes the trem-
endous contribution scientific study
has made.

ROAD SAFETY

Safety Head Urges
“Careful Attitades”
By Holiday Drivers

Frankfort, Nov. 24 (Spl.) — Ken-
tucky Safely Commissioner Don
Sturgill has urged Thanksgiving
week-end motorists to demonstrate
careful attitudes behind the wheel.
The safety agency head called at-
tention to Kentucky highway death
figures for recent years, pointing out
that 20 persons died during the four-
day period last year. Traffic deaths
during the Thanksgiving holidays
totaled 9 in 1956, 18 in 1955 and 13
in 1954,

Sturgill said all available Ken-
tucky state troopers will be on duty
over the long wesk-end, and num-
erous mobile safety roadblocks will
be held.

He especially urged motorists to
avoid such death-dealing road vio-
lations as: exceeding speed limit, ex-
ceeding safe speed, failing to keep
to right of centerline, not having
right of way and under influence
of intoxicants.

“When these and other violations
are committed in bad weather and
on slippery roads, danger is in-
creased for oneself and other high-
way users,” he emphasized.
“Motorists who plan a long trip
this holiday week-end should have
their cars thoroughly checked and
properly equipped to meet any un-
usual changes in road and weather
conditions,” Sturgill declared,
